SUBPART 1: GENERAL  

 

21.01.1    Applicability  

 

(1)  This Part applies to ï 

 

    (a) the type certification of products to be manufactured in Namibia; 

    (b) the approval of changes to type certificates; 

    (c) the type acceptance certification of products to be imported into Namibia; 

    (d) the issuing of supplemental type certificates; 

    (e) the issuing of production certificates; 

    (f) the airworthiness certification of aircraft; 

    (g) the approval of parts and appliances to be manufactured in Namibia; 

    (h) the approval of parts and appliances to be imported into Namibia; 

    (i) the issuing of export airworthiness approvals; and 

    (j) the issuing of NAM-TSO authorisations. 

 

(2)  This Part does not apply to ï 

 

     (a) hang gliders; 

    (b) paragliders; 

    (c) unmanned free balloons; 

    (d) captive balloons; 

    (e) kites; 

    (f) model aircraft; 

    (g) parachutes;  

    (h) powered paragliders;  

    (i) rigid airships; or 

    (j) unmanned aerial vehicles (incl RPAs/UAVs). 

 

 

 

21.01.2    Types of aircraft 

 

(1)   For the purposes of the regulations in this Part, the applicable types of aircraft are ï 

 

    (a) gliders, power-assisted gliders, and touring gliders; 

    (b) very light aeroplanes; 

    (c) aeroplanes of normal, utility, acrobatic and commuter categories; 

    (d) aeroplanes of the transport category; 

    (e) rotorcraft of the normal category; 

    (f) rotorcraft of the transport category; 

    (g) manned free balloons; and 

    (h) non-rigid airships. 

 

(2)  The airworthiness design standards for each type of aircraft referred to in sub-regulation 

(1), are those referred to in regulation 21.02.3. 
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21.01.3    Reporting of failures, malfunctions and defects and other occurrences 

 

(1)  The holder of any type certificate, supplemental type certificate, production certificate, NAM-PMA or 

NAM-TSO authorisation issued in terms of the regulations in this part, must, in accordance with sub-

regulation 3, report in writing to the Executive Director the occurrence and circumstances of any failure, 

malfunction or defect in any product, part or appliance manufactured by such holder which ï 

 

(a) has resulted in any of the occurrences specified in Document NAM-CATS 21; 

or 

(b) has passed through such, holderôs quality assurance system and may result in 

any of the occurrences specified in Document NAM-CATS 21. 

 

(2)   A report referred to in sub-regulation (1) must include ï 

 

    (a) the aircraft serial number; 

(b) if the failure, malfunction or defect is associated with an article approved under 

NAM-TSO authorisation, the article serial number and model designation; 

(c) if the failure, malfunction or defect is associated with an aircraft engine or 

aircraft propeller, the engine or propeller serial number; 

 (d) the product model; 

(e) an identification, including the part number, of the part, component or system 

involved; and 

 (f) the nature of the failure, malfunction or defect. 

 

(3)   A report referred to in sub-regulation (1) must be submitted to the Executive Director within 24 

hours after the holder has become aware of the failure, malfunction or defect required to be reported: 

Provided that a report which was due on a ï 

 

 (a) Saturday or a Sunday, may be submitted on the following Monday; 

 (b) public holidays, may be submitted on the next working day. 

 

(4)   In the event of the investigation of an accident or service difficulty report indicating that a product 

is unsafe because of a manufacturing or design defect, the holder concerned must report to the Executive 

Director the results of its investigation and any action taken or proposed by such holder to correct such 

defect. 

 

(5)   If action is required to correct the defect in existing products the holder concerned must submit the 

data necessary for the issuing of an appropriate airworthiness directive to the Executive Director. 

 

21.01.4    Issuing of airworthiness directives 

 

(1)   In the manner contemplated by section 38(3) of the Act, the Executive Director may issue 

appropriate airworthiness directives in respect of design changes which are necessary to correct the unsafe 

condition of a product. 

 

(2)   If the Executive Director issues an airworthiness directive for a product, the holder of any 

certificate issued under the regulations in this part for the product type, must ï 

 

(a) upon the request of the Executive Director, submit appropriate design changes to 

the Executive Director for approval; and 

(b) upon approval of the design changes, make the descriptive data covering the 

changes available to all operators of the product. 

 

(3)  An operator of an aircraft must not operate the aircraft unless the operator complies withð

(a) every applicable airworthiness directive issued by the Executive Director in 

accordance with this regulation or ; and  

(b) for an aircraft in excess of 5,700 kg MCTOW, and less than 5700 kg MCTOW 

everyð  

(i)  applicable airworthiness directive issued by the State of Design of the 

aircraft; and  

(ii)  applicable airworthiness directive issued by the State of Design of an 

aeronautical product that is used on the aircraft; or  

  

(iii) an alternative means of compliance approved in writing by the Executive 

Director in respect of an airworthiness directive that is applicable to the aircraft under 

paragraphs (a).and (b).  

(4) If a person is notified by the Executive Director of an emergency airworthiness directive in relation to 

an aircraft and the person does not hold a Namibian certificate of registration for the aircraft, the person 

must immediately notify the Executive Director that he or she does not hold such certificate of 

registration. 

 

21.01.5    Safety inspections and audits 

 

(1)  An applicant for the issuing of any certificate, approval or authorisation in terms of the regulations in this 

part, must permit an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to carry out such safety inspections and 

flight and ground tests which may be necessary to verify the validity of any application made in terms of this 

part. 

 

(2)  The holder of any certificate, approval or authorisation issued under this part, must permit an 

authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to carry out such safety inspections and audits, including 

safety inspections and audits of its partners or subcontractors, which may be necessary to determine 

compliance with the appropriate requirements prescribed in this part. 

 

21.01.6    Register of certificates 

 

(1)   The Executive Director must, within the Civil Aviation Registry, maintain a register of all 

certificates approvals or authorisations issued in terms of the regulations in this Part. 

 

(2)   The register must contain the following particulars ï 

 

(a) the full name of the holder of the certificate, approval or authorisation; 

(b) the postal address of the holder of the certificate, approval or authorisation; 

(c) the date on which the certificate, approval or authorisation was issued; and  

(d) the nationality of the holder of the certificate, approval or  authorisation. 

(e)    the number of the certificate, approval or authorization issued; 

(f)     the date on which the certificate, approval or authorisation was cancelled, if 

applicable. 

(g)    the telephone, telefax numbers, email address of the holder of    

   the certificate, approval or authorisation; 
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(3)   The particulars referred to in sub-regulation (2) must be recorded in the register within seven days 

from the date on which the certificate, approval or authorisation is issued by the Executive Director. 

 

(4)   A copy of the register must be furnished by the Executive Director, on payment of the appropriate 

fee as prescribed in Part 187, to any person who requests the copy. 

 

21.01.7  Unapproved (bogus) part s 

 (1)  No person may trade in any bogus part intended for installation, or install any 

unapproved part, in a type certificated product. 

(2) Any person authorised by these Regulations to install parts in a type certificated product, 

must, when installing a part, ensure that the part is  not a bogus part, that it is i n s t e ad  a n  

a pp ro ved  a nd  serviceable par t  and that it conforms to the standard determined by the 

appropriate type certificate holder as being suitable for the intended application. 

(3) The person referred to in subregulation (2) must, when obtaining the part from the 

supplier, ensure that the purchase order contains an accurate description of the part and sufficient 

details to indicate that such part is a n  ap p ro ve d  pa r t . 

21.01.8   Suspension and imposition of conditions   

(1)  Any action by an airworthiness inspector required on the suspension and imposition of 

conditions of any aviation document, under delegation or otherwise, must comply with the procedural 

requirements contemplated in section 44 of the Act.  

(2) An airworthiness inspector must ensure compliance with the procedures in Parts 13 and 185 on 

an appropriate course of action on any certificate, approval or authorization issued under this Part.   

21.01.9  Alternative means of compliance  

 

(1)  An operator of an aircraft who is required under regulation 21.01.4(3)(a) and (b) to comply with 

the requirements of an airworthiness directive, may apply to the Executive Director for the approval of an 

alternative means of complying with the requirements specified in the airworthiness directive.  

(2)  An applicant for the approval of an alternative means of compliance under paragraph (1) mustð  

(a) complete form as prescribed by the Executive Director; and  

(b) submit it to the Executive Director with a payment of the appropriate fee as 

prescribed in Part 187. 

 (3)   The Executive Director may approve an alternative means of compliance for an   operator 

regarding an airworthiness directive if the Executive Director is satisfied that the alternative means of 

compliance provides an equivalent level of safety to that achieved through compliance with the 

requirements specified in the airworthiness directive.  

21.01.10  Deferred compliance  

If an airworthiness directive requires a series of inspections of an aircraft or an aeronautical product 

installed in an aircraft, the operator of the aircraft may, unless specifically prohibited by the airworthiness 

directive, defer a required inspection, except the initial inspection, for a period of not more than 10% of the 

inspection interval specified in the airworthiness directive to allow the inspection to be carried out during 

other scheduled maintenance.  

21.01.11  Conflict with other continuing airworthiness instructions  
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If there is a conflict between the requirements specified in an airworthiness directive and any other 

applicable instruction for continuing airworthiness, the requirement specified in the airworthiness directive 

prevails. 

 

SUBPART 2: CODE OF AIRWORTHINESS  

 

21.02.1  Airworthiness Design Standards 

Where there is no code of airworthiness within the Regulations applicable to a Namibian registered aircraft 

the applicable airworthiness design  standards in respect of any such aircraft are the requirements and 

mandatory design standards of the state of design or the code of airworthiness of another ICAO member 

state as determined to apply in each case by the Executive Director.  

 

21.02.1  Airworthiness design standards 

 

A holder of a type certificate for a Class I product, or an amendment thereof, must provide the Executive 

Director with proof that ï 

(a) the product complies with the appropriate airworthiness design standards in force 

as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 21.   

(b) the product complies with the appropriate aircraft noise, fuel venting and engine 

emission standards referred to in Part 34 or Part 36, as the case may be; 

(c) the product complies with any special conditions prescribed by the state of design 

of the product ; 

(d) any airworthiness design standards not complied with, are compensated for by 

factors providing an equivalent level of safety; and 

(e) in the case of an aircraft type, no feature or characteristic makes the aircraft type 

unsafe for the intended use. 

 

  

21.02.3    Type design 

 

A holder of a type certificate for a Class I product, or an amendment thereof, must; 

 

(a) provide the Executive Director with a type design consisting of ï 

(i) the drawings and specifications necessary to define the configuration and the 

design features of the product which have been shown to comply with the 

appropriate airworthiness design standards referred to in regulation 21.02.2; 

(ii)  a list of the drawings and specifications referred to in subparagraph (i); 

(iii)  information on dimensions, materials and processes and on methods of 

manufacture and assembly of the product necessary to ensure the conformity of the 

product; 

(iv) the airworthiness limitations specified in the appropriate airworthiness design 

standards referred to in regulation 21.02.2; and 

(v) any other data necessary to allow, by comparison, the determination of the 

airworthiness, noise characteristics, fuel venting and engine emissions, if applicable, 

of later products of the same type; and  

   (b) identify each type design and each variant within the type design. 
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21.02.4    Special conditions 

 

The Executive Director may prescribe special conditions for a Class I product to establish a level of safety 

equivalent to the appropriate airworthiness design standards referred to in regulation 21.02.2, if the 

Executive Director determines that the airworthiness design standards do not contain adequate or 

appropriate safety levels because ï 

 

(a) the product has novel or unusual design features relative to the design practices on 

which the appropriate airworthiness design standards are based; or 

(b) the intended use of the product is unconventional. 

 

 

SUBPART 4: ACCEPTANCE OR VALIDATION OF TYPE CERTIFICATES  

 

21.04.1    Categories of type acceptance certificates 

 

The categories of type acceptance certificates are ï 

 

(a) standard category type acceptance certificate for a Class I product to be imported into 

Namibia; and 

(b) restricted category type acceptance certificate for a Class I product to be imported into 

Namibia.  

  

21.04.2    Application for type acceptance certificate 

 

An application for the issuing of a type acceptance certificate for a Class 1 product must be ï 

 

(a) made in the form and manner prescribed by the Executive Director; and 

(b)  accompanied by ï 

 

 (i) the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187; and 

(ii)  proof of compliance with the provisions of regulations 21.04.3 and 21.04.4. 

 

21.04.3    Airworthiness design standards 

 

An applicant for the issuing of a type acceptance certificate for a Class I product must provide the 

Executive Director with proof that ï 

 

(a) the product complies with the appropriate airworthiness design standards referred to in 

regulation 21.02.3, effective at the date assigned in the foreign type certificate or 

equivalent document, unless another date is specified by the Executive Director. In this 

regulation, appropriate airworthiness design standards means a recognised airworthiness 

code in terms of regulation 21.02.1 relating to the design, materials, construction 

equipment, performance and maintenance of aircraft or aircraft component issued by the 

States of design are in compliance with Annex 8 to the Chicago Convention. 

 

(b) the product complies with any special conditions prescribed by the Executive Director in 

terms of regulation 21.02.5 and, if applicable, meets any special conditions under the 

foreign type certificate;; 

(c) any airworthiness design standards not complied with are compensated for by factors 

providing an equivalent level of safety; and  
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(d) a feature or characteristic of the product makes it unsafe for the intended use. 

(e)  the type certificate or equivalent document was issued based on an  

airworthiness code recognized by the Authority. 

21.04.4   Data requirements  

 

(1)   An applicant for the issuing of a type acceptance certificate for a Class I product must provide the 

Executive Director with ï 

 

(a) proof that the type design has been approved by the appropriate authority of the 

exporting State by the issuing of a type certificate or an equivalent document 

and the type certificate or equivalent document is considered to be valid by the 

State of Design;  

(b) details of the airworthiness design standards complied with, for the issuing of the 

type certificate referred to in paragraph (a), including ï 

   (i) the airworthiness design standards; 

  (ii)  the effective date of such standards; 

   (iii)  any special conditions imposed under the foreign type   

 certification; 

  (iv) any requirements not complied with and any compensating factors 

providing an equivalent level of safety; and 

   (v) any airworthiness limitations; 

(c) a list identifying the data submitted for the issuing of the type certificate referred 

to in paragraph (a), showing compliance with the appropriate airworthiness design 

standards; 

(d) a certified true copy of the flight manual approved under a foreign type certificate 

or, if the appropriate design standards do not require a flight manual to be 

provided, a flight manual which complies with the standards as prescribed in 

Document NAM-CATS 21; 

(e) the illustrated parts catalogue; and 

(f) if required by the Executive Director ï 

  (i)  the maintenance manual for the product; 

 (ii)  current service information issued by the manufacturer of the product; and 

(iii)  proof that the manufacturer has agreed to provide the Executive Director 

with a certified true copy of all amendments and re-issues of the documents 

referred to in paragraph (d), (e) and (f). 

 

(2)   The Executive Director may specify the range of serial numbers or models of products to which 

the application relates, or redefine the applicability of the certificate if the provisions of this regulation and 

regulation 21.04.3 are complied with in respect of any additional product. 

 

21.04.5    Issuing of type acceptance certificate  

 

(1)   An application in terms of regulation 21.04.2 must be granted and a type acceptance certificate for 

a Class I product issued if the applicant complies with the provisions of regulations 21.04.3 and 21.04.4. 

 

(2)    type acceptance certificate may be issued in both the standard and restricted categories referred to 

in regulation 21.04.1, if the provisions of regulations 21.04.3 and 21.04.4 for each category are complied 

with. 
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(3)   A restricted category type acceptance certificate must specify the operational purposes for which 

the product is certificated. 

 

21.04.6    Form of type acceptance certificate  

 

A type acceptance certificate must be issued on the appropriate form as prescribed by the Executive 

Director 

 

21.04.7    Period of validity 

 

(1)   A type acceptance certificate shall be valid until it is surrendered by the holder thereof, or is 

suspended by an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person, or cancelled by the Executive Director.  

 

(2)   The holder of a type acceptance certificate which is suspended, must forthwith produce the type 

acceptance certificate upon suspension thereof, to the authorised officer, inspector or authorised person 

concerned for the appropriate endorsement. 

 

(3)   The holder of a type acceptance certificate which is cancelled, must, within 30 days from the date 

on which the type acceptance certificate is cancelled, surrender such type acceptance certificate to the 

Executive Director. 

 

21.04.8    Duty of holder of type acceptance certificate  

 

The holder of a type acceptance certificate must keep the original type acceptance certificate in a safe place 

and produce such certificate to an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person for inspection if so 

requested by such inspector. 

 

 

SUBPART 5: SUPPLEMENTAL TYPE CERTIFICATES  

 

 

21.05.1 Acceptance. 

The Executive Director may accept a supplemental type certificate or equivalent document issued by a state 

of design in respect of an aircraft or aircraft component if : 

 (a)  The supplemental type certificate or equivalent document was issued based on an 

airworthiness code recognized by the Executive Director ; or 

(b) The design, materials, construction equipment, performance and maintenance of aircraft or 

aircraft component technical evaluation against a recognized airworthiness code has been 

carried out by the Executive Director and has been found to : 

(i) meet the required standards of the recognized airworthiness code ; or 

(ii)  have complied with any recommendations made by the Executive Director.

21.05.2    Issuance of a supplemental type certificate 

(1) Any person who proposes to alter a product by introducing a major change in type design, not great 

enough to require a new application for a type certificate, must apply for a Supplemental Type Certificate 

to the regulatory authority of the State of Design that approved the type certificate for that product. The 

applicant must apply in accordance with the procedures prescribed by that State. 

(2) The Executive Director upon receiving a request for a supplemental type certificate for an aircraft 

registered in Namibia must forward the request to the State of Design.  

 

SUBPART 6: PRODUCTION UNDER TYPE CERTIFICATE  

 

21.06.1    Production under type certificate 

 

The manufacturer of a product being manufactured under a type certificate only must ï 

 

(a) determine that each completed product conforms to the applicable type design and is in a 

condition for safe operation prior to submitting statements of conformity to the Executive 

Director; 

(b) unless otherwise authorised by the Executive Director, establish and maintain a 

production inspection system for products manufactured more than six months after the 

date on which the type certificate was issued, to ensure that such products conform to the 

type design and are in condition for safe operation; and 

(c) upon the establishment of the production inspection system referred to in paragraph (b), 

submit to the Executive Director a manual which describes such system as well as the 

procedures for making the determinations referred to in regulation 21.06.2(2). 

 

21.06.2    Production inspection system 

 

(1)   For the purposes of regulation 21.06.1(c), the manufacturer must establish a Materials Review 

Board and materials review procedures. 

 

(2)   The procedures for making determinations are as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 21. 

 

(3)   The composition of the Materials Review Board and its powers and duties, are as prescribed in 

Document NAM-CATS 21. 

 

 

21.06.3    Tests for aircraft  

 

The manufacturer of an aircraft being manufactured under a type certificate only must establish a 

production flight test procedure as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 21, according to which the aircraft 

so manufactured, must be flight tested. 

 

21.06.4    Tests for aircraft engines 

 

The manufacturer of an aircraft engine being manufactured under a type certificate only must subject each 

engine other than a rocket engine for which such manufacturer must establish a sampling technique, to a 

test run as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 21. 

 

21.06.5    Tests for propellers 
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The manufacturer of propellers being manufactured under a type certificate only must give each variable 

pitch propeller a functional test to determine if the propeller operates properly throughout the normal range 

of operation. 

 

21.06.6    Statement of conformity 

 

(1)   The manufacturer of a product being manufactured under a type certificate only must ï 

 

 (a) upon the initial transfer of the ownership of the product manufactured under the type certificate; or 

 (b) upon application for the original issuing of ï 

 (i) in the case of an aircraft, a certificate of airworthiness; or  

 (ii)  in the case of an aircraft engine or propeller, an airworthiness approval tag, 

                      

    submit to the Executive Director a statement of conformity. 

 

(2)   The statement of conformity must ï 

 

(a)  include ï 

 (i) for each product, a statement that the product conforms to its type certificate and is in a 

condition for safe operation; 

(ii)  for each aircraft, a statement that the aircraft has been tested in accordance with the 

provisions of regulation 21.06.3; 

(iii)  for each aircraft engine, a statement that the engine has been tested in accordance with the 

provisions of regulation 21.06.4; and 

(iv) for each variable pitch propeller, a statement that the propeller has been tested in 

accordance with the provisions of regulation 21.06.5; and 

(b)  be signed by the person authorised by the manufacturer to issue statements of conformity. 

 

 

SUBPART 7: PRODUCTION CERTIFICATES  

 

21.07.1    Requirements for production certificate 

 

Any manufacturer who has been approved by the Executive Director in terms of Part 148, may apply for 

the issuing of a production certificate if the manufacturer holds ï 

 

(a) a valid type certificate; or 

(b) a valid supplemental type certificate, 

 

 for the product concerned. 

 

21.07.2    Application for production certificate or amendment thereof 

 

An application for the issuing of a production certificate, or an amendment thereof, must be ï 

 

(a) made in the form and manner prescribed by the Executive Director; and 

(b) accompanied by ï 

 

(i)  the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187; 

(ii)   data describing the inspection and test procedures necessary to ensure that each 

article produced conforms to the type design and is in a condition for safe 

operation; 

(iii)  a description of inspection procedures for raw materials, purchased items, and 

parts and assemblies produced by any partner or subcontractor, including methods 

used to ensure acceptable quality of parts and assemblies which cannot be 
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completely inspected for conformity when delivered by the partner or 

subcontractor to the applicant; 

(iv) a description of the methods used for production inspection of individual parts and 

complete assemblies, including ï 

 (a) the identification of any special manufacturing processes involved; 

 (b) the means used to control the processes; 

 (c) the final test procedure for the complete product, and 

 (d) in the case of an aircraft, a copy of the applicantôs production flight test 

procedures and check list; 

(v) an outline of the materials review system, including the procedure for recording 

review board decisions and disposing of rejected parts; 

(vi) an outline of a system for informing the personnel responsible for inspections of 

current changes in the engineering drawings, specifications and quality control 

procedures; 

(vii)  a list or chart showing the location of all inspection stations; and 

(viii)  the terms of approval referred to in regulation 21.07.4, for which application is 

being made. 

 

21.07.3    Issuing of production certificate  

 

(1)   An application in terms of regulation 21.07.2 must be granted and a production certificate issued if 

the applicant complies with the requirements prescribed in regulation 21.07.1. 

 

(2)   The Executive Director may authorise more than one type certificated product to be manufactured 

under the terms of approval referred to in regulation 21.07.4, if the products have similar production 

characteristics. 

 

(3)  A production certificate must be issued on the appropriate form as prescribed by the Executive 

Director.  

 

21.07.4    Terms of approval 

 

The terms of approval must ï 

 

(a) be issued as part of the production certificate; 

(b) specify the type certificated product to be manufactured; and 

(c) contain a production limitation record, listing the type certificate of each product which 

the holder of the production certificate is authorised to manufacture. 

 

21.07.5    Duties of holder of production certificate  

 

The holder of a production certificate must ï 

 

(a) display the certificate in a prominent place at such holderôs manufacturing facility for the 

product concerned and, if a copy of the certificate is displayed, must produce the original 

certificate to an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person if so requested by such 

inspector ; and 

 

(b) maintain the quality control of each product which such holder is authorised to 

manufacture, in conformity with the data and procedures approved by the Executive 

Director for such certificate. 

 

21.07.6    Privileges of holder of production certificate  

 

The holder of a production certificate shall be entitled to ï 
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(a) in the case of an aircraft, obtain a certificate of airworthiness; or 

(b) in the case of any other product, obtain approval for installation on certificated aircraft. 

 

21.07.7   Transferability and period of validity  

 

(1)   A production certificate issued in terms of regulation 21.07.3 must ï 

 

(a) not be transferable; and 

 

(b) be valid until it is surrendered by the holder thereof, or is suspended by an 

authorised officer, inspector or authorised person, or cancelled by the Executive 

Director.  

 

(2)    The holder of a production certificate which is suspended, must forthwith upon suspension 

thereof, produce the certificate  to the Executive Director, authorised officer, inspector or authorised 

person concerned for the appropriate endorsement. 

(3)    The holder of a production certificate which is cancelled, must forthwith surrender such certificate 

to the Executive Director.  

 

 

SUBPART 8: CERTIFICATES OF AIRWORTHINESS  

 

21.08.1    Categories of certificates of airworthiness 

 

(1)   The categories of certificates of airworthiness are ï 

 

(a)  standard category certificates of airworthiness; 

(b)  special category certificates of airworthiness. 

 

(2)   A standard certificate of airworthiness may be issued to aircraft in the specific operational 

category provided the aircraft meets the requirements of the specific regulatory part. The standard 

certificate of airworthiness may consist of the following operation category; 

(a) Non-commercial operations, Part 91; 

(b) Training, Part 141; and 

(c) Commercial operations, Parts 121,127, 133, 135, 137 and 138. 

(3)  A special airworthiness certificate may be issued to aircraft that do not fully meet the requirements 

of the State of Design for a standard airworthiness certificate.  The types of special category certificate of 

airworthiness must consist of ï 

(a) an experimental certificate; or 

(b) a special flight permit; and  

(c) a restricted category certificate of airworthiness. 

 

(4)   An aircraft may be issued with a standard category certificate of airworthiness which includes 

limitations that otherwise would require it to be issued with a special category certificate of airworthiness, 

provided the aircraft ï 

 

(a) can be converted from one configuration to another by removing or adding 

equipment by simple mechanical means; complies with the requirements 

prescribed for flight operations in that configuration and the particular operation; 

and 

(b) after having been operated in terms of Part 137, is inspected for release to service 

according to the provisions of Part 43, each time the aircraft is restored to a 
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configuration permitting the carriage of passengers in terms of either Part 121, Part 

127, Part 135 or Part 138, as the case may be, unless the Executive Director finds 

this unnecessary for safety in a particular case.  

 

(5)   The holder of a standard restricted or special category of airworthiness certificate must pay the 

annual currency fee as prescribed in Part 187, applicable to the type of certificate of airworthiness, on the 

anniversary date of such certificate. 

 

 

21.08.2    Requirements for certificate of airworthiness 

 

 (1)  No aircraft may be operated in Namibia unless such aircraft has been issued with a certificate of 

airworthiness and unless the conditions on which such certificate was issued or rendered effective are 

complied with. 

 

(2)   The Executive Director must issue a certificate of airworthiness for an aircraft registered in 

Namibia based on evidence satisfactory to the Executive Director that; 

 

(a)  the aircraft complies with the design aspects of the appropriate airworthiness 

requirements (type certificate) and that the issue is not contrary to aviation safety.. 

               (b)  the aircraft has been inspected in terms of regulation 21.01.5 for inspections    and 

found airworthy by persons authorised by the Executive Director to make such 

determinations; and 

 (c) the Authority has determined on inspection that the aircraft conforms to its type design 

and is in a condition for safe operation. 

 

 

21.08.3    Application for certificate of airworthiness or amendment thereof 

 

(1)   Any owner of an aircraft, or his, her or its authorised representative, may apply for the issuing of a 

certificate of airworthiness for the aircraft, or an amendment thereof. 

 

(2)   An application for the issuing of a standard certificate of airworthiness, or an amendment thereof, 

must be ï 

 

  (a) made in the form and manner prescribed by the Executive Director; and 

(b) accompanied by ï 

 (i) the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187; and 

 (ii)  proof of compliance with the provisions of regulation 21.08.4. 

 

(3)   An application for the issuing of an experimental certificate, or an amendment thereof, must be ï 

(a)  made in the form and manner prescribed by the Executive Director; and 

(b)  accompanied by ï 

 (i) the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187; and 

 (ii)  proof of compliance with the provisions of regulation 21.08.5. 

 

(4)   The holder of a standard restricted or special category of airworthiness certificate must pay the 

annual currency fee as prescribed in Part 187, applicable to the type of certificate of airworthiness, on the 

anniversary date of such certificate.

21.08.4    Requirements for standard category certificate of airworthiness  

 

(1)   An applicant for the issuing of a standard category certificate of airworthiness for an aircraft, or an 

amendment thereof, must provide the Executive Director with proof that ï 

 

(a) in the case of a new aircraft type manufactured by the holder of a manufacturing 

organisation approval issued under Part 148 ï 

 

(i) the applicant is the manufacturer; and 

(ii)  the applicant has issued a statement of conformity in terms of regulation 

21.02.6; or 

(b) in the case of an imported aircraft ï 

 

(i) a standard category type acceptance certificate has been issued for the aircraft 

type in terms of regulation 21.04.5; and 

(ii)  a statement of conformity has been issued by, or in accordance with the laws 

of, the appropriate authority of the exporting State. 

 

(2)   The applicant must, in addition to the provisions of sub-regulation (1), provide the Executive 

Director with proof that ï 

 

(a) the aircraft conforms to an appropriate type certificate or type acceptance 

certificate; 

(b) any modification to the aircraft conforms to the design changes approved for the 

type; 

(c) the aircraft complies with the appropriate airworthiness directives issued in terms 

of regulation 21.01.4; 

(d) the aircraft is issued with the appropriate flight manual, and any logbooks, repair 

and alteration forms and documents which the Executive Director may require; 

and 

(e) the aircraft is in a condition for safe operation. 

 

21.08.5    Carrying out test flights in certain circumstances  

 

An aircraft required to be issued or re-issued with a certificate of airworthiness or if such certificate of 

airworthiness is required to be rendered effective may be test flown with the written permission of the 

owner or operator provided that ï 

 

(a) the aircraft has been issued with or possesses a valid Namibian certificate of registration; 

(b) an application form, as prescribed by the Executive Director requesting the issue of a 

certificate of airworthiness has been lodged with the Executive Director; 

(c) the application is accompanied by the fee prescribed in Part 187 for the issue of the 

above-mentioned certificate; 

(d) where the certificate of airworthiness has expired due to an imposed calendar limit and 

such certificate needs to be re-issued, the requirements pertaining to the currency fee 

prescribed in the aforementioned regulations are to be met; 

(e) the aircraft is to be certified safe for the intended flight in the airframe logbook, prior to 

the flight by the holder of a valid, suitably rated aircraft maintenance engineerôs licence 

issued in terms of Part 66, or by such person who is a holder of valid certification, on 

type, issued in terms of Part 145 of these regulations; and 

(f) the aircraft has to make its first landing at the point of departure. 

 

21.08.6    Requirements and application for experimental certificate  

 

(1)  An experimental certificate for an aircraft may be issued for the purposes of ï 
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(a) showing compliance with the regulations with specific reference to the conducting 

of flight tests and other operations to show compliance with the airworthiness 

regulations including ï 

(i) flights to show compliance for issuance of a type certificate or 

(ii)  supplemental type certificate; 

(iii)  flights to substantiate major design changes; and 

(iv) flights to show compliance with the function and reliability requirements of 

the regulations; or 

(b) research and development relating to the testing of new aircraft design concepts, 

new aircraft equipment, new aircraft installations, new aircraft operating 

techniques, or new uses for aircraft. 

 

(2)   An experimental certificate for a non-type certificated aircraft is issued as a proving flight 

authority as prescribed in Part 24 of the regulations. 

 

(3)   An application for the issue of an experimental certificate or an amendment thereto, other than for 

a non-type certificated aircraft, must be made in the form and manner prescribed by the Executive 

Director and must include ï 

 

(a) a statement specifying the purposes of the test flights; 

(b) sufficient data to identify the aircraft; 

(c) the estimated time and duration or number of the test flights; 

(d) details of the area over which the tests will be conducted; 

(e) proof that the aircraft complies with any design criteria or design changes 

necessary for the safe operation of the aircraft that the Executive Director may 

require; 

(f) flight manuals, maintenance manuals, or such documents relating to the operation 

of the aircraft that the Executive Director may require, if such manuals or 

documents already have been developed; 

(g) except for aircraft converted from a previously type-certificated aircraft without 

appreciable change in the external configuration or silhouette, three-view drawings 

or three-dimensional views of the aircraft; and 

(h) any other information that the Executive Director may require to safeguard the 

public. 

 

(4)   An application for the issue of a proving flight authority for a non-type certificated aircraft or an 

amendment thereto must be made in accordance with the provisions of Part 24. 

 

(5)   An experimental certificate issued in terms of this Part shall be valid only for flights within the 

borders of Namibia and over international waters. For flights over or within the territory of another State 

permission of the responsible aeronautical authority is required. 

 

21.08.7    Requirements and application for special flight permit 

 

(1)   A special flight permit for an aircraft may be issued for the purposes of ï 

 

(a) ferrying an aircraft where the certificate of airworthiness has become invalid due 

to the aircraft no longer meeting its airworthiness standard to a base where 

maintenance can be carried out; 

(b) delivering or exporting the aircraft; 

(c) evacuating the aircraft from areas of impending danger; 

(d) carrying out a flight or a series of flights while the aircraft does not conform to the 

appropriate airworthiness design standards referred to in regulation 21.02.3; or 
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(e) operation of an aircraft at a mass in excess of its maximum certificated take-off 

mass for flights beyond the normal range over water or over land areas where 

adequate landing facilities or appropriate fuel is not available. The excess mass 

that may be authorised under this sub-regulation is limited to the additional fuel, 

fuel-carrying facilities, and navigation and emergency equipment necessary for the 

flight. 

 

(2)   A special flight permit for a non-type certificated aircraft is issued as an authority to fly as 

prescribed in Part 24 of the regulations. 

 

(3)   An applicant for the issuing of a special flight permit for an aircraft or an amendment thereto, 

other than for a non-type certificated aircraft, must be made in the form and manner prescribed by the 

Executive Director and be accompanied by a statement containing ï 

 

(a) the purpose of the flight(s); 

(b) the proposed itinerary; 

(c) details of any non-compliance with the appropriate airworthiness design standards 

referred to in regulation 21.02.3; 

(d) any restriction that the applicant considers necessary for the safe operation of the 

aircraft; and  

(e) any other information that the Executive Director may require for the purpose of 

prescribing operating limitations.  

 

(4)   The Executive Director may make, or require the applicant to make appropriate inspections or 

tests to establish safety aspects. 

 

(5)   The application referred to in sub-regulation (3) must be accompanied by the appropriate fee as 

prescribed in Part 187. 

 

(6)   An application for the issue of an authority to fly for a non-type certificated aircraft or an 

amendment thereto must be made in accordance with the provisions of Part 24. 

 

(7)   A special flight permit issued in terms of this Part shall be valid only for flights within the borders 

of Namibia and over international waters. For flights over or within the territory of another State permission 

of the responsible aeronautical authority is required. 

 

 

21.08.8    Special flight permits with continued authorisation 

 

(1)   Upon application, the Executive Director may issue a special flight permit with a continued 

authorisation to ï 

 

(a) the holder of an operating certificate for the purpose of ferrying an aircraft that 

may not meet applicable airworthiness requirements but is capable of safe flight to 

a base where maintenance or alterations are performed; or 

(b) the holder of a manufacturing authorisation approval issued in terms of Part 148 

for the purpose of ï 

(i) flight testing new production aircraft manufactured by such holder; and 

(ii)  conducting customer demonstration flights in new production aircraft that 

have satisfactorily completed production flight tests. 

 

(2)   The permit issued under this regulation is an authorisation, including conditions and limitations 

for flight, which is set forth in the operations manual or manual of procedure of the holder of the operating 

certificate or authorisation approval, as the case may be. 
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(3)   The permit issued under this Regulation shall be valid only for flights within the borders of 

Namibia and over international waters. For flights over or within the territory of another State permission 

of the responsible aeronautical authority is required. 

 

(4) The application referred to in sub-regulation (1) must be accompanied by the appropriate fee as 

prescribed in Part 187. 

 

 

21.08.9    Form of certificate of airworthiness 

 

A certificate of airworthiness must be issued in the appropriate form as prescribed by the Executive 

Director. 

 

21.08.10  Validation of certificate of airworthiness issued by appropriate authority. 

 

 (1)  The holder of a certificate of airworthiness issued by an appropriate authority, may apply to 

the Executive Director in the appropriate form as prescribed by the Executive Director, for a validation of 

such certificate. 

 

(2)  The application for a validation referred to in subregulation (1) must be accompanied by  

 

(a)  the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187; and 

(b)  a copy of the certificate to which the validation pertains. 

 

(3)  A certificate of airworthiness issued by an appropriate authority may be validated by the Executive 

Director  

 

(a)  subject to the same restrictions which apply to such certificate; 

and 

(b)  on the appropriate form as prescribed by the Executive Director. 

 

(4)  A validation issued by the Executive Director shall be valid for  

(a)  a period of 12 months calculated from the date of issue of the validation; or 

(b)  the period of validity of the certificate issued by the appropriate authority 

concerned, whichever is the lesser period. 

 

(5)  The holder of a validation issued by the Executive Director may, subject to the provisions of 

subregulation (6), apply to the Executive Director for the renewal of the validation at least 21 days 

immediately preceding the date of expiry of such validation. 

 

(6)  The Executive Director may renew the validation for the same appropriate period referred to in 

subregulation (4).  

 

21.08.11   RVSM approval 

 

(1)   For aircraft that are to be operated within airspace where Reduced Vertical Separation Minima 

(RVSM) apply, an airworthiness approval certificate is required. 

 

(2)   The requirements for such RVSM airworthiness approval certificate are contained in Section 6 of 

technical standard 91.04.31 of Document NAM-CATS 91 and paragraph 8 of the aforementioned Section 6 

provides for any variation or modification from the initial installation that affects RVSM approval. 

 

(3)   An application for the issuing of an RVSM approval certificate must be made to the Executive 

Director as prescribed in regulation 91.04.31 (3). 
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(4) The application referred to in sub-regulation 91.04.31 (3), must be accompanied by the appropriate 

fee as prescribed in Part 187. 

 

21.08.12    Period of validity 

 

(1)   A certificate of airworthiness shall be valid for a period of 12 calendar months calculated from the 

date of issue or renewal thereof. The certificate shall remain in force until- ï 

 

(a) it expires or is suspended by the Executive Director, or  

(b) it is surrendered by the holder thereof, or is suspended by an authorised officer, 

inspector or authorised person, or is cancelled by the Executive Director. 

(2)   Subject to the provisions of sub-regulation (1), a certificate of airworthiness shall remain valid for 

as long as ï 

 

(a) the aircraft remains a Namibian  registered aircraft; and 

(b) in respect of an aircraft with a standard or restricted category certificate of 

airworthiness, the aircraft is maintained in accordance with the Regulations. 

 

(3)   The holder of a certificate of airworthiness which expires, must forthwith surrender the certificate 

to the Executive Director. 

 

(4)   The holder of a certificate of airworthiness which is suspended, must forthwith  upon suspension 

thereof, produced the certificate to the Executive Director, authorised officer, inspector or authorised 

person concerned for the appropriate endorsement. 

 

(5)   The holder of a certificate of airworthiness which is cancelled, must forthwith surrender such 

certificate to the Executive Director. 

 

21.08.13   Transferability  

 

A standard or restricted certificate of airworthiness and an experimental certificate must be transferred with 

the aircraft. 

 

21.08.14    Application for reissuing of certificate  

 

(1)   If a certificate issued under this Part is lost, stolen, damaged or destroyed, the holder thereof, or an 

aircraft maintenance organisation approved under Part 145 which is responsible for the servicing and 

maintenance of the aircraft, may apply to the Executive Director for the issue of a duplicate certificate. 

 

(2)   An application referred to in sub-regulation (1) must be ï 

 

(a) made in the appropriate form as prescribed by the Executive Director; and 

(b) accompanied by the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187. 

 

(3)   A duplicate of the certificate must be issued on the appropriate form as prescribed by the 

Executive Director. 

 

21.08.15  Temporary loss of airworthiness 

 

Any failure to maintain an aircraft in an airworthy condition as defined by the appropriate airworthiness 
requirements shall render the aircraft ineligible for operation until the aircraft is restored to an airworthy 
condition. 
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21.08.16  Damage to aircraft 

 

 (1)  When an aircraft has sustained damage, the Executive Director must judge whether the damage is 
of a nature such that the aircraft is no longer airworthy as defined by the appropriate airworthiness 
requirements. 

 

(2)  If the damage is sustained or ascertained when the aircraft is on the territory of another State, the 

Executive Director may request the authorities of that State to advise the Executive Director immediately, 

communicating to him or her all details necessary to formulate the judgment referred to in the introductory 

subregulation (1). 

 

(3)  When the Executive Director considers that the damage sustained is of a nature such that the 

aircraft is no longer airworthy, he or she must prohibit the aircraft from resuming flight until it is restored 

to an airworthy condition; the Executive Director may, however, in exceptional circumstances, prescribe 

particular limiting conditions to permit the aircraft to fly  non  commercially to an aerodrome at which it 

can be restored to an airworthy condition. In prescribing particular limiting conditions the Executive 

Director must consider all limitations proposed by the State where that state has prevented the aircraft from 

resuming its flight.  

 

(4)  When the Executive Director considers that the damage sustained is of a nature such that the 

aircraft is still airworthy, the Executive Director may allow the aircraft to resume its flight. 

 

21.08.17  Aircraft limitations and informa tion 

 

The owner or operator of a Namibian registered aircraft must hold and be able to produce for inspection 

upon request by Executive Director, authorised officer, inspector or authorised person a flight manual, 

placards or other documents stating the approved limitations within which the aircraft is considered 

airworthy as defined by the appropriate airworthiness requirements and additional instructions and 

information necessary for the safe operation of the aircraft. 

 

SUBPART 9: APPROVAL OF PARTS AND APPLIANCES  

 

21.09.1   Replacement and modification parts 

 

(1)   Subject to the provisions of sub-regulation (2), no person may produce a modification or 

replacement part for sale for installation on a type certificate product unless such modification or 

replacement part is produced pursuant to a NAM-PMA issued under this subpart. 

 

(2)   The provisions of sub-regulation (1) shall not apply in respect of ï 

 

(a) parts produced under a type certificate; 

(b) parts produced by an owner or operator for maintaining its own product; 

(c) parts produced under NAM-TSO; or 

(d) standard parts conforming to established civil aviation industry or Namibian civil 

aviation specifications. 

 

21.09.2   Inspections and tests 

 

(1)   An applicant for the issuing of a NAM-PMA must carry out all inspections and tests which may be 

necessary to determine ï 

 

(a) compliance with the appropriate airworthiness design standards referred to in 

regulation 21.02.3 
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(b)  that the materials conform to the specifications in the design; 

(c)  that the part conforms to the drawings in the design; and 

(d) that the manufacturing processes, construction and assembly conform to those 

processes specified in the design. 

 

(2)   Unless authorised by the Executive Director ï 

 

(a) no part shall be presented to the Executive Director for an inspection or test 

unless compliance with the provisions of sub-regulation (1) (b) and (d) has been 

proven for such part; and 

(b) no change may be made to a part between the time that compliance with the 

provisions of sub-regulation (1) (b) and (d) is proven for the part, and the time 

that such part is presented to the Executive Director for the inspection or test. 

(3)   The applicant must establish a manufacturing inspection system to ensure that each completed part 

conforms to its design data and is safe for installation on appropriate type certified products. 

 

21.09.3   Application for NAM -PMA 

 

(1)   Any manufacturer who has been approved by the Executive Director in terms of Part 148, may 

apply for a NAM-PMA. 

 

(2)   An application for the issuing of a NAM-PMA must be ï 

 

(a) made in the form and manner prescribed by the Executive Director; and 

(b) accompanied by ï 

(i) drawings and specifications necessary to show the configuration of the part; 

(ii)  information on dimensions, materials and processes necessary to define the 

structural strength of the part; 

(iii)  test reports and computations necessary to show that the design of the part 

complies with the airworthiness design standards referred to in regulation 

21.02.3 applicable to the product on which the part is to be installed; 

(iv) if the design of the part was obtained by a licensing agreement, a copy of 

such agreement; and 

(v) the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187.  

 

21.09.4   Issuing of NAM-PMA 

 

(1)   Subject to the provisions of sub-regulation (2), an application in terms of regulation 21.09.3 must 

be granted and a NAM-PMA issued if ï 

 

(a) the Executive Director is satisfied, upon examination of the design and the results 

of all inspections and tests, that the design complies with the airworthiness design 

standards referred to in regulation 21.02.3, applicable to the product on which the 

part is to be installed; and 

(b) the applicant submits a statement certifying that the manufacturing inspection 

system referred to in regulation 21.09.2(3) has been established. 

 

(2)   The Executive Director may not issue a NAM-PMA if the manufacturing facility for the part is 

located outside Namibia, unless the Executive Director is satisfied that the location of such a facility will 

not impede the administration of the appropriate airworthiness requirements prescribed in this part. 

 

21.09.5   Duties of holder of NAM-PMA 

 

The holder of a NAM-PMA must ï 
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(a) maintain the manufacturing inspection system referred to in regulation 21.09.2(3); 

(b) notify the Executive Director in writing, within 14 days from the date on which the 

manufacturing facility for the part concerned, was relocated or expanded to include 

additional facilities at other locations, of such relocation or expansion; and 

(c) determine that each completed part conforms to the approved design data and is safe for 

installation on type certificated products. 

 

21.09.6   Transferability and period of validity  

 

(1)   A NAM -PMA issued in terms of regulation 21.09.4 is ï 

 

(a) not transferable; and 

(b) valid until it is surrendered by the holder thereof, or is suspended or cancelled by 

the Executive Director.  

 

(2)   The holder of a NAM-PMA which is suspended, must forthwith upon suspension  produce it to the 

Executive Director,  authorised officer, inspector or authorised person for the appropriate endorsement. 

 

(3)   The holder of a NAM-PMA which is cancelled, must forthwith surrender such approval to the 

Executive Director. 

 

 

SUBPART 10: APPROVAL OF PARTS AND APPLIANCES: IMPORT  

 

21.10.1   Approval  

 

(1)   Any part or appliance manufactured in a foreign State with which the Namibian government has 

entered into an agreement for the acceptance of the part or appliance for export and import, shall be deemed 

to comply with the requirements for approval prescribed in this Part, if the appropriate authority of the 

State in which the part or appliance was manufactured, issues an export certificate of airworthiness 

certifying that such part or appliance complies with such requirements, unless the Executive Director 

determines, based on requested technical data submitted or not submitted in terms of sub-regulation (2), 

that the part or appliance is not considered to be compliant with the airworthiness requirements for 

approval prescribed in this part. 

 

(2)   An applicant for the approval of a part or appliance must, upon request by the Executive Director, 

submit to the Executive Director any technical data concerning the aeronautical product. 

 

 

SUBPART 11: EXPORT AIRWORTHINESS APPROVALS  

 

21.11.1   Export airworthiness approvals 

 

(1)   An export airworthiness approval for ï 

 

(a) a Class I product, must be issued in the form of an export certificate of 

airworthiness; and 

(b) a Class II or a Class III product, must be issued in the form of an export 

airworthiness approval tag. 

 

(2)   An export airworthiness approval may be issued for ï 

 

(a) any aircraft other than an aircraft referred to in paragraph (b), which has been 

assembled and flight tested, and any other Class I product located in Namibia; 

(b) any small aeroplane, glider or normal category rotorcraft which has been type 

certificated and manufactured under a production certificate; 
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(c) any used aircraft with a valid certificate of airworthiness, or other Class I product 

which has been maintained in accordance with the provisions of Part 43 and is 

located in a foreign State, if the Executive Director is satisfied that the location 

does not impede the administration of the provisions of this Part; 

(d) any Class II or Class III product manufactured and located in Namibia. 

 

21.11.2    Application for export airwo rthiness approval 

 

(1)   Any exporter or his, her or its authorised representative may apply for an export airworthiness 

approval for a Class I or a Class II product. 

 

(2)   Any manufacturer who has been approved by the Executive Director in terms of Part 148, may 

apply for an export airworthiness approval for a Class III product if the manufacturer holds for such 

product ï 

 

(a) a NAM-PMA; or 

(b) a NAM-TSO authorisation. 

 

(3)   An application for the issuing of an export airworthiness approval for a Class I, a Class II or a 

Class III product must be ï 

 

(a) made in the form and manner prescribed by the Executive Director; and  

(b) accompanied by ï 

 

(i) a written statement from the appropriate authority of the importing State that 

such authority will validate the export airworthiness approval if the product 

being exported is ï 

(aa) an aircraft manufactured outside Namibia and being exported to a 

foreign State with which the Namibian  government has entered into a 

reciprocal agreement concerning the recognition of export 

airworthiness approvals; 

(bb) an unassembled aircraft which has not been flight-tested.; 

(cc) a product which does not comply with the requirements referred to in 

regulation 21.11.3(1), (2) or (3), as the case may be, for the issuing of 

an export airworthiness approval, in which case the written statement 

must contain a list of those requirements not complied with; 

(ii)  in the case of an application for the issuing of an export airworthiness 

approval for a Class I product ï 

(aa) a statement of conformity for each product; 

(bb) the mass and balance report as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 

21;  

(cc) a maintenance manual for each product if the manual is required by 

the appropriate airworthiness design standards referred to in 

regulation 21.02.3;  

(dd) proof of compliance with the appropriate airworthiness directives issued 

in terms of regulation 21.01.4, including suitable notation of those 

directives which are not complied with;  

(ee) the aircraft flight manual if such manual is required by the appropriate 

airworthiness design standards referred to in regulation 21.02.3, for 

the particular aircraft;  

(ff) a statement on the date on which ownership passed or is expected to 

pass to a foreign purchaser;  

(gg) the date required by the appropriate authority of the importing State;  

 

(hh) any special certification condition of the State of the importer has been 

met;  
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(ii) the State of the importer accepts any exception to be listed in the 

certificate;  

                      (jj)  any log book, modification and repair form, and historical record 

that the Executive Director may require for other than a new product;  

 

  (kk)  a description of any method used, including the duration of the 

effectiveness of the method, for the preservation and packaging of a 

product, to protect it against corrosion and damage while in transit or 

storage;  

      (ll)  the date when ownership passed, or is expected to pass, to a purchaser 

in the State of the importer;  

(mm) the date on which any document that is not available at the date    of 

application is expected to become available;  

     (nn)  supporting documentation for any variance to this Subpart; and 

     (oo)  further particulars relating to the product and the applicant, if 

required by the Executive Director as indicated in the form. 

 

            (pp)  the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187. 

 

(4)  An applicant for the issue of an export airworthiness certificate for an aircraft must, in addition to 

the requirements set out in sub-paragraph 3 (b) (ii), provide the Executive Director with evidence thatð 

 

(a) for a new aircraft, it has been manufactured under the authority of a 

manufacturing organisation certificate issued in accordance with Part 148; and 

(b) for other than a new aircraft, it possesses or qualifies for an airworthiness 

certificate under Subpart 8 and 

(c) the aircraft is issued with the appropriate flight manual and, for a new 

aircraft, maintenance manual; and 

(d) a weight and balance report has been completed, with a loading schedule if 

applicable; and 

(e) the aircraft has, within 60 days before the application for the export 

airworthiness certificate, undergone a 100- hour, or equivalent, inspection in 

accordance with a manufacturerôs maintenance schedule, or an equivalent 

inspection acceptable to the Executive Director; and 

(f) any installations incorporated for the purpose of export delivery comply with 

the applicable airworthiness requirements or have been approved by the issue of 

a special certificate of airworthiness  ï special flight permit airworthiness 

certificate under Subpart 8 and 

(g) confirmation that any installation described in paragraph (x)(a)(vi) is to be 

removed and the aircraft restored to the approved type configuration upon 

completion of the delivery flight. 
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21.11.3    Issuing of export airworthiness approval 

 

(1)   An application in terms of regulation 21.11.2 must be granted and an export certificate of 

airworthiness for a Class I product issued on the appropriate form if ï 

 

(a) the applicant meets the applicable requirements of this Subpart;   

(b)  the issue of the certificate is not contrary to the interests of aviation safety;  

(c)  any airworthiness requirement that is not complied with is compensated for by a 

factor that provides an acceptable level of safety. 

(d) in the case of a product manufactured in Namibia, the product  complies with the 

requirements prescribed in subpart 8; 

 

(e) in the case of a product manufactured outside Namibia, a valid Namibian  certificate 

of airworthiness has been issued for the product; 

(f) the product has undergone a mandatory periodic inspection and be approved for 

release to service; and 

(g) the requirements prescribed by the appropriate authority of the importing State are 

complied with. 

 

(2)         Notwithstanding paragraph (1)(a), the Executive Director may issue an export airworthiness 

certificate for a product that does not meet every airworthiness requirement of rule 21.11.2 if the applicant 

provides written evidence to the Executive Director that the non-compliance with any particular requirement 

is acceptable to the State of the importer. 

(3)  An export airworthiness certificate issued by the Executive Director under this Subpartð 

(a) may be subject to conditions as the Executive Director considers appropriate in each 

particular case; and 

(b) does not authorise the installation or use of a product. 

(4)   An application in terms of regulation 21.11.2 must be granted and an export airworthiness 

approval tag for a Class II product issued on the appropriate form if the product ï 

 

(a) is new or has been newly overhauled and conforms to the approved design data; 

(b) is in a condition for safe operation; 

(c) is identified with at least ï 

(i) the name; 

(ii)  the part number; 

(iii)  the model and designation; and 

(iv) the serial number or equivalent, of the manufacturer; and 

(d) complies with the requirements prescribed by the appropriate authority of the 

importing State. 

 

(5)   An application in terms of regulation 21.11.2 must be granted and an export airworthiness 

approval tag for a Class III product issued on the appropriate form if the product ï 

 

(a) conforms to the approved design data applicable to the Class I or Class II product 

of which it is part; 

(b) is in a condition for safe operation; and 

(c) complies with the requirements prescribed by the appropriate authority of the 

importing State. 
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21.11.4    Duties of holder of export airworthiness approval 

 

The holder of an export airworthiness approval must ï 

 

(a) forward to the appropriate authority of the importing State, all documents and 

information which may be necessary for the safe and proper operation of the product 

being exported and any other material as is stipulated in the special requirements of the 

State of the importer; and; 

 

(b) forward the applicable manufacturerôs assembly instructions and a flight test checklist 

form approved by the Executive Director to the appropriate authority of the importing 

State if unassembled aircraft are being exported;and  

(c) upon completion of an export delivery remove or cause to be removed any temporary 

installation incorporated on an aircraft for the purpose of export delivery and restore the 

aircraft to the approved configuration upon completion of the delivery flight;and 

(d) secure all proper foreign entry clearances from all the States involved when conducting 

sales demonstrations or delivery flights; and 

(e) when ownership of an aircraft passes or has passed to a foreign purchaser ï 

 

(i) request cancellation of the Namibian  registration and certificate of airworthiness; 

and 

(ii)  submit a statement certifying that the Namibian nationality and registration marks 

have been removed from the aircraft. 

 (iii) return the registration and airworthiness certificates to the Executive Director; and 

     (f)  preserve and package products to protect them against corrosion and damage whilst in 

transit or storage. 

 

21.11.5    Inspections and overhauls 

 

Each inspection and overhaul required for export airworthiness approval of a Class I and a Class II product 

must be carried out and approved by ï 

 

(a) the manufacturer of the product; 

(b) an aircraft maintenance organisation approved by the Executive Director in terms of 

Part 145; or 

(c) an operator, if the product is maintained under the operatorôs continued airworthiness 

maintenance programme and maintenance manual. 

 

 

21.11.5  Validity of certificate  

(1)  An export airworthiness certificate issued under this Subpart shall remain valid, providing there is 

no subsequent design change to the product,until the completion of delivery to the importerôs State. 

(2)  The holder of an export airworthiness certificate invalidated because of a design change must 

forthwith surrender the certificate to the Executive Director. 

21.11.6  Transfer of certificate 

An export airworthiness certificate must be transferred with the product. 
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SUBPART 12: NAM -TSO AUTHORISATIONS  

 

21.12.1     NAM -TSO markings 

 

No person may identify an article with NAM-TSO marking unless such person holds a NAM-TSO 

authorisation and the article complies with the appropriate NAM-TSO performance standards as prescribed 

in Document NAM-CATS 21. 

 

 

21.12.2     Application for NAM -TSO authorisation 

 

(1)   An applicant for the issuing of a NAM-TSO authorisation must be the holder of a manufacturing 

organisation approval issued in terms of Part 148. 

 

(2)   An application for the issuing of a NAM-TSO authorisation must be ï 

 

(a) made in the form and manner prescribed by the Executive Director; and  

(b) accompanied by ï 

 

(i) a statement of conformity certifying that the applicant has complied with 

the requirements prescribed in this subpart and that the article complies 

with the appropriate NAM-TSO which is valid on the date of application 

for such article; 

(ii)  one copy of the technical data required in the appropriate NAM-TSO; and  

(iii)  the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187. 

 

(3)   If a series of minor changes in accordance with the provisions of regulation 21.12.6 is anticipated, 

the applicant may include in its application the basic model number of the article and the part number of the 

components, with open brackets after such number, to denote that suffix change letters or numbers or 

combinations thereof, will be added from time to time. 

 

(4)   If the application is deficient, the Executive Director  may request the applicant to submit such 

additional information which may be necessary to prove compliance with the requirements prescribed in 

this subpart. 

 

(5)   If the applicant fails to submit the additional information referred to in sub-regulation (4) within 

30 days from the date on which the Executive Director requested such additional information, the 

application must be denied and the applicant so notified. 

 

21.12.3     Issuing of NAM-TSO authorisation 

 

(1)   An application referred to in regulation 21.12.2 must be granted and a NAM-TSO authorisation 

issued if ï 

 

(a) the applicant complies with the requirements prescribed in this Subpart; 

(b) the Executive Director is satisfied that the applicant has the ability to manufacture 

duplicate articles in accordance with the requirements prescribed in this Subpart; 

and 

(c) the Executive Director is satisfied that the issuing of the NAM-TSO authorisation 

is not contrary to the interests of aviation safety. 

(2)   The Executive Director must issue or refuse to issue the NAM-TSO authorisation within 30 days 

after the receipt of the application or, if additional information has been requested, within 30 days from the 

date of receiving such additional information. 
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(3)   The Executive Director may not issue the NAM-TSO authorisation if the manufacturing facility for 

the article is located outside Namibia, unless the Executive Director is satisfied that the location of such 

facility will not impede the administration of the appropriate airworthiness requirements prescribed in this 

part. 

 

21.12.4      Duties of holder of NAM-TSO authorisation  

 

A manufacturer who holds a NAM-TSO authorisation for an article must ï 

 

(a) manufacture the article in accordance with the requirements prescribed in this subpart and 

the appropriate NAM-TSO; 

(b) conduct all the required tests and inspections and establish and maintain a quality 

assurance system which is adequate to ensure that the article complies with the 

requirements referred to in paragraph (a) and is in condition for safe operation; 

(c) prepare and maintain, for each model of each article for which a NAM-TSO authorisation 

has been issued, a current file of complete technical data and records in accordance with 

regulation 21.12.7; 

(d) permanently and legibly mark each article to which this regulation applies with ï 

(i) the name and address of the manufacturer; 

(ii)  the name, type, part number or model designation of the article; 

(iii)  the serial number or the date on which the article was manufactured, or both; and 

(iv) the appropriate NAM-TSO number. 

 

 

21.12.5     Approval for deviation  

 

(1)   A manufacturer who requests approval to deviate from any performance standard of a NAM-TSO, 

must demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Executive Director that the standards from which a deviation is 

requested, are compensated for by factors or design features providing an equivalent level of safety. 

 

(2)   The written request for approval to deviate, together with all pertinent data, must ï 

 

(a) if the article is manufactured in Namibia, be submitted to the Executive Director; 

and 

(b) if the article is manufactured in a foreign State, be submitted through the 

appropriate authority of such State to the Executive Director, and be accompanied 

by the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187. 

 

(3)   The Executive Director must grant the approval if the Executive Director is satisfied that the 

deviation concerned will not jeopardise aviation safety. 

 

21.12.6      Design changes 

 

(1)   A manufacturer who holds a NAM-TSO authorisation may make minor design changes to an 

article without the prior approval of the Executive Director if the changed article retains the original model 

number and such holder submits to the Executive Director any revised data which are necessary for 

compliance with the provisions of regulation 21.12.2(3). 

 

(2)   If a manufacturer who holds a NAM-TSO authorisation wishes to make major design changes to 

an article, the manufacturer must assign a new type or model designation to the article and apply for an 

authorisation in terms of regulation 21.12.2. 

 

(3)   No design change by any person other than the manufacturer who submitted the statement of 

conformity for the article, may be approved under this subpart unless the person seeking the approval is a 

manufacturer and applies in terms of regulation 21.12.2(2) for a separate NAM-TSO authorisation. 
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21.12.7   Record-keeping requirements  

 

(1)   A manufacturer who holds a NAM-TSO authorisation must, for each article manufactured under 

the authorisation, keep the following documents at its manufacturing facility: 

 

(a) A complete and current technical data file for each type or model article, including 

design drawings and specifications; and 

(b) complete and current inspection records reflecting that all inspections and tests 

required to ensure compliance with the appropriate requirements prescribed in this 

subpart, have been properly completed and documented. 

 

(2)   A manufacturer who holds a NAM-TSO authorisation must retain the records referred to in sub-

regulation (1) (a) until it no longer manufactures the article concerned: Provided that at the time that 

manufacture ceases the manufacturer must supply copies of such records to the Executive Director. 

 

(3)   A manufacturer who holds a NAM-TSO authorisation must retain the records referred to in sub-

regulation (1) (b) for a period of at least five years. 

 

21.12.8   NAM -TSO design approval for appliances: Import 

 

(1)   An application for the issuing of a NAM-TSO design approval must be made in the form and 

manner prescribed by the Executive Director and must be accompanied by ï 

 

(a) proof of compliance with the requirements referred to in sub-regulation (2); and 

(b) the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187. 

 

(2)   A NAM -TSO design approval may be issued for an appliance which is manufactured in a foreign 

State with which the Namibian  government has entered into an agreement for the acceptance of the 

appliance for export and import and which is to be imported into Namibia if: 

 

(a) the appropriate authority of the State in which the appliance was manufactured, 

certifies that the appliance has been examined and tested and complies with ï 

(i) the applicable NAM-TSO; or 

(ii)  the appropriate performance standards prescribed by the appropriate 

authority of the State in which the appliance was manufactured and any 

other performance standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 21 to 

provide a level of safety provided by the applicable NAM-TSO; and 

(b) the manufacturer has submitted to the Executive Director one copy of the technical 

data required in the appropriate performance standards through the appropriate 

authority. 

 

(3)   The Executive Director must issue a NAM-TSO design approval if the applicant complies with the 

requirements referred to in sub-regulation (2), and must list any deviation granted to the manufacturer in 

terms of regulation 21.12.5. 

 

(4)   After the Executive Director has issued a NAM-TSO design approval and the appropriate 

authority of the State in which the appliance was manufactured, issues an export certificate of airworthiness 

referred to in regulation 21.10.1, the manufacturer is thereby authorised to identify the appliance in 

accordance with the NAM-TSO marking requirements referred to in regulation 21.12.4(d) and in the 

applicable NAM-TSO. 

 

(5)   Each appliance must be accompanied by an export certificate of airworthiness referred to in sub-

regulation (3). 
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21.12.9   Transferability and period of validity  

 

(1)   A NAM -TSO authorisation issued in terms of regulation 21.12.3 or a letter of NAM-TSO design 

approval issued in terms of regulation 21.12.8, shall ï 

 

(a) not be transferable; and 

(b) be valid until it is surrendered by the holder thereof; or is suspended by an 

authorised officer, inspector or authorised person, or cancelled by the Executive 

Director.  

 

(2)   The holder of a NAM-TSO authorisation or a NAM-TSO design approval, which is suspended, 

must forthwith produce the authorisation or approval upon suspension thereof, to the authorised officer, 

inspector or authorised person concerned for the appropriate endorsement. 

 

(3)   The holder of a NAM-TSO authorisation or a NAM-TSO design approval, which is cancelled, 

must within 30 days from the date on which the authorisation or approval is cancelled, surrender such 

authorisation or approval to the Executive Director. 

 

SUBPART 13: CONTINUIN G AIRWORTHINES S OF AIRCRA FT 

 

21.13.1 Determination of Continuing Airworthiness of Aircraft  

 (1)  The continuing airworthiness of an aircraft must be determined by the Executive 

Director in relation to  the mandatory requirements and design standards of the State of Design  in force 

for that aircraft. 

(2)  The Executive Director must develop or adopt requirements to ensure the continued 

airworthiness of an aircraft during its service life. 

 

21.13.2  Information Relating to Continuing Airworthiness of Aircraft . 

 (1)  When an aircraft of a particular type for which Namibia is not the State of Design is first 

entered on the register, and for which the Executive Director issues or validates a Certificate of 

Airworthiness in accordance with this Part, the Executive Director must advise the State of 

Design that he has entered such an aircraft on the register of Namibia. 

(2)  The Executive Director, if Namibia is the State of Design of an aircraft must transmit 

any generally applicable information which he or she has found necessary for the safe operation 

of the aircraft which, for the purpose of this part, shall be called mandatory continuing 

information, as follows: 

(a)   to every State which has entered aircraft designed in Namibia on its 

register; and  

(b)  to any other State upon request. 

(3)  The Executive Director must, upon receipt of mandatory continuing airworthiness 

information from the State of Design adopt the mandatory information directly or assess the 

information received and take appropriate action to ensure the continued airworthiness of the 

aircraft during its service life, including requirements to ensure that the aircraft  continues to 

comply with the appropriate airworthiness requirements after a modification, a repair or the 

installation of a replacement part; and Is maintained in an airworthiness condition and in 

compliance with the maintenance requirements of Annex 6.  Similarly, the Executive Director 
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must transmit all mandatory continuing airworthiness information to the State of Design 

including, but not limited to, information in respect of products or modifications which 

originated in respect of that aircraft in  the state of Registry. 

(4)  For aeroplanes of over 5700 kg and helicopters over 3175kg maximum certificated take-

off mass, each operator certificated in terms of these regulations must establish a system 

whereby information on fault, malfunctions, defects and other occurrences which cause or might 

cause adverse effects on the continuing airworthiness of the aircraft is transmitted to the 

organization responsible for the type design of that aircraft.  

(5)   Where  a continuing airworthiness safety issue is associated with a modification, the State of 

Registry must ensure that there exists a system whereby the above information is transmitted to the 

organization responsible for the design of the modification. 

(6)  The Executive Director must ensure that, in respect of aeroplanes over 5700 kg and 

helicopters over 3175kg maximum certificated take-off mass, each operator of such operator who 

is certificated in terms of these regulations must establish a system for: 

 

(a)  receiving information submitted in accordance with this subpart 

(b) deciding if and when airworthiness action is needed; 

(c)  developing the necessary airworthiness actions; and 

(d)  promulgating the information on those actions . 

(7)  The Executive Director must ensure that, in respect of aeroplanes over 5700 kg and 

helicopters over 3175kg maximum certificated take-off mass, each operator of such aircraft 

operator who is certificated in terms of these regulations must establish a continuing structural 

integrity programme to ensure the airworthiness of the aircraft. The programme must include 

specific information concerning corrosion prevention and control. 

(8)  Each aircraft must be provided with a flight manual, placards, or other documents stating 

the approved limitations within which the aircraft is considered airworthy as defined by the 

appropriate airworthiness requirements, and additional instructions and information necessary for 

the safe operation of the aircraft. 

 

SUBPART 14 DISTRIBUTION OF AERONAUTICAL PRODUCTS  

21.14.1  General 

 (a)  This subpart prescribes the conditions under which a person will be eligible for approval by the 

Executive Director to distribute aeronautical products; establishes a person's entitlement to approval; and 

states the responsibilities of a holder of a distributor approval. 

(b)  For the purpose of this Subpart only, an "aeronautical product" means an aircraft engine, aircraft 

propeller or aircraft appliance or the component parts thereof.  

(c) An ñapproved distribution organisationò means an organisation which has been certificated by the 

Authority for the distribution of aeronautical products within Namibia. 
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21.14.2  Eligibility  

 (1)  An approved distribution organisation  must:  

(a)  Obtain its products from;  

(i)  A manufacturer of aeronautical products, who is approved either by the 

Authority or by a foreign civil aviation authority, with whom the Authority 

has either a bilateral airworthiness agreement or its equivalent,  

(ii)  A manufacturer who is approved to produce, identify and certify an 

appliance conforming to a specific appliance type approval or FAA 

Technical Standard Order (TSO),  

(iii)  A manufacturer who produces, identifies and certifies standard parts and 

materials which conform to established industrial, national or international 

standards, and which are referenced in approved design data,  

(iv)  An organization approved either by the Authority or a foreign civil aviation 

authority under a bilateral airworthiness agreement, to perform 

maintenance on aeronautical products and who is authorized to certify such 

products as serviceable and in a condition for safe operation,  

(v)  An organization which is approved by the Authority for the distribution of 

aeronautical products pursuant to this Subpart, or  

(vi)  A supplier who provides original certification of product conformity to 

approved design data for supplies acquired from authorized sources as 

specified in this section  

(2)  Show that it has the organization, facilities, equipment and the personnel necessary to comply with 

the policies, responsibilities, methods and procedures established in its product control system manual as 

set out in section; and  

(3)  Show that it has established and can maintain a product control system pursuant to regulation,  

21.14.03.  This subpart  is not applicable to:  

(i)  Persons engaged in the distribution of new or used aircraft; or  

(ii)  An approved manufacturer authorized pursuant to certify aeronautical 

products of its own manufacture.  

21.14.3   Product Control System 

Each applicant must have in place a product control system, planned and developed in conjunction with its 

other management functions. The product control system must include, but need not be limited to:  

(a)  A product control system manual which includes as applicable;  

(i)  A statement of commitment by the senior accountable manager  to define 

the policies and objectives of the product control system;  

(ii )  The assignment of responsibilities and delegation of authority granted to 

the product control department,  
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(iii )  A list and a brief description of written product control system procedures  

pursuant to subparagraph b, and  

(iv)  The method of updating the product control system including the 

submission of changes to the Authority for its approval.  

(b)  Written product control system procedures which provide instructions and data 

necessary to retain established integrity of aeronautical products while in the care 

of the distributor. Product control system procedures must include, as applicable, 

but need not be limited to;  

(i)  Purchasing procedures for ensuring that all aeronautical products obtained 

for distribution are in conformance with approved design data,  

(ii )  Receiving and inspection procedures to ensure that all incoming 

aeronautical products are properly identified, documented and visually 

inspected to detect any apparent damage that may have occurred during 

shipment,  

(iii )  Procedures for the handling, segregation and storage of aeronautical 

products,  

(iv)  Preservation and packaging procedures to protect aeronautical products 

against deterioration and damage during storage,  

(v)  Certification and release procedures for aeronautical products pursuant to 

of this subpart,  

(vi)  Procedures for establishing and maintaining records as objective evidence 

that aeronautical products have been purchased, identified, inspected and 

certified in conformity with the requirements of this Subpart.  

21.14.4   Entitlement to Certification  

(1)    An applicant is entitled to certification  if the Authority is satisfied,  after evaluation of the 

organization, facilities and supporting data, that all applicable conditions for eligibility have been met, that 

the senior personnel of the organisation are fit and proper persons and that the grant of certification will not 

be against the interests of aviation safety..  

(2)  Certification will only be available  to organizations with facilities located in Namibia.  

21.14.5 Privileges of Certification 

A certificate holder may:  

(a)  Authorize personnel who have been registered with the Authority to certify, on behalf 

of the holder, airworthiness documentation for aeronautical products destined for 

embodiment in Namibian registered aircraft; and  

(b)  Authorize personnel who have been approved as Airworthiness Inspectors by the 

Authority pursuant to the Act to certify airworthiness documentation on behalf of the 

Authority for aeronautical products, other than aircraft, destined for export.  

21.14.06  Responsibilities of a Certificate Holder 

The holder  must:  

(a)  Maintain its organization, facilities and product control system as approved by the 

Executive Director;  

(b)  Ensure that each aeronautical product which it distributes can be shown, through 

documented evidence, to conform to approved design data;  
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(c)  Notify the Authority within a reasonable time of any significant change to the 

organization, facilities or product control system which could affect the exercise of the 

privileges of certification , or the conditions under which certification  was granted;  

(d)  Allow, and assist as necessary, personnel of the Authority to perform, in its plant or in 

any of its supplier's plants, inspections on reasonable notice to determine continuing 

compliance with the requirements of this Subpart ; and  

(e)  Retain all product control system records for a minimum of two years after delivery of 

the aeronautical products.  

 

 

21.14.7 Approval procedures - Application  

 (1)    To apply for certification  the applicant must submit to the Authority:  

(a)  A general description of the aeronautical products which it distributes, or 

proposes to distribute;  

(b)  The location and description of the facilities at which the products are to be 

distributed. If the distribution procedures of a facility are carried out at more 

than one location under the same management, all locations must be shown in 

the application for approval. If, however, the distributor's product control 

system varies with each location, separate applications for approval must be 

submitted;  

(c)  A copy of its product control system manual showing the functional 

responsibilities of management personnel; and  

(d)  The name and position of the person authorized to liaise with  airworthiness 

inspection personnel of the Authority.  

(2)  The applicant must make available to, on request and with reasonable notice by the Authority, all 

data referred to in its application and in its product control system manual.  

21.14.8  Granting Approval  

(1)  To enable the Authority  to evaluate the applicant's facilities and capabilities, the applicant must 

allow personnel of the Authority reasonable access to its facilities and data, and provide assistance when 

requested.  

(2)  An applicant must be issued with a certificate when, after examination of the supporting data and 

after inspection of the organization and distribution facilities, the Authority has determined that the 

applicant has met the requirements of regulation  21.14.01 to 21.14.06 inclusive. The certificate must set 

forth the:   

(i)  Certificate  number;  

(ii)  Name and address of the certificate holder; and  

(iii)  Date of signature and the title of the person authorised to sign on behalf of the 

Authority.  

 

21.14.9  Approval Display 

 (1)   No person may claim, either orally or in writing, to have any form of certification  unless in 

possession of a valid Certificate issued by the Authority.  

(2)  A certificate holder must display its certificate in a prominent place in its facility that can be 

readily seen by the public.

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21.14.10    Approval Limitations  

 (1)    Certificate  must be surrendered forthwith to the Authority if the business is terminated.  

(2)    If a certificate holder plans to relocate it must notify the Authority of its intention and provide details 

of the new location and a description of the facilities at which the products are to be distributed.  

(3)    A certificate  is effective until surrendered, suspended or cancelled.  

(4)    If the Authority finds that a holder of a distributor approval is not fulfilling its responsibilities 

pursuant to this subpart the Authority  may give written notification to the holder to correct identified 

deficiencies and if they are not corrected within an acceptable time the Authority may suspend or cancel the 

distributor approval.  

 21.14.11 Authorized Signatories 

To exercise the privileges pursuant to this subpart, the holder of a certificate  must Submit to the Authority 

the names of the personnel whom the distributor proposes to nominate as having signing authority to sign 

release certifications, on behalf of the approved organization, as specified in this subpart. The certificate 

holder  must obtain the Authorityôs approval before proceeding the signing of release certifications, on 

behalf of the approved organization; 

21.14.12 Certification - Aeronautical Products 

(1)  Each certificate holder must, on releasing an aeronautical product to a customer, provide that 

customer with a completed release certificate properly describing the product by the manufacturers name, 

part or model number, serial number (if applicable), and its nomenclature. The release certificate, must also 

include the following certification statement to be signed by an authorized signatory: "I hereby certify that 

the aircraft parts described hereon were acquired from a source of supply that is consistent with the 

conditions under which Certification of the said parts has been granted".  

(2)  An authorized signatory may only sign the certification statement for a product which has been 

received, stored and released in accordance with the procedures set out in the distributor's product control 

system manual and where documented evidence of product conformity to the manufacturer's design 

specifications has been received and is retained by the distributor.  

(3)  Except as prescribed in subparagraph (d), for imported products, the documented evidence 

specified in subparagraph (b) must comply with the following requirements: 

(i)  Airframes, aircraft engines, propellers, appliances and any parts and assemblies 

thereof must have been received, by the distributor, with inspection release 

documents or tags that were originated and signed on the authority of a 

certificated  organization.  

(ii )  Proprietary parts and accessories that are listed in approved product parts 

catalogues, but excluding those requiring approval to Authority appliance 

standards or FAA Technical Standard Orders, must have been received, by the 

distributor, with inspection release documents or tags traceable to the 

manufacturer or an approved organization.  

(iii )  Materials intended for aircraft construction or maintenance must have been 

received, by the distributor, with release documentation from an organization 

approved by the Authority or from a supplier who can provide proof of 

conformity to the material specifications in certificates supplied by the 

manufacturers or in test and analysis reports prepared by qualified persons in a 

materials test laboratory.

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(iv)  Standard aircraft hardware manufactured to government or industry association 

standards must have been received by the distributor with packing notes, 

invoices or equivalent documents that identify the product and the supplier.  

 

(4)  For imported products the documented evidence specified in Subparagraph (b) must, as 

appropriate, comply with the following requirements or as prescribed in Subparagraph (c) paragraphs (2), 

(3), or (4):  

((a)  Each foreign manufactured aircraft engine or propeller must have been received 

with an export airworthiness certification signed by a representative of the civil 

aviation authority of the country of export certifying that such engine or 

propeller conforms to the type approval stated on the document.  

(b)  Aircraft parts, appliances and assemblies from FAA approved organizations 

must have been received with release notes or tags. Imports from other sources 

must have been received with airworthiness tags or release notes signed by a 

representative of the civil aviation authority of the country of export.  

(5)  Any number of items may be included on a distributor's release note provided there is only one 

customer involved and that each item is clearly described and identified.  

21.14.13  Certification For Export  

 (1)  An approved distributor may obtain an export airworthiness certificate from the Authority for any 

aeronautical product, except for materials, standard aircraft hardware, and proprietary parts and accessories, 

where:  

   

  (a)  The distributor can demonstrate conformity to approved design data through 

documented evidence traceable to an approved manufacturer, and  

 

(b)  It can be determined that the product is in a condition for safe  

 operation.  

(2)  To obtain an export airworthiness certificate for an aircraft engine or propeller, the distributor 

must comply with the requirements set out in regulation 21.11.2. Following an inspection of the product 

and completion and issuance of the export certificate of airworthiness by the Authority,, the distributor 

must , ensure that the export certificate of airworthiness  and all other tags as required accompany the 

engine or propeller. The distributor must  retain a copy for its  records.  

(3)  To obtain an export airworthiness certificate for a product other than that described in 

subparagraphs (a) and (b) the distributor must complete a release certificate, certified by an authorized 

signatory, for the signature and inspection stamp of the Authorityôs authorised inspector, officer or person 

responsible for the issuance of the certificate.  

SUBPART 15: IDENTIFICATION OF AIRCRAFT, AIRCRAFT ENGINES, AND PROPELLERS  

 

21.15.1   Identification of aircraft, aircraft engines, and propellers 

(1)  Each person who manufactures an aircraft or aircraft engine under Part 148 must identify the 

aircraft or engine by means of a fireproof data plate that isð 

(a) marked with the identification information prescribed in 21.15.2  by etching, stamping, 

engraving, or other method of fireproof marking; and 

(b) secured in such a manner that it is not likely to beð 

(i) defaced or removed during normal service; or

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(ii) lost or destroyed in an accident; and 

(c) for an aircraft other than a manned free balloon, secured to the fuselage so that it is legible to a 

person on the groundð 

(i) at an accessible location near an entrance; or 

(ii) externally on another part of the fuselage; and 

(d) for an aircraft engine, secured to the engine at an accessible location; and 

(e) for a manned free balloonð 

(i) secured to the balloon envelope; and 

(ii) located where it is visible to the operator when the balloon is inflated. 

(2)  Each person who manufactures a manned free balloon must, in addition to paragraph (1), 

permanently and legibly mark the basket and any heater assembly withð 

(a) the manufacturer's name; and 

(b) a part number or an equivalent; and 

(c) a serial number or an equivalent. 

(3)  Each person who manufactures a propeller, propeller blade or propeller hub under Part 148 must 

identify it by means of a fireproof data plate, or by etching, stamping, engraving, or other method of 

fireproof marking, thatð 

(a) contains the identification information prescribed in 21.805; and 

(b) is placed on a non-critical surface; and 

(c) is not likely to beð 

(i) defaced or removed during normal service; or 

(ii) lost or destroyed in an accident. 

21.15.2    Identification information  

The identification information that is required to be marked on the data plate under regulation  21.15.1  

21.803(1)(a), and for the identification of a propeller, propeller blade, or propeller hub under rule 21.15.1   

21.803(3)(a) must includeð 

(a) the manufacturer's name; and 

(b) the model designation; and 

(c) the manufacturer's serial number; and 

(d) if applicable, the type certificate or type acceptance certificate number; and 

(e) if applicable, the manufacturing organisation certificate number or foreign equivalent; and 

(f) for an aircraft engine, the established rating; and 

(g) any other information that the Executive Director may require. 
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21.15.3    Removal, alteration and replacement of identification information 

(1)  Except as provided in paragraph (2), a person must not remove, alter, or replace any of the 

following without the approval of the Executive Directorð 

(a) the identification information that is required under rule 21.15.1 (1)(a) to be marked on a data 

plate: 

(b) the identification information that is required under rule 21.15.2 21.803(3)(a) to identify a 

propeller, propeller blade, or propeller hub: 

(c) the part number and serial number that is required under rule 21.811 for the identification of a 

critical part. 

(2)  A person performing maintenance in accordance with Part 43 may remove, alter, or replace the 

identification information referred to in paragraphs (1)(a) and (1)(b) and the part and serial number referred 

to in paragraph (1)(c) if the removal, alteration, or replacement is carried out in accordance with a method, 

technique, or practice that is acceptable to the  Executive Director. 

21.15.4    Removal and reinstallation of data plate 

(1)  Except as provided by paragraph (b), a person may not remove or reinstall the data plate 

containing the identification information prescribed in 21.15. 2   without the approval of the Executive 

Director. 

(2)  A person performing maintenance in accordance with Part 43 may remove or reinstall the data 

plate containing the identification information prescribed in 21.15. 2   ifð 

(a) the removal of the data plate is necessary during the maintenance; and 

(b) the data plate is removed and reinstalled in accordance with methods, techniques, and practices 

acceptable to the Executive Director; and 

(c) the removed data plate is reinstalled on the product or part from which it was removed. 

21.15.5    Identification of critical parts  

Each person who manufactures a critical part must permanently and legibly mark the part withð 

(a) a part number or an equivalent; and 

(b) a serial number or an equivalent. 

 

21.15.5    Identification of replacement and modification materials, parts, and appliances 

(1)  Except as provided in paragraph (2), each person who manufactures a replacement or modification 

part or appliance under subpart 9 must, in addition to the identification information prescribed in 21.15.2 , 

permanently and legibly mark the part or appliance withð 

(a) the letters óNAMTSOô or óNAMPMAô as appropriate; and 

(b) the name, trademark, or symbol of the holder of the authorisation; and 

(c) the part number; and 

(d) the name and model designation of each product issued with a  

type certificate or type acceptance certificate, on which the part is eligible for installation. 
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(2)  Each person who manufactures a replacement or modification material, part, or appliance under 

subpart 9 must permanently and legibly mark the material, part, or appliance in such a manner as to ensure 

it can beð 

(a) identified separately to those otherwise acceptable materials, parts, and appliances; and 

(b) clearly related to its manufacturing data. 

(3)  If a material, part, or appliance is too small or it is otherwise impractical to mark the material, part, 

or appliance with the information required by paragraphs (1) or (2), the information must be recorded on a 

tag attached to the material, part, appliance, or its container 

(4)  Where the marking required by paragraph (1)(d) is so extensive thatto record it on a tag is 

impractical, the tag attached to the material, part, appliance, or the container may refer to a specific readily 

available manual or catalogue for the name and model designation of each product issued with a type 

certificate or type acceptance certificate, on which the material, part, or appliance is eligible for installation. 

 

21.15.6 Life-limited Component Identification  

(1)  The manufacturer of a component for which a life limitation has been established by type design 

must place thereon, in accordance with this regulation the identification information referred to in 

subregulation (2).  

(2)  The identification information that must be placed on a component is  

(a)  the part number of the component or an equivalent series of identifying characters; and  

(b)  the serial number of the component or an equivalent series of identifying characters.  

(3)  When requested by a person required to comply with 21.16.3A of this chapter, the holder of a type 

certificate or design approval for a life-limited part must provide marking instructions, or must state that the 

part cannot be practicably marked without compromising its integrity. Compliance with this paragraph may 

be made by providing marking instructions in readily available documents, such as the maintenance manual 

or the Instructions for Continued Airworthiness.

Applicability  

 

24.01.1   (1)  This Part applies to ï 

 

 (a) Amateur-built aircraft; 

 (b) Production-built aircraft; 

 (c) Veteran aircraft including warbirds; 

 (d) Ex-military aircraft; 

  (e) Any other aircraft not qualifying, or no longer qualifying for the issue of a certificate of 

airworthiness in terms of Part 21 of these Regulations. 

 

(2)   The aircraft referred to in sub-regulation (1) are classified in the following sub-groups ï 
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 (a) Aeroplanes, including microlight aeroplanes 

 (b) Helicopters 

 (c) Gyroplanes and gyrogliders 

 (d) Gliders, including self-launching gliders and touring gliders 

 (e) Manned captive and manned free balloons 

 (f) Airships 

 (g) Unmanned aerial vehicles 

 (h) Hang-gliders, including powered hang-gliders 

 (i)  Paragliders, including powered paragliders and paratrikes  

 (j)  Parachutes 

 (k) Model aircraft 

 (l)  Rockets 

 

(3)   This Part does not apply to any aircraft that, for the purpose of flight ï 

 (a) is to be attached to and towed by a vehicle or vessel travelling on the surface;  

 (b) other than a manned captive balloon, is to be moored to the surface or any construction 

on the surface; and 

 (c) is to be flown line-controlled by a person on the surface -  

Provided that such aircraft  may not be operated in contravention of these regulations, or cause or be an 

obstruction to aviation. 

 

(4)   The airworthiness design standards for each sub-group of aircraft referred to in sub-regulation (2) 

are those referred to in regulation 24.01.2(4)(a). 

24.01.2    Airworthiness 

 

(1)   Before a non-type certificated aircraft, other than an aircraft classified in paragraphs (k) and (l) in 

regulation 24.01.1(2), is considered to be airworthy it mustï 

  (a) have been issued with an authority to fly or a proving flight authority or special flight 

permit, as the case may be in terms of this Part; 

(b)have been maintained in accordance with the provisions of subpart 3 of this Part;  

 (c) have no known condition which could make the aircraft unsafe for flight; and 

(d) have on-board, and in working order, the relevant communication and navigation 

equipment prescribed in Part 94 and Part 96 as applicable for the operation of the 

particular type of aircraft. 

(2) In the case of ï 

(a) amateur built aircraft, only those aircraft, of which the build standard has been submitted 

to the Executive Director in the following manner, may be built or imported and flown 

within Namibia: 

 

(i) Before any person commences with the construction of an aircraft, which is 

intended to be put on the Namibian Civil Aircraft Register, such person must 

apply for a build number. 
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(ii)  The application must be made to the Executive Director or the organisation 

designated for the purpose in terms of the Act, as the case may be, in the format 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 24 and must be accompanied by a copy of 

the design criteria of the aircraft, as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 24 . 

(iii)  The Executive Director or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms 

of the Act, as the case may be, must on receipt of the prescribed documentation 

issue the build number to the applicant. 

(iv) The Executive Director or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms 

of the Act, as the case may be, must retain a register of build numbers issued and 

make relevant information available to any authorised officer, inspector or 

authorised person who needs such information for the purpose of oversight and 

inspection. 

(v)  The applicant, on being issued with the build number, must enter a record of the 

build number in the aircrafts logbook or any other document associated with the 

construction of the aircraft. 

(b)  production built aircraft, only those aircraft, of which the type design, the local or foreign 

manufacturing organisation and facility, the local assembling organisation and facility or 

agent/distributor, and the build standard has been approved by the Executive Director 

may be built or imported and flown within Namibia. 

(3)   For the purposes of sub-regulation (2), the Executive Director or the organisation designated for 

the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, may consider a foreign manufacturing organisation as 

being approved if that facility was approved by an appropriate authority. 

 

(4)   The design criteria and the build standard for an amateur- or production-built aircraft must ï 

 (a) comply with the appropriate design criteria as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 24; 

 (b) comply with any special conditions prescribed in regulation 24.02.4 by the Executive 

Director or, if applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 

149, as the case may be; and 

 (c) incorporate no feature or characteristic that makes the aircraft type unsafe for its intended 

use. 

(5)   In the case of ï 

 

(i)  amateur built aircraft, static tests, as required, are to be carried out on the aircraft prior to its 

first flight or after a structural modification, referred to in Regulation 44.01.10, according to 

Document NAM-CATS 24. 

(ii)  production built aircraft, in the absence of static test documentation from an appropriate 

authority acceptable to the Executive Director, static tests, as required, are to be carried out 

on the aircraft prior to its first flight or after a structural modification, referred to in 

regulation 44.01.10, according to Document NAM-CATS 24. 

 

(6)   The airworthiness of the aircraft, classified in sub-paragraphs (h) to (l) in regulation 24.01.1(2), is 

the sole responsibility of the owner or operator in accordance with generally accepted practices for such 

aircraft or as laid down by the organisation, approved for the purpose in terms of Part 149. 
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24.01.3    Registration 

 

No non-type certificated aircraft classified in the sub-groups (a) to (g) of sub-regulation 24.01.1(2) may be 

flown unless it has been registered and marked in accordance with the provisions of Part 47. 

24.01.4    Aircraft documentation  

 

(1)   The owner of a non-type certificated aircraft specified under regulation 24.01.1(1) and classified 

in the sub-groups (a) to (g) of sub-regulation 24.01.1(2) must submit to the Executive Director or, if 

applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, for 

approval, the documentation prescribed in NAM-CATS 24. 

 

(2)   In the case of a production-built aircraft, a copy of the approved manuals, together with the aircraft 

logbook/s, must accompany the aircraft, the kit, or (and except for the logbooks) the approved build 

standards on its delivery to a customer. 

 

(3)   In the case where proving flights for the purpose of consideration and issue of an authority to fly 

are carried out, the owner of the non-type certificated aircraft must retain all documents and records, 

generated in the process, for the duration of the life of the aircraft. 

24.01.5    Instruments, equipment and placards 

 

(1)   Any flight instrument, required to be installed in terms of these Regulations, must be calibrated 

before first flight, and be checked for calibration annually thereafter. 

 

(2)   The minimum instrumentation and equipment and the placards to be installed in non-type 

certificated aircraft must be as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 24. 

24.01.6    Issuing of airworthiness directives 

 

(1)   The Executive Director may issue appropriate airworthiness directives in respect of design 

changes that are necessary to correct the unsafe condition of a non-type certificated aircraft. 

 

(2)   Where the Executive Director issues an airworthiness directive in terms of sub-regulation (1), the 

holder of any certificate issued in terms of this Part for the aircraft or its component, must ï 

 (a) upon the request of the Executive Director, submit appropriate design changes to the Executive 

Director for approval; and 

 (b) upon approval of the design changes, if applicable, make the descriptive data covering the changes 

available to all operators of the product. 

24.01.7    Safety inspections and audits 

 

(1)   An applicant for the issuing of any certificate, approval or authorisation in terms of this Part, must 

permit an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to carry out such safety inspections and flight 

and ground tests as may be necessary to verify the validity of any application made in terms of this Part. 

 

(2)   The holder of any certificate, approval or authorisation issued under this Part, must permit an 

authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to carry out such safety inspections and audits, including 

safety inspections and audits of its partners or subcontractors, which may be necessary to determine 

compliance with the appropriate requirements prescribed in this Part. 
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(3)   Any inspection carried out on a non-type certificated aircraft in terms of sub-regulation (1) is of a 

conditional nature, in that the inspector, an appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or approved person, 

rated in accordance with subpart 4 of Part 66 is not required to guarantee the airworthiness of the aircraft. 

The owner or operator of the aircraft must at all times be responsible for the airworthiness status of the 

aircraft and, if called upon, must prove to an inspector that the aircraft is in an airworthy condition.  

24.01.8    Register of certificates 

 

(1)   The Executive Director or, if applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of 

Part 149 as the case may be, must maintain within the Civil Aviation Register a register of all certificates, 

approvals or authorisations issued in terms of the regulations in this Part. 

 

(2)   The register must contain the following particulars: 

 (a) the full name of the holder of the certificate, approval or authorisation; 

 (b) the postal address of the holder of the certificate, approval or authorisation; 

 (c) the date on which the certificate approval or authorisation was issued; and  

 (d) a true, certified copy of the issued certificate, approval or authorisation. 

 

(3)   The particulars referred to in sub-regulation (2) must be recorded in the register within thirty days 

from the date on which the certificate, approval or authorisation is issued. 

 

(4)   The register must be kept in a safe place at the office of the Executive Director or, if applicable, 

the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149 as the case may be. 

 

(5)   A copy of the register must be furnished by the Executive Director or, if applicable, the 

organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149 as the case may be, on payment of the 

appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187, to any person who requests the copy. 

 

24.01.9    Transitional provision  

 

For the purposes of this Part, and until such time that an organisation has been approved in terms of Part 

149, any person building or maintaining a non-type certificated aircraft for aviation recreational purposes 

must comply with the airworthiness standards and procedures prescribed for its members by the national 

body representative of the particular aviation sport, provided that these standards and procedures include 

those prescribed in, and are not in conflict with, the provisions of this Part. 

 

 

SUBPART 2: AUTHORITY TO FLY, PROVING FLIGHT AUTHORITY AND SPECIAL  

   FLIGHT PERMIT  

24.02.1    Application  

 

(1)   (a)  An owner of a non-type certificated aircraft classified in the paragraphs (a) to (g) of sub-

regulation 24.01.1(2), or his, her or its authorised representative, may apply for the issuing of an authority 

to fly for the aircraft, or for an amendment thereof.   An authority to fly so issued is an aviation document. 

(b)  In respect of an aircraft, classified in paragraphs (h) to (l) of sub-regulations 24.01.1(2), no 

authority to fly or proving flight authority is required. 
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(2)   An application for the issuing of an Authority to fly, or an amendment thereof, must be ï 

  (a) made to the Executive Director or, if applicable, the organisation designated for the 

purpose in terms of Part 149 of these Regulations, as the case may be, on the form prescribed by 

the Excutive Director; and  

  (b) accompanied by ï 

 (i) the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187; 

 (ii)  proof of compliance with the provisions of regulation 24.01.2(5);  

 (iii)  the aircraft logbook/s or similar document, or certified true copies of all entries;  

 (iv) certified true copies of all documents and records in the construction or testing file; 

 (v) a certified true copy of the flight manual, if applicable; and 

 (vi) a certified true copy of the approved maintenance schedule, referred to in Part 44.03.1. 

24.02.2    Requirements  

 

(1)   An applicant for the issuing of an authority to fly for a non-type certificated aircraft, or an 

amendment thereof must provide the Executive Director or, if applicable, the organisation designated for 

the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, with proof that, in the case of ï 

 (a) a non-type certificated aircraft built in Namibia, ï 

 (i) the provisions of Document NAM-CATS 24 in respect of proving flights and of 

performance, handling and strength tests have been complied with; and 

 (ii)  the aircraft, other than an amateur-built aircraft, was manufactured or assembled by an 

organisation approved by the Executive Director in terms of regulation 24.03.1; 

 (b) an imported non-type certificated aircraft, where the owner requests the aircraft to be registered in 

the Namibian Civil Aircraft Register, the aircraft ï 

 (i) has been de-registered in the country of export or was never registered;  

 (ii)  had been issued with a certificate of airworthiness, an authority to fly, or similar 

certificate by the military or Civil Aviation Authority of the country of de-registration; 

and 

 (iii)  complies with all the applicable provisions of this Part; or 

 (iv) where the aircraft is a production-built aircraft which has not been previously issued with 

an authority to fly or similar certificate by a Civil Aviation Authority, it was 

manufactured or assembled by an organisation approved by the Executive Director in 

terms of regulation 24.03.1. 

 

(2)   Prospective owners of an aircraft referred to in paragraph (b) of sub-regulation (1) must first 

consult the Executive Director and obtain approval before importing such an aircraft. 

 

(3)   Examples of documentation, required to show compliance with the provisions of sub-regulation 

(1), are outlined in Document NAM-CATS 24. 

 

(4)   Except for the production-built aircraft referred to in sub-regulation (1)(b)(iv), only aircraft which 

previously have been registered and issued with a certificate of airworthiness, an authority to fly, or similar 
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document by the appropriate military or civil aviation authority of the country of deregistration may be 

imported into Namibia. 

 

(5)   The applicant must, in addition to the provisions of sub-regulation (1), provide the Executive 

Director with proof that ï 

 (a) any modification to the aircraft conforms to the design changes approved for the type; 

 (b) the aircraft complies with all appropriate airworthiness directives issued in terms of 

regulation 24.01.6; 

 (c) the aircraft is issued with the appropriate flight manual, and any logbooks, repair and 

alteration forms and documents which the Executive Director may require; 

 (d) an annual inspection has been carried out in accordance with the requirements of 

regulation 44.01.6; and 

 (e) the aircraft is in a condition for safe operation. 

 

(6) (a)   Where the application is in respect of a previously type-certificated aircraft, other than a 

veteran aircraft, the applicant must provide proof that the original identification plate has been 

removed and handed to the appropriate authority and the aircraft re-registered as a different make 

and type of aircraft.  

(b) The Executive Director must inform the original manufacturer of the fact that the aircraft 

no longer meets its type certificate.  

 

(7)   In addition to the provisions of sub-regulation (1), (5) and (6), the applicant must provide the 

Executive Director or, if applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the 

case may be, with ï 

  (a) any other airworthiness data which the Executive Director or, if applicable, the 

organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, may require; and 

  (b) any document relating to the operation of the aircraft which the Executive Director or, if 

applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, 

may require. 

 

(8)   An application referred to in sub-regulation (1) must be accompanied by the appropriate fee as 

prescribed in Part 187. 

24.02.3    Issuing  

 

(1)   An application in terms of regulation 24.02.1 must be granted and an authority to fly issued if the 

applicant complies with the provisions of regulation 24.02.2. 

 

(2)   An authority to fly is issued subject to such conditions and limitations which may be determined 

by the Executive Director or, if applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149 

of these Regulations, as the case may be. 

 

(3)   Whether the authority to fly will include permission to operate the aircraft at night, under IMC, or 

in commercial air transport operations or to conduct semi-acrobatic or acrobatic flights, depends on the 

results of the proving flights and the installed equipment. 

 

(4)   In the case of a locally built amateur-built aircraft, or in the case of any aircraft that previously has 

been issued with a certificate of airworthiness in terms of Part 21 or a similar document issued by another 

State in accordance with Annex 8 to the International Convention of Civil Aviation, or of which the 

certificate of airworthiness or authority to fly has become invalid as a result of a proposed major 
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modification, the authority to fly may normally be granted, or re-issued as the case may be, in two stages, 

namely, a proving flight authority and, thereafter, where applicable, the authority to fly. 

 

(5)   (a) Before a proving flight authority or an authority to fly is issued, the Executive Director may 

require the aircraft to be inspected by an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person, and the owner 

must be advised accordingly.  

(b) The owner must make the aircraft available for such inspection, where and when required 

by the Executive Director.  

24.02.4    Proving flight authority  

 

(1)   A proving flight authority must show the base from which the proving flights are to be carried out. 

 

(2)   A proving flight authority may be extended for further periods at the discretion of the Executive 

Director, or if applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149 of these 

Regulations, as the case may be, on the submission of an inspection report equivalent to an annual 

inspection. 

 

(3)   The constructor, as required, may effect modifications and repairs during the periods of validity of 

the proving flight authority. However, should a major modification or repair be required, the Executive 

Director or the organisation designated in terms of Part 149 of these Regulations, may require that the 

proving flights be commenced anew. 

 

(4)   Proving flights must be carried out as prescribed in document NAM-CATS 24. 

 

(5)   Flights conducted in terms of a proving flight authority ï 

 (a) are limited to an area not exceeding 100 km radius from the specified base from which 

such flights are to be undertaken, unless stated otherwise on the proving flight authority; 

 (b) may only be conducted under VMC by day; 

 (c) are forbidden over open-air assemblies of persons; and 

 (d) are forbidden over built-up areas, except where necessary for take-off and landing. 

 

(6)   Only essential crew members, including those persons assigned to carry out in-flight inspections, 

may be carried on board the aircraft during flights conducted in terms of a proving flight authority.  

 

(7)   Where a proving flight authority is issued in respect of an aircraft of a new design, or of which the 

originally-approved design has undergone major modification, the first flight or flights must be conducted 

by a pilot with the appropriate test flight rating pilot. 

 

(8)   With the approval of the Executive Director, the flight or flights referred to in sub-regulation (7), 

the owner of the aircraft, if suitably qualified, may carry out additional proving flights. For the purpose of 

this sub-regulation, where the óownerô consists of more than one natural person, one of these persons must 

be designated by the test pilot to carry out the proving flights. 

 

(9)   The owner, referred to in sub-regulation (8), must be a licensed pilot, holding the appropriate 

category and class rating, and having been converted on type by an appropriately rated flight instructor. 

 

(10)   Apart from any conversion training, which may be required in terms of sub-regulation (14), no 

flight training may be conducted on an aircraft, operated in terms of a proving flight authority. 
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(11)   Where the limitations for flight still have to be established, such proving flight or flights must be 

carried out by a pilot with the appropriate test flight rating. 

 

(12)   The final proving flight for the issue of an authority to fly must be carried out by a pilot with the 

appropriate test flight rating who, if applicable, must be the pilot who carried out the proving flights, 

referred to in sub-regulation (11). 

24.02.4    Special flight permit 

 

 (1)  The Executive Director or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149 of these 

Regulations, as the case may be, may issue a special flight permit. 

 

(2)   A special flight permit for an aircraft may be issued for the purposes of ï 

(a) ferrying an aircraft, where the authority to fly has become invalid, to a base where 

maintenance can be carried out; 

(b) delivering or exporting the aircraft; 

(c) evacuating the aircraft from areas of impending danger; 

(d) carrying out a flight or a series of flights while the aircraft does not conform to the 

appropriate airworthiness design standards referred to in regulation 24.01.2; or 

(e) operation of an aircraft at a mass in excess of its maximum certificated take-off mass for 

flights beyond the normal range over water or over land areas where adequate landing 

facilities or appropriate fuel is not available. The excess mass that may be authorised 

under this sub-regulation is limited to the additional fuel, fuel-carrying facilities, and 

navigation and emergency equipment necessary for the flight. 

(3)   An applicant for the issuing of a special flight permit for an aircraft or an amendment thereto, must 

be made to the Executive Director, or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as 

the case may be, on the form prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 24.  

(4)   A special flight permit issued in terms of this Part shall be valid only for flights within the borders 

of Namibia and over international waters. For flights over or within the territory of another State 

permission of the responsible aeronautical authority is required. 

24.02.5    Form  

 

An authority to fly and a proving flight authority must be issued on the appropriate form as prescribed by 

the Executive Director. 

24.02.6    Period of validity 

 

(1)   An authority to fly and a proving flight authority are valid until ï 

  (a) the expiry date which has been determined by the Executive Director or the 

organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be; 

  (b) it is surrendered by the holder thereof, or is suspended by an authorised officer, 

inspector or authorised person; 

  (c) cancelled by the Executive Director, or the organisation designated for the 

purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be; 
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   (d) a major modification is effected to the aircraft; or 

  (e) the aircraft is involved in an incident or accident that results in major damage to 

its primary structure. 

 

(2)   Subject to the provisions of sub-regulation (1), an authority to fly or proving flight authority shall 

remain valid for as long as ï 

 (a) the aircraft remains registered on the Namibian Civil Aircraft Register; and 

 (b)           the aircraft is maintained in accordance with the regulations. 

 

(3)   The holder of an authority to fly or proving flight authority which has expired must forthwith 

surrender the authority to fly or proving flight authority to the Executive Director or, if applicable, the 

organisation designated for the purpose in terms of these Regulations, as the case may be. 

 

(4)   The holder of an authority to fly or proving flight authority which is suspended must forthwith 

produce the authority to fly or proving flight authority upon suspension thereof, to the authorised officer, 

inspector or authorised person concerned for the appropriate endorsement. 

 

(5)   The holder of an authority to fly or proving flight authority which is cancelled must, within 30 

days from the date on which the authority to fly or proving flight authority is cancelled, surrender such 

certificate to the Executive Director or, if applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms 

of Part 149 of these Regulations, as the case may be. 

 

(6)   An authority to fly or a proving flight authority, which has been suspended, must be reinstated 

when the cause for the suspension has been corrected to the satisfaction of the Executive Director or, if 

applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149 of these Regulations, as the 

case may be. 

24.02.7    International operations 

 

(1)   An authority to fly is only valid for flight in Namibian airspace. 

 

(2)  Notwithstanding the provision of sub-regulation (1), a non-type certificated aircraft, issued with a 

Namibian authority to fly, may be flown outside Namibiaôs borders if the appropriate authority with 

jurisdiction over the relevant airspace has given prior permission for the aircraft to be flown in such 

airspace, in the full knowledge that the authority to fly is not equivalent to a certificate of airworthiness 

issued in terms of ICAO Annex 8 to the International Convention on Civil Aviation. 

24.02.8    Currency fee 

 

(1)   (a)  A currency fee, as prescribed in Part 187, shall be payable by the holder of an authority to 

fly, on the anniversary date of such authority to fly.  

  (b) Should the authority to fly not be valid at the time for any of the reasons stated in 

regulation 24.02.6, the currency fee must be waived until such time that the authority to fly is 

reinstated and the relevant fee for reinstatement becomes payable.  

(2)   The reinstatement date becomes the new anniversary date.  

24.02.9    Transferability  

 

(1)  Although a proving flight authority or an authority to fly may be transferred in the name of a new 

owner, the aircraft may be re-registered in the new ownerôs name only ï 
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 (a) if all documents related to the airworthiness of the aircraft, including reports related to proving 

flights and the aircraftôs logbooks, have been handed over to the new owner; or 

 (b) if the provisions of paragraph (a) have not or cannot been met, an inspection equivalent to an 

annual inspection has been carried out by a suitably qualified person other than the original owner, 

and the aircraft has been certified to be airworthy. 

(2)   After the transfer of a proving flight authority,  the provisions of regulation 24.02.3 (6) to (17) 

apply with the necessary changes. 

(3)  The Executive Director, or if applicable, the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of 

Part 149, as the case may be, must determine the conditions for the continuation of the proving flights by or 

on behalf of the new owner, which conditions may include the instruction that the proving flights must be 

commenced anew. 

 

(4)   The provisions of Part 47 of these Regulations apply with the necessary changes in respect of an 

application for the re-registration of an aircraft following a change of ownership. 

24.02.10    Aircraft type approval  

 

(1)   An applicant, who requires an aircraft type approval for an amateur-built aircraft to qualify as a 

production-built aircraft, must make the application to the Executive Director on the form prescribed by the 

Executive Director, accompanied by ï 

 (a) the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187; 

 (b) proof of compliance with the provisions of regulation 24.01.2, and in particular the 

technical standard 24.01.2.(2.2);  

 (c) a copy of the authority to fly issued for the prototype aircraft; and 

 (d) proof that the applicant meets the requirements of regulation 24.03.1. 

 

(2)   When the Executive Director is satisfied that ï 

 (a) the applicant has been or may be approved as a manufacturing organisation in terms of 

regulation 24.03.1; and 

 (b) the aircraft will be manufactured according to the approved build standard, he or she 

must issue a production-built aircraft type certificate on the form prescribed in Document 

NAM-CATS 24.

34.01.1   Applicability  

 

This Part applies ï 

 

(a) in respect of fuel venting, to turbine engine powered aircraft manufactured after 18 

February 1982; and 

 

(b) in respect of engine emissions, to aircraft with ï 

 

(i) turbo-jet and turbofan engines intended for propulsion only at subsonic speeds; 

and 

(ii)  turbo-jet and turbofan engines intended for propulsion at supersonic speeds, of 

which the date of manufacture is on or after 18 February 1982. 

 

 

34.01.2    Safety inspections and audits 

 

(1)  An applicant for the issuing of a fuel venting certificate or an engine emission certificate in terms of the 

regulations in this part, must permit an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to carry out such 

safety inspections and flight and ground tests which may be necessary to verify the validity of any 

application made in terms of this part. 
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(2)   The holder of a fuel venting certificate or an engine emission certificate issued under this part, 

must permit an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to carry out such safety inspections and 

audits, including safety inspections and audits of its partners or subcontractors, which may be necessary to 

determine compliance with the appropriate requirements prescribed in this part. 

 

34.01.3     Register of certificates 

 

(1)    The Executive Director must maintain a current register of fuel venting certificates and engine 

emission certificates issued in terms of the regulations in this Part. 

 

(2)   The register must contain the following particulars: 

 

(a) The full name of the holder of the fuel venting certificate or engine emission 

certificate; 

(b) the postal address of the holder of the fuel venting certificate or engine 

emission certificate; 

(c) the date on which the fuel venting certificate or engine emission certificate was 

issued; 

(d) the number of the fuel venting certificate or engine emission certificate issued; 

(e) the date on which the fuel venting certificate or engine emission certificate is 

suspended, if applicable; and 

(f) in the case of a transfer of an aircraft ï 

(i) the date on which the fuel venting certificate or engine emission 

certificate was transferred; 

 (ii)  the full name and the trade name of the transferee, if any; and 

 (iii)  the postal address of the transferee. 

 

(3)   The particulars referred to in sub-regulation (2) must be recorded by the Executive Director in the 

register within seven days from the date on which the fuel venting certificate or engine emission certificate 

is issued, transferred or suspended, as the case may be. 

 

(4)   The register must be kept in a safe place at the office of the Executive Director. 

 

(5)   Information from the register must be furnished by the Executive Director, on payment of the 

appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187, to any person who requires such information. 

 

34.01.4    Suspension and cancellation of certificate and appeal 

 

 (1)        An authorised officer, inspector or authorised person may suspend  a any fuel venting certificate or 

engine emission certificate issued under this Part, if- 

 

(a)  after a safety inspection and audit carried out in terms of regulation 34.01.2, it 

is evident that the holder of the fuel venting certificate or engine emission 

certificate does not comply with the requirements prescribed in this Part, and 

such holder fails to remedy such non-compliance within 30 days after receiving 

notice in writing from the authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to 

do so; 

 

(b)  the authorised officer, inspector or authorised person is prevented by the holder 

of the fuel venting certificate or engine emission certificate, or any of its 

partners or subcontractors, from carrying out a safety inspection and audit in

(c)  the suspension is necessary in the interests of aviation safety. 
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(2)  The authorised officer, inspector or authorised person who has suspended a fuel venting certificate 

or engine emission certificate in terms of subregulation (1),must deliver a report in writing to the Executive 

Director, stating the reasons why the certificate or engine emission certificate was suspended. 

 

(3)  The authorised officer, inspector or authorised person concerned must submit a copy of the report 

referred to in subregulation (2), to the holder of the fuel venting certificate or engine emission certificate 

which has been suspended, and must furnish proof of such submission for the information of the Executive 

Director. 

 

(4)  The holder of a fuel venting certificate or engine emission certificate may appeal against such 

suspension to the Executive Director, within 30 days after such holder becomes aware of such suspension. 

 

(5)  An appellant must deliver an appeal in writing, stating the reasons why, in the opinion of the 

appellant, the suspension should be varied or set aside, and the appeal must include, if applicable, full 

particulars of any remedial action which may have been taken by the appellant to rectify the circumstances 

which resulted in such suspension.

SUBPART 1: GENERAL  

 

43.01.1   Applicability  

 

(1)  This Part applies to the maintenance, and the release to service after maintenance, of ï 

 

 (a) type certificated aircraft registered in Namibia; and 

 (b) aircraft components to be fitted to such aircraft. 

(c)       instruments and equipment that subject to other applicable regulations, are fitted 

to such aircraft  

(d) the annual review of airworthiness.  

 

(2)  This Part does not apply to any aircraft specified in regulation 24.01.1.   

 

(3)  Unless specified otherwise in a technical arrangement, the requirements of subregulation (1) and (2) do 

not apply to a person performing maintenance on a Namibian registered aircraft or on a component 

intended to be fitted to a Namibian registered aircraft if the maintenance is performedð  

(a) in another State that is party to a technical arrangement;  

(b) under the authority of and in accordance with a maintenance organisation certificate or 

approval issued by the State referred to in paragraph (3)(a);  
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(c) in accordance with the relevant procedures and authorisations of the maintenance 

organisation referred to in paragraph (3)(b);  

(d) in accordance with the relevant maintenance standards and procedures of the State 

referred to in paragraph (3)(a) unless specified otherwise in the technical arrangement; 

and  

(e) in accordance with any conditions specified in the technical arrangement as mentioned 

in this sub-regulation 

 

43.01.2    Falsification, reproduction or alteration of maintenance documents 

 

No person may make or cause to be made ï 

 

(a) any fraudulent or false entry in any record, which is required to be made, kept, or used to 

show compliance with any requirement prescribed in this Part; or 

(b) any reproduction or alteration for fraudulent purposes, of any record or report made in 

terms of the provisions of this Part. 

 

43.01.3    Logbooks 

 

(1)   Subject to the provisions of sub-regulation (2), the following logbooks shall be kept in respect of 

Namibian registered aircraft and other specified equipment for the purpose of recording therein the 

maintenance history of the equipment to which each relates: 

 

(a) an approved aircraft logbook for each aircraft; 

 (b) an approved engine logbook for each aircraft engine; and 

 (c) an approved propeller logbook for each propeller. 

(d)        an approved APU logbook for each APU  (if applicable) 

 

 

(2)   Logbooks should be kept at the aircraft's base of operation.  

 

(3)   Details in respect of maintenance carried out while away from base shall be transferred to the 

appropriate logbook(s) within 48 hours after the return of the aircraft to its base of operation or entered 

within 48 hours of completion of any maintenance performed on the aircraft or other equipment at its 

base of operation. 

 

(4)   All logbooks to be kept and maintained in terms of the preceding sub-regulations shall be made 

available to an authorised officer, an inspector or an authorised person at all times for inspection. 

 

(5)  For an aircraft with a maximum approved passenger seat configuration in excess of nine seats, an 

aeroplane with a maximum certificated mass in excess of 5 700 kg, or a helicopter with a maximum 

certificated mass in excess of 3 175 kg, the logbook may refer to a separate system approved in its 

approved maintenance programme, including the maintenance schedule for component and major repair 

tracking. Any entry in such system shall meet the requirements as prescribed for logbooks. 

 

(6)   The format of the logbooks shall be as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43.  

 

 

 

43.01.4    Preservation of logbooks 

 

(1)   The logbooks required to be kept in accordance with regulation 43.01.3(1) shall be preserved for a 

period of not less than six months from the date of destruction of the airframe, engine or propeller for 
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which they were kept: Provided that the Executive Director may prescribe a longer period in respect of the 

logbooks of an aircraft, its engine(s) or propeller(s) involved on an accident or incident. 

 

(2) (a)   Logbooks shall preferably not be carried in the aircraft to which they relate.  

 

(b) In the case where the provisions of sub-regulation (3) are applicable, or when logbooks are 

needed for maintenance purposes and no other means of forwarding such logbooks are 

reasonably available, the logbooks are to be carried in the relevant aircraft. 

 

(3)   When an aircraft is exported and the logbooks are transported with the aircraft, a copy of the last 

major overhaul and repairs performed as well as copies of the defects rectification for the last six (6) 

months prior to export must be retained by the exporter or the responsible aviation maintenance 

organisation, as the case may be. 

 

43.01.5    Entries in logbooks 

 

(1)   Entries in logbooks required to be kept in accordance with regulation 43.01.3(1) must be made and 

signed by the holder of an appropriate licence, a person holding a valid authorisation issued in terms of Part 

145, or by a person approved for the purpose by the Executive Director.  

 

(2) Matters that could not have come to the notice of such licence holder or approved person must be 

entered and signed by the pilot-in- command. 

 

(3)   Any record kept for the purpose of compiling a logbook entry or where reference is made to a 

record system other than the logbook must be produced when called for in the event of any inspection or 

investigation by an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person. 

 

(4)   Entries in logbooks must contain all the information and particulars provided for in the logbook. 

 

(5)  (a) Whenever corrections are made to entries in a logbook, the correction must be made in such a way 

that the original entry still remains legible.  

 

(b) The use of a correction method, or any other method which could obscure the original entry  is 

prohibited. 

 

43.01.6    Entries of special significance 

 

When repairs to an aircraft, aircraft engine or component or fixed or removable equipment were required in 

consequence either of damage caused by a forced or hard landing or of defects that occasioned a forced 

landing, the entry or entries made in the relevant logbook or books in respect of such repairs must state that 

they were so required and must identify the forced or hard landing in question. 

 

43.01.7    Maintenance of logbooks 

 

The logbooks referred to in regulation 43.01.3(1) must be kept up to date and maintained in a legible and 

permanent manner and in accordance with the "Instructions for use" in the logbook. 

 

 

43.01.8    Loss of logbooks 

 

(1)   When the registered owner of an aircraft reports the loss of a logbook currently in use, a request to 

open a substitute logbook must be made in writing to the Executive Director accompanied by affidavit 

detailing the circumstances of the loss and containing appropriate data for the purpose of reconstructing the 

logbook. 
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(2)   When the Executive Director approves the opening of a substitute logbook, the relevant 

authorisation must be made a permanent part of that logbook. 

 

(3)   The procedure to be followed for the opening of a substitute logbook is prescribed in NAM-CATS 

43. 

 

(4)   When a logbook has been lost, the relevant certificate of airworthiness or authority to fly is 

considered invalid until such time that all the requirements for the opening of a substitute logbook have 

been met. 

 

43.01.9    Repeal Of Existing Regulations 

 

Subject to the provisions of Part 183, regulation Part 43 of the 2001 Namibian Civil Aviations Regulations 

as amended are hereby repealed.

(1)  Every type certificated aircraft on the Namibian Civil Aircraft Register must be maintained according 

to an approved aircraft maintenance programme, including the maintenance schedule as prescribed in 

regulation 43.02.8. 

 

(2)  The owner or operator of an aircraft must draw up, or have drawn up a maintenance programme 

including the maintenance schedule for his or her aircraft in accordance with the provisions of technical 

standard 43.02.8 in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

(3)  The owner, operator or the responsible aircraft maintenance organisation must submit the proposed 

maintenance programme, including the maintenance schedule to the Executive Director for approval. 

 

(4)  Provided the proposed maintenance programme, including the maintenance schedule meet all the 

requirements of technical standard 43.02.8, the Executive Director must approve the proposed aircraft 

maintenance programme, including the maintenance schedule either as submitted or as amended by him or 

her in the interest of aviation safety. 

 

(5)  The owner or operator may request the Executive Director for a permanent or temporary amendment to 

the approved aircraft maintenance programme. 

 

43.02.2    Persons to carry out maintenance 

 

(1)   Subject to the provisions of sub-regulations (2) and (3), no person may carry out maintenance on a 

type certificated aircraft or aircraft component unless such person ï 

 

(a) is the holder of a current aircraft maintenance engineer licence with an 

appropriate category and rating issued in terms of Part 66; or 

(b) carries out maintenance under the direct supervision of the holder of an aircraft 

maintenance engineer licence with an appropriate rating issued in terms of Part 

66; or 

(c) is authorised by the holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with 

an appropriate rating issued in terms of Part 145, to carry out maintenance 

within the scope of such approval. or 
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(d)  for maintenance performed outside of Namibia, holds an appropriate current 

maintenance engineer licence or approval issued under the authority of an ICAO 

Contracting State for the type of aircraft or component;  

(2)   The holder of a current pilot licence with an appropriate type rating for the aircraft  issued in terms 

of Part 61 or Part 62 may carry out the maintenance as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43 if ï 

 

     (a) such holder is the owner or operator of the aircraft and is appropriately trained; 

and 

 (b) the aircraft is used for non-commercial operations. 

 

 (c)  A person who does not meet the requirements of paragraph (1) may perform 

maintenance on a glider or glider component if the personð  

(i) is authorised by a gliding organisation to perform maintenance on a glider or 

glider component; or  

(ii) performs the maintenance under the direct supervision of a person who is 

authorised by a gliding organisation to perform maintenance on a glider or glider 

component.  

(3)   The routine maintenance, programmed inspections, structural integrity inspections, overhaul, 

modification, major repairs and structural repairs on aeroplanes with a maximum certificated mass in 

excess of 5700 kg or on helicopters with a maximum certificated mass in excess of 3 175 kg must be 

undertaken and certified by an appropriately rated approved Aircraft Maintenance Organisation only. 

 

(4)  A person must not perform maintenance on an aircraft that has a special categoryðexhibition 

airworthiness certificate or special categoryðlimited airworthiness certificate unless the person is 

appropriately trained and is authorised by the principal provider of maintenance services named in the 

operator statement required for the aircraft by rule 47.55(c).  

 

43.02.3    Carrying out of maintenance 

 

Any person who carries out maintenance on an aircraft or aircraft component must ï 

 

(a) have available adequate accommodation and facilities for the necessary disassembly, 

proper inspection and re-assembly of the aircraft or aircraft component and be familiar 

with the maintenance actions required for the continued airworthiness of the aircraft or 

component; and 

(b) use methods, techniques and practices which are ï 

 

(i) prescribed in the current manufacturer's maintenance manual or in any 

instructions for safe operation and continued airworthiness issued for the aircraft 

or component; 

(ii)  in accordance with the approved maintenance programme, including the 

maintenance schedule for the aircraft; 

(iii)  in accordance with Document NAM-CATS 43; or 

(iv) equivalent methods, techniques, and practices that are acceptable to the 

Executive Director; and approved by the Executive Director; 

(c) use the tools, equipment and test apparatus necessary to ensure that the maintenance is 

carried out in accordance with the appropriate manufacturer's requirements or standard 

practices approved by the Executive Director; and 
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(d) use the tools, equipment, and test equipment necessary to ensure completion of the work 

in accordance with paragraph (b); and  

(e)  use the test equipment recommended by the manufacturer, or equivalent test 

equipment that provides the same capability for the person conducting the test to 

ensure that the component being tested is in an airworthy condition; and  

(f)  if specified in the maintenance procedures, use the special test equipment 

recommended by the manufacturer or equivalent test equipment that is acceptable to 

the Executive Director; and  

(g)  perform the maintenance so as to ensure that the aircraft or component meets every 

applicable airworthiness requirement; and  

 

(h) on completion of the maintenance, ensure that the condition of the aircraft or aircraft 

component is satisfactory for release to service and is at least equal to its original or 

properly modified condition with regard to ï 

(i) aerodynamic function; 

(ii)  structural strength; 

(iii)  resistance to vibration and deterioration; and 

(iv) other qualities affecting airworthiness; 

   (i)  on completion of the maintenance, ensure that the aircraft or component complies with 

the applicable certification requirements for aircraft noise and engine emission; and  

 

   (j)  not perform the maintenance unless he or she has been relieved from the performance of 

maintenance on an aircraft or component forð 

(i)  a period of at least 8 consecutive hours in the 24-hour period immediately before 

the maintenance is performed; and  

(ii)  at least 4 periods of at least 24 consecutive hours each in the 30-day period 

immediately before the maintenance is performed.  

(k) if maintenance is carried out on an aircraft operated under an operating certificate, carry 

out such maintenance in accordance with the operator's approved maintenance control 

manual (MCM). The format and requirements for an MCM are prescribed in Document 

NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.02.4    Rectification of unsatisfactory items 

 

(1)   When during any maintenance or at any other time any part, product, component, equipment or 

item is found to be unserviceable or is unlikely to remain serviceable under normal operating conditions 

during the period preceding the next inspection, such rectification action as considered necessary must be 

taken to ensure the continued serviceability of the part, component or item or its replacement with a 

serviceable part, component or item prior to releasing the aircraft to service. 

 

(2)   Deferred defects must be transferred from the flight folio onto a work sheet. Any maintenance 

carried out to restore the serviceability of any part, component, equipment or item must be clearly recorded 

in the relevant logbook or other approved recording system, and be certified by an appropriately rated 

licence or approval holder prior to releasing the aircraft to service. 
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(3)   The person certifying the entry referred to in sub-regulation (2) must furthermore certify in the 

relevant flight folio that the deferred defect has been rectified, and he or she must date and sign the entry 

accordingly. 

 

43.02.5    Overhaul, repair and substitution of major components 

 

(1)   Unless the Executive Director has approved in writing, an aircraft and its components and 

installed equipment must be overhauled or substituted at such times as recommended or specified by its 

manufacturer. 

 

(2)   Overhaul of a Class I or Class II product and repairs to the primary structure of an aircraft, its 

engine(s) or propeller(s) must be undertaken by an appropriately rated approved aircraft maintenance 

organisation only. 

 

(3)   The procedure for reinstating the validity of a certificate of airworthiness deemed suspended when 

an aircraft is involved in an accident or incident that renders one or more Class I products defective is 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

(4)   The requirements for the overhaul of components and equipment installed on an aircraft and of 

engines and propellers are those prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

(5)   Where the Executive Director has approved a time between overhaul (TBO) that differs from that 

recommended or specified by the manufacturer, such TBO must be specified in the aircraft's approved 

maintenance programme. Furthermore, where a manufacturer has not recommended or specified the 

overhaul of an item at certain times but where the Executive Director considers its overhaul at certain 

intervals necessary in the interest of safety, he or she may prescribe in writing a time between overhaul for 

such item in the aircraft's approved maintenance programme. 

 

(6)   The requirements for the substitution of products, components and parts with new or overhauled 

items are those prescribed in Documents NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.02.6    Maintenance for IFR operations 

 

Any person who carries out an inspection or maintenance on equipment required for communication 

navigation and surveillance in an aircraft to be used under IFR must carry out the inspection as prescribed 

in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.02.7    Mass and balance 

 

(1)   Except with the written permission of the Executive Director, no person may operate any 

Namibian registered aircraft unless its current empty mass has been established by means of a mass meter 

and its centre of gravity computed within the preceding five years. 

 

(2)   Whenever alterations are made which could influence an aircraft's empty mass or its centre of 

gravity, the mass and balance data must be amended. 

 

(3)   An aircraft's empty mass must be established by means of computation or by means of a mass 

meter by an appropriately approved aircraft maintenance organisation or a person acceptable to the 

Executive Director. The aircraft's new centre of gravity must be computed thereafter.  

 

(4)   The mass meter to be used must, within the periods of 12 months immediately preceding the date 

of determination of the aircraft's empty mass have been tested by the Namibian  Standards Institute or a 

similar body acceptable to the Executive Director. 
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(5)   The mass and centre of gravity data, as supplied by the manufacturer in respect of new aircraft, 

shall be acceptable for the purpose of this regulation for the first five-year period, provided that the empty 

mass was established by means of a mass meter. 

 

(6)   For the purpose of this regulation, the empty mass of an aircraft (as ascertained when the mass was 

last determined or computed) shall be the mass of the aircraft and its powerplant(s), including any engine 

coolant, unusable fuel, total oil, total hydraulic fluid, any fixed ballast, and all items of fixed equipment. 

 

(7)   Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding sub-regulations, the Executive Director may at 

any time, when he or she deems it necessary in the interest of public safety, require the mass of any aircraft 

to be established by means of a mass meter or its centre of gravity to be computed. 

 

(8)   The procedure to establish mass and the form on which the results of balance computations must 

be recorded is prescribed in the Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.02.8    Mandatory inspections 

 

(1)   Mandatory tests and inspections must be carried in accordance with the approved maintenance 

programme for a particular aircraft at the prescribed times or intervals. 

 

(2)   Mandatory inspections include ï 

 

(a) for aeroplanes with a maximum certificated mass of 5 700 kg or less or a 

maximum approved passenger seating configuration of not more than 9 seats, and 

for helicopters with a maximum certificated mass of 3 175 kg or a maximum 

approved passenger seating configuration of not more than 9 seats, either ï 

 

(i) a mandatory periodic inspection; or 

(ii)  inspections in accordance with an approved progressive inspection 

programme; 

  

(b) for any aircraft, other than those referred to in paragraph (a), the approved 

maintenance programme, including the maintenance schedule for the particular 

category and type of aircraft at the intervals prescribed by the programme. 

 

(3)   An aircraft referred to in sub-regulation (2)(a)(i) that has not accumulated 100 hours within 12 

months since its last inspection must undergo a mandatory periodic inspection before it is being released to 

service. 

 

(4)   An aircraft referred to in sub-regulation (2) (a) (ii) that has not completed its progressive 

inspection programme within the period specified by the manufacturer or the Executive Director must 

undergo the remainder of the progressive inspection programme before it is being released to service. 

 

(5)   The maintenance programmes referred to in sub-regulation (1) are defined in Document NAM-

CATS 43. 

 

43.02.9    Air Speed Indicator and Altimeter system tests and inspections 

 

Any person who carries out air speed indicator and altimeter system tests and inspections must ï 

(a) perform the tests and inspections as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43; and 

(b) for the altimeter tests, record on the altimeter case, the date on which and maximum 

altitude to which the altimeter has been tested. 
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43.02.10    ATC transponder tests and inspections 

 

Any person who carries out ATC transponder tests and inspections must perform the tests and inspections 

as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.02.11    Emergency locator beacon tests and inspections 

 

Any person who carries out emergency locator beacon tests and inspections must perform the tests and 

inspections as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.02.12    Inspection requirements 

 

Any person who carries out an inspection must ï 

 

(a) carry out the inspection so as to determine that the aircraft or aircraft component 

under inspection, complies with all appropriate airworthiness requirements prescribed 

in Part 21 ; and 

(b) if carrying out a mandatory periodic inspection, progressive inspection or scheduled 

inspection, use a checklist, which includes the scope and detail of the tests and 

inspections, referred to in regulation 43.02.8. 

 

 

43.02.13    Non-destructive testing 

 

Any person performing maintenance on an aircraft or aircraft component where the applicable maintenance 

data requires a non-destructive test using fluorescent penetrant, magnetic particle, eddy current, ultrasonic 

or radiography methods mustð  

 

(a) be a holder of a certificate appropriate to the technique being used and to the level of 

qualification required, as specified in Document NAM-CATS 43, or an equivalent 

certificate approved by the Executive Director; 

(b)  perform the non-destructive test using appropriate methods, techniques and standard 

practices, as specified in Document NAM-CATS 43; and 

(c) use test equipment necessary to ensure that the non-destructive test is performed in 

accordance with the appropriate manufacturer's requirements. 

 

43.02.14    Ai rworthiness limitations 

 

Any person who carries out maintenance specified in the airworthiness limitations section of a 

manufacturer's maintenance manual, or any instructions for safe operation and continued airworthiness, 

must carry out the maintenance in accordance with that section. 

 

43.02.15    Modifications and Repair 

 

(1)   No person may, without the prior written approval of the Executive Director, carry out any 

modifications to a type certificated aircraft, including changes to equipment or the installation thereof, 

which affect, or are likely to affect, the serviceability of the aircraft, or the safety of its occupants or of any 

other persons or property. 

 

 

(2)   Before the approval of the Executive Director is considered for a modification as referred to in 

sub-regulation (1), the owner of the aircraft, or any other person who applies for the modification, must ï 
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(a) furnish the Executive Director with such information, acceptable technical data, 

calculations, reports on tests, drawings or wiring diagrams relating to the design, 

and proof of effectiveness or airworthiness of such modification, as the 

Executive Director may require; and 

 

(b)  The applicant must ensure that every modification and repair to an aircraft 

conforms to a design change approved in accordance with acceptable technical 

data interms of Annex E for the aircraft type; and  

 

(c) pay the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187. 

 

(3)   Modifications as may from time to time be recommended by the manufacturer of the type of 

aircraft or equipment concerned, may be carried out in accordance with the said manufacturer's 

recommendations provided that they are submitted to, and approved by, the Executive Director prior to the 

commencement of such modifications. 

 

(4) No person may, without the prior written approval of the Executive Director, carry out any major 

repairs to a type certificated aircraft which affect, or are likely to affect, the serviceability of the aircraft, or 

the safety of its occupants or of any other persons or property. The definition of major repairs is as 

prescribed in NAMCATS 43.  

 

(5)  Before the approval of the Executive Director is considered for a major repair as referred to in 

sub-regulation (4), the owner of the aircraft, or any other person who applies for the major repair, must 

furnish the Executive Director with such information, acceptable technical data,  the documents 

encompassing the Instructions for Continuing Airworthiness (ICA) such as, but not limited to, maintenance 

manuals, servicing instructions, overhaul manuals, and repair manuals containing  adequate maintenance 

procedures that are recognized by the Executive Director  as either approved or acceptable for purposes of 

accomplishing repairs to aircraft. For example, a structural repair manual (SRM) contains several State of 

Design approved repair schemes for typical damages or structural failures that can be readily applied by an 

operator,without the need for obtaining prior approval of the Executive Director .  

 

(6)    Where the repair action specifically requires designing a repair scheme, the repair design must be 

approved by the Executive Director .  

 

(7) All changes to Life limited components limits must be incorporated in the maintenance 

programme following the design repair approval. 

  

(8)     An unapproved modification or major repair design renders a certificate of  airworthiness invalid. 

(9)    An application for the approval of a repair design should be submitted in a form and manner 

prescribed by the Executive Director. Information to be submitted on the proposed repair should include, as 

a minimum, the following: 

a)  the name and address of the applicant; 

b)  the make and model of the affected aeronautical product (registration 

and/or serial number) and its type certificate number (or approval 

reference); 

c)  the title, detailed description, and purpose of the repair design; 

d)  the proposed airworthiness standards to which the proposed repair is 

intended to show compliance with, including the identification of any 

impact on approved airworthiness limitations contained in the ICA for 

the affected aeronautical product; 
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e)  documentation and/or substantiating data of the repair design; and 

f)  For a foreign applicant, evidence of prior approval by the State that has 

jurisdiction over the individual or organization responsible for the 

repair design. 

43.02.16    Test flights 

 

(1)   After any major repair or major modification to an aircraft, test flights must, if     required by the 

Executive Director, be carried out in the aircraft under such conditions and in the manner as prescribed in 

the NAM-CATS 43. 

 

(2)     Only essential crew may be carried aboard any aircraft undergoing a test flight. 

 

43.02.17    Temporary and permanent repairs after accidents or incidents 

 

(1)   Any repair to an aircraft or aircraft component, which has been damaged after an accident or an 

incident, must be carried out in accordance with the requirements as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 

43. 

 

(2)   Following the permanent repair of an aircraft that has been involved in an accident, as defined in 

paragraph (b) of the definition of 'accident' in Part 1 of these Regulations, the aircraft must be inspected by 

an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person of the Civil Aviation Authority, or another person 

specifically appointed for the purpose in writing by the Executive Director, before it is released to service. 

 

(3)   The maintenance organisation or repair facility that carried out the repair must pay the applicable 

inspection fees as prescribed in Part 187. 

 

43.02.18    Aircraft compass requirements  

 

Any compass fitted to an aircraft must be swung and maintained in accordance with the requirements as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.02.19    Extended diversion time operations (EDTO) 

 

The additional maintenance requirements for twin-engine turbine aeroplanes certified for extended-

diversion time operations are prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.02.20   RVSM Operations 

 

The additional maintenance requirements for aircraft holding an RVSM approval certificate must be as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.02.21    Aircraft withdrawn from service for storage  

 

 (1)  Aircraft withdrawn from service for storage must meet the preservation instructions of the 

aircraft's manufacturer as prescribed in the relevant maintenance manuals, service bulletins, service letters 

or service instructions for the inoperative period.  

 

(2) Before such an aircraft is returned to service, any prescribed maintenance must be carried out prior 

to release to service. 

 

43.02.22    Suspected unapproved (bogus) parts 

 

Any Class I, Class II or Class III part, component or product, whether new or previously used, for which no 

historical records are available or traceable, or for which the available records do not confirm that they 
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have been approved by a responsible aviation authority, must be considered to be unserviceable and may 

not be fitted to any type-certificated aircraft. 

 

43.02.23  Maintenance required under Part 145  

(1)  A person must not (except under the authority of a maintenance organisation certificate issued by 

the Executive Director under the Act and Part 145) perform maintenance on, or certify for release-to-

service,ð  

 

(a)  an aircraft that has a MCTOW of more than 5700 kg or less than 5700kg  if the aircraft is 

used to performð  

(i)  air operations under the authority of an air operator certificate issued by the 

Executive Director under the Act and Part 121, 127, 135; or  

(b)  a component fitted or intended to be fitted to an aircraft referred to in paragraph (a).  

(2)  Except as provided in paragraph (3), a person must not (except under the authority of a 

maintenance organisation certificate issued by the Executive Director under the Act and Part 145) perform 

any of the following kinds of maintenance on an aircraft or component, or certify the aircraft or component 

for release-to-service after the maintenance:  

(a)  overhaul of a component:  

(b)  maintenance on an aircraft or component if the relevant instructions for 

continued airworthiness require the use of a jig that is approved or certified by 

the manufacturer or that is approved by the Executive Director: 

(c)  maintenance on a component if the maintenance involves the disturbance of any 

part of the component that is supplied as a bench tested unit, except ifð  

(i)  the disturbance is for the replacement or adjustment of a part normally 

replaceable or adjustable in service; and  

(ii)  subsequent functioning of the part disturbed can be demonstrated 

without the use of test apparatus that is additional to the test apparatus 

used for normal functioning checks:  

(d)  maintenance on an aircraft engine if the maintenance involvesð  

(i)  dismantling and reassembly of a piston engine, except where the 

dismantling and reassembly is to obtain access to the piston or cylinder 

assembly; or  

(ii)  dismantling and reassembly of a main casing or main rotating assembly 

of a turbine engine, except if the dismantling and reassembly is for the 

replacement of a main casing or rotating assembly and the instructions 

for continued airworthiness for the engine provides instructions for the 

replacement, and the replacement of the main casing or rotating 

assembly of the engine is achieved solely by disconnecting the flanges 

of main casings; or  

(iii)  disturbance of reduction gear:  

(e)  aircraft propeller balancing other than in situ dynamic propeller balancing in 

accordance with the aircraft manufacturer's instructions: 
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(f)  maintenance on a helicopter if the maintenance involves the dismantling of any 

transmission gearbox, except if the dismantling is for separation of casings to 

obtain access for the purpose of internal inspection in accordance with the 

helicopter manufacturer's instructions. 

 

(3)  Paragraph (2) does not apply toð  

(a)  an aircraft that has a special category airworthiness certificate issued by the Executive 

Director under the Act and Part 21; or  

(b)  a microlight aircraft: or  

(c)  a glider or powered glider; or  

(d)  a hot air balloon.  

(e) any aircraft specified in regulation part 24.01.1 

43.02.24     Radio station tests and inspections  

Any person who carries out an inspection of an aircraft radio station must perform the tests and inspections 

as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

SUBPART 3: RECORDING OF MAINTENANCE  

 

43.03.1    Maintenance records 

 

(1)   Any person who carries out maintenance on an aircraft or aircraft component must record, on 

completion of the maintenance ï 

 

(a) details of the maintenance including, where applicable, the type of inspection 

and any approved technical data used; 

 

(b) for a mandatory periodic, progressive or scheduled inspection, whether a detailed 

inspection or routine inspection of the particular components or areas of the 

aircraft was carried out;  

 

(c) the serial numbers, if any, of components removed or fitted; 

 

(d) details of measurements or test results obtained, including the results of any 

ground or air tests; 

(e) for an air speed indicator or altimeter system pilot static test and inspection, the 

date on which, and maximum altitude to which the altimeter has been tested; 

 

(f) the date of completion of such maintenance; 

 

(g) the references to the documents used to carry out the maintenance and their 

revision status; 

 

(h) the name of the person completing such maintenance, if other than the person 

certifying the release to service; 

 

(i) the location and, if applicable, the name of the facility where such maintenance 

was carried out; and 
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(j) where such maintenance has been carried out as a consequence of the failure of 

any equipment, or damage caused by forced landing or accident, the reasons for 

carrying out the maintenance. 

 

(k) the references to the applicable release documentation. 

  

(l) the requirement for an operational flight check if the maintenance requires a 

flight check under rule 43.103(a)(4): 

 

(2)  The person who carries out the maintenance must ï 

 

(a) record the details referred to in sub-regulation (1) in the appropriate logbook or 

in a maintenance record approved by the Executive Director; 

 

(b) where worksheets or other associated maintenance records are used to document 

the details of the maintenance, make a reference to those records in the logbook, 

flight folio or in the maintenance record approved by the Executive Director. 

 

(3)   The manner for completion of logbooks, flight folios and maintenance records,  referred to in sub-

regulation (2), and the period for which such documents must be retained are prescribed in NAM-CATS 

43. 

 

43.03.2    Recording of overhaul 

 

No person may state in any maintenance document entry required by the Regulations, including a job card, 

logbook or a certificate of release to service, that an aircraft, airframe, engine or engine module, propeller, 

rotor, appliance or other aircraft component has been overhauled unless it has been ï 

 

(a) disassembled, cleaned, inspected, repaired as necessary, and reassembled, using 

methods, techniques and practices acceptable to the Executive Director; and 

 

(b) tested to the original tolerances and limits or to approved oversize or undersize 

dimensions in accordance with ï 

 

(i) current approved standards and technical data that have been developed and 

documented by the holder of a type certificate or supplemental type certificate 

issued in terms of Part 21 in a manual, airworthiness directive, service letter, 

service bulletin or other similar document declared mandatory by the 

Executive Director; or 

 

(ii)  other standards or technical data approved by the Executive Director. 

 

43.03.3    Recording of major repairs and modifications 

 

Any person who carries out a major repair or a major modification must, in addition to the entry referred to 

in regulation 43.03.1, record the repair or modification and process the certificate relating to the 

maintenance of the aircraft in the manner as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

 

43.03.4    Recording of inspection and certification 

 

(1)  Any inspection prescribed in regulation 43.02.8 must be recorded in the appropriate logbook(s) and 

mandatory inspections or any maintenance to an aircraft issued with a standard category certificate of 
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airworthiness must be certified by the holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with the 

appropriate ratings. 

   

(2)  Any aircraft on which the last mandatory inspection was certified by the holder of an aircraft 

maintenance engineer licence and for which the issue of a standard category certificate of airworthiness in 

terms of Part 21 is requested, must be inspected and certified by the holder of an appropriately-rated 

approved aircraft maintenance organisation. 

 

(3)  Any overhaul classed as mandatory for aircraft issued with a standard category certificate of 

airworthiness must be carried out at the times specified and be certified in the prescribed manner by an 

appropriately rated approved aircraft maintenance organisation only. 

 

(4)  Any additional work, performed during an inspection, must be recorded on a checklist and be certified 

in the relevant logbook(s) by the responsible aircraft maintenance engineer or by an authorised person in 

the aircraft maintenance organisation concerned. 

 

(5)  Records pertaining to life-limited or previously used parts must be available and traceable. Parts with 

no historical record must be considered to be unserviceable and such parts must not be fitted to an aircraft. 

 

43.03.5    Annual review of maintenance 

 

 (1) Any person who carries out and certifies an annual review of maintenance for an aircraft must 

enter ï 

 

(a) the inspection statement as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43, in the aircraft 

logbook or other technical record approved by the Executive Director; 

 

(b) his or her name, signature, licence or authorised number, and the date on the entry; 

and 

 

(c) in the appropriate section of the aircraft technical log, the date of the review. 

  

  (d)     in accordance with paragraph (c), enter the due date for the next annual review      

           of  maintenance in the technical log; and  

    (e)  forward a report of the annual review to the Executive Director in a form acceptable to 

the Executive Directorð 

 (i) within 7 days from the date of completing and certifying the review in accordance 

with paragraphs (1) ; or 

 

(ii)  if the review is not completed and certified in accordance with paragraphs (1), 

within 7 days from the expiry of the 30 day period specified in terms of  this 

regulation for completing the review.  

(2)  Except for instruments and equipment that are expressly permitted to be inoperative in accordance 

with the Civil Aviation Regulations, a person who performs an annual  review of maintenance for an 

aircraft may not certify the review as being complete unless every defect has been rectified and the aircraft 

certified for release-to-service in accordance with Subpart 4.  

(3)  The next annual review of maintenance must not be more than 1 year in terms of this regulation, 

afterð  

(a)  the date that the review is certified under paragraph (1); or  
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(b)  the beginning of the extension period if the due date for the review has been extended by 

the Executive Director.  

(4)  A person may perform a review of airworthiness on a glider ifð 

(a)  the person is authorised to perform a review of airworthiness on a glider by a gliding 

organisation; and  

(b)  the person has satisfactorily completed a course of instruction, including an examination, 

that is acceptable to the Executive Director, on the inspection of aircraft and components 

for conformity with the CARs.  

(5) Except as provided in paragraph (2), a person performing a review of maintenance,, required in 

terms of regulation 43.03.5, for an aircraft must, within the 30 day period immediately before certifying 

that the review has been completedð  

(a)  check that the aircraft conforms to its type certificate data sheet or equivalent type data 

that is acceptable to the Executive Director; and  

(b)  check that every instrument and item of equipment required under part 91 is fitted; and  

(ii)  record the aircraftôs total time-in-service in the technical log; and  

 

(c) check that since the last review of maintenance or inspection for the issue of an airworthiness 

certificateð  

 

(i)  every modification and repair has been correctly recorded and certified for 

release-to-service referencing the applicable technical data listed in Annex E to 

Part 43; and  

(ii)  all due maintenance specified in the applicable maintenance programme, 

including the maintenance schedule has been correctly recorded and certified for 

release-to-service; and  

(iii)  every airworthiness directive relevant to the aircraft type and its installed 

components has been assessed and certified as being óembodiedô, ófound 

embodiedô, or ónot applicableô, and if an airworthiness directive is repetitive, 

check that it is recorded in the repetitive section of the appropriate maintenance 

logbook; and  

(iv)  every defect recorded in the technical log has been rectified and the aircraft 

released to service or the defective instruments and equipment are recorded in 

the technical log, and placarded as inoperative if they are permitted to be 

inoperative under part  91 and  

(v)  every applicable release-to-service has been completed and certified in 

accordance with Subpart 4; and  

(vi)  the recorded mass and balance data reflects any changes to the aircraftôs mass 

and balance and that the recorded mass and balance data is within the published 

mass and balance limitations for the aircraft; and  

(vii)  the flight manual, including every applicable supplement is the current version 

for the aircraft in its existing state; and  
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(d)  check that the overhaul and finite life of each lifed component is recorded and is within 

the limits laid down in the applicable manufacturerôs document and, if practicable, verify 

serial numbers by physical inspection; and  

(e)  perform a general condition inspection of the aircraft. 

 

(6)  The requirements in paragraphs (1)(a) and (1)(d)(i) do not apply to an aircraft that has a special 

category airworthiness certificate issued under Subpart 8 of Part 21.  

(7)  The person performing the review of airworthiness must record any new defects identified during 

the review in the technical log and in the appropriate maintenance logbook.  

43.03.6    Installation of New Parts  

 (1)  No person may install a new part on an aeronautical product unless the part meets the standards of 

airworthiness applicable to the installation of new parts and, subject to subsections (2) and (3), has been 

certified under regulation Part 21. 

(2)  No certification referred to in subsection (1) is required where; 

(a)  a new part is a foreign-manufactured part that is certified pursuant to an agreement with 

the Authority which agreement provides for the acceptance of export airworthiness 

certification;  

(b)  a new part is a foreign-manufactured part that is obtained from a manufacturer holding a 

type design recognized by the Authority and the part is certified in accordance with the 

laws of the state of manufacture;  

(c)  a new part, whose accompanying documentation has been verified, has been inspected in 

accordance with the requirements of regulation Part 43;  

(d)   certificate of airworthiness in the owner-maintenance or amateur-built classification; or 

(e)  a part is made in accordance with Regulation Part 21. 

(3)  No certification referred to in subsection (1) is required in respect of a new part that bears 

markings identifying it as a part specified in the type design and that  

(a) is a standard part;  

(b) is a commercial part; 

(c)  is a part that was not originally designed and manufactured for aeronautical 

use but has been approved for use on the aeronautical product in the type 

design. 

43.03.7  Installation of Used Parts  

 (1)  No person may install a used part on an aeronautical product, other than aircraft that are operated 

under a special certificate of airworthiness in the owner-maintenance or amateur-built classification, unless 
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the part meets the standards of airworthiness that are applicable to the installation of used parts and are set 

out in regulation 43 -  

(a)  is an airworthy part that has been removed from an aircraft for immediate 

installation on another aircraft;  

(b)  is an airworthy part that has undergone maintenance for which a maintenance 

release has been signed pursuant to this regulation; or  

(c)  has been inspected and tested to ensure that the part conforms to its type design 

and is in a safe condition, and a maintenance release has been signed to that effect.  

(2)  If, under the terms of a loan agreement or an air operator parts pooling agreement, a used part has 

been obtained from a source not subject to these Regulations, no person may permit the part to remain in 

service for longer than 90 days unless specifically authorized by the Executive Director on receipt of 

documentation demonstrating that the part conforms to the applicable type design. 

 

43.03.8    Installation and Disposal of Life-limited Parts 

 (1)  No person may install a used life-limited part on an aeronautical product unless the part meets the 

standards of airworthiness applicable to the installation of life-limited parts and  

(a)  the technical history of the part  is available to show that the time in service 

authorized for that part in the type certificate governing the installation has not 

been exceeded; and  

(b)  the history referred to in paragraph (a) is incorporated into the technical record for 

the aeronautical product on which the part is installed.  

(2)  No person may install a used life-limited part in a place other than that from which it was removed 

unless the part is installed:   

(a)  in the same or in an identical position on another aeronautical product bearing the 

same part number as that from which the part was removed; or  

(b)  in conformity with the requirements in respect of technical data that have been 

approved or the use of which has been approved.  

(3)  When a life-limited part has reached the time in service authorized in its type design, the part must 

be   

(a)  rendered unusable; or  

(b)  clearly identified as not airworthy and kept segregated from airworthy parts; or; 

(c)    disposed of in such a way as to prevent mis-use by any other person..  
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43.03.9  Certifying Conformity following Major Modification or Major Repair  

This subpart prescribes rules governing the certification of an aircraft, that is issued with a standard or 

restricted category airworthiness certificate under subpart 8 of Part 21, for conformity with acceptable 

technical data following major modifications or major repairs.  

43.03.10  Persons to certify conformity  

(1)  A person must not certify that an aircraft or component conforms to acceptable technical data 

following a major modification or a major repair unless that personð  

 (a)  holds an authorisation, issued by the holder of a maintenance organisation certificate 

issued in accordance with Part 145, to certify conformity of the aircraft or component; or 

(b)  is authorised by the manufacturer of the aircraft or component to certify conformity of the 

aircraft or component.  

(2)  Notwithstanding paragraph (1), a person may certify that a glider or glider component conforms to 

acceptable technical data following a major modification or a major repair if that personð  

(a)  is authorised by a gliding organisation to certify conformity of gliders and glider 

components; and  

(b)  has attended a course of instruction and passed an examination on the inspection of 

gliders and glider components that is acceptable to the Executive Director . 

 

43.03.11  Certifying requirements  

 

Each person certifying conformity of an aircraft or aircraft component following a major modification or a 

major repair must, before certifying to that effect, ensure that the modification or repair conforms to the 

applicable technical data acceptable to, or approved by, the Executive Director.  

 

43.03.12  Certification  

 

(1)  Except as provided by paragraph (2), each person who certifies that an aircraft or aircraft 

component conforms to the applicable technical data required by 43.03.11 following a major modification 

or a major repair, in addition to the entry referred to in regulation 43.03.1, must complete the necessary 

maintenance record in the logbook and process the certificate relating to the maintenance of the aircraft in 

the manner as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43. 

(2) The person certifying that an aircraft or aircraft component conforms to the applicable technical 

data required by 43.03.11 must provide to the holder of the certificate of registration for the aircraft with 

the copy of the completed record. 

 

(3)  Each person who certifies conformity must forward a copy of the completed record to the 

Executive Director within seven days of the completion of the certification 

  

 

SUBPART 4: RELEASE TO SERVICE 

 

43.04.1   Persons to certify release to service 

 

(1)   No person may certify an aircraft or aircraft component for release to service after maintenance 

unless such person ï 
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(a) is the holder of an aircraft maintenance engineer licence with an appropriate 

rating issued in terms of Part 66; 

(b) is authorised by the holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with 

an appropriate rating issued in terms of Part 145, to certify maintenance within 

the scope of such approval; 

(c) is authorised by the Executive Director to certify an aircraft or aircraft 

component for release to service; or 

(d) for maintenance carried out outside Namibia, holds a licence or equivalent 

authorisation issued by an appropriate authority acceptable to the Executive 

Director, for the type of aircraft or aircraft component. 

 

(2)   The holder of a pilot licence with an appropriate type rating issued in terms of Part 61 or Part 62 

may certify maintenance which has been carried out in accordance with the conditions referred to in 

regulation 43.02.2(2). 

 

43.04.2    Requirements for certifying release to service 

 

 (1)  No person may certify an aircraft or aircraft component for release to service after  

maintenance unless ï  

 

  (a) such maintenance has been carried out in accordance with the provisions of this 

Part. and. 

 

  

(b)  the person meets the requirements of rule 43.04.1, and  

(c) in respect of that maintenance, the aircraft or component is fit for release-to-

service; and  

(d) if the aircraft has undergone maintenance that may have appreciably affected the 

flight characteristics or operation of the aircraft,ð  

(i)  a satisfactory operational flight check has been carried out and the 

completion of the flight check is recorded in the aircraft maintenance 

logbook or worksheet, and the technical log; or  

(ii)  ground tests, inspections, or both, show conclusively that the 

maintenance has not appreciably changed the flight characteristics or 

substantially affected the flight operation of the aircraft and details of 

the ground tests and inspections, as the case may be, have been 

recorded in the aircraft maintenance logbook or worksheet; or  

(iii)  the release-to-service is for the purpose of performing the operational 

flight check required under paragraph (1)(d)(i). 

(2)  A person must not certify an aircraft or component for release-to-service after the performance of 

a major modification or a major repair unlessð 

(a)  the person meets the requirements of rule 43.04.1; and  

(b)  the major modification or major repair has been certified for 

conformity with acceptable technical data in accordance with 

regulations 43.02.15 (2) (a) and NAMCATs 43, Annex E   ; and  

(c)  in respect of that major modification or major repair, the aircraft or 

component is fit for release-to-service; and  
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(d)  if the acceptable technical data under paragraph (2)(b) includes changes 

to the operating limitations or flight data in the flight manual, the 

changes have been incorporated into the flight manual.  

(3)  The person responsible for certifying an aircraft for release-to-service under paragraph (1)(d)(iii) 

for the purpose of an operational flight check must record in the aircraft maintenance logbook or 

worksheet, and the technical log ð  

(a)  the following statement of release-to-service: In respect of the 

recorded work, the aircraft is released-to-service for an operational 

flight check only; and  

(b)  adjacent to the statement of release-to-serviceð  

(i)  the personôs name; and  

(ii)  the personôs signature except if the maintenance logbook or 

worksheet is in electronic format; and  

(iii)  the personôs licence, approval, or authorisation number; and  

(iv)  the date of entry. 

 

43.04.3    Validity of a certificate of release to service 

 

(1)   A certificate of release to service for an aircraft may be validated for a period not exceeding 12 

months or 100 hours of flight time, whichever comes first, or such other time as approved in the 

progressive inspection programme referred to in regulation 43.02.8(2)(a)(ii). 

 

(2)   When a certificate of airworthiness becomes invalid due to an aircraft sustaining a defect not 

affecting the primary structure, the validity of the certificate is restored when the defect has been rectified 

and the necessary certification has been made. 

 

(3)   When a certificate of airworthiness becomes invalid due to an aircraft sustaining a serious defect 

in an accident or incident that affects the serviceability of a Class I product, the certificate of release to 

service must be invalidated. 

 

43.04.4    Certifying after inspection 

 

Any person who certifies an aircraft or aircraft component for release to service after carrying out an 

inspection must enter in the appropriate logbook or other maintenance record approved by the Executive 

Director ï 

 

(a) the statement as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43; and 

(b) his or her signature, licence or authorisation number and the date of the entry. 

 

43.04.5    Certifying after maintenance 

 

(1)   Any person who certifies an aircraft or aircraft component for release to service after maintenance 

shall enter in the appropriate logbook or other maintenance record approved by the Executive Director ï 

 

(a) the statement as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43; and 

(b) his or her name, signature, licence or authorisation number and the date of the 

entry. 

 

(2)   If components are not installed on, or allocated to an aircraft, the person certifying release to 

service shall certify the release to service on the appropriate form as prescribed by the Executive Director. 
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43.04.6    Discrepancies 

 

Any person who carries out an inspection and who does not release the aircraft or aircraft component to 

service must ï 

 

(a) provide the owner or operator with a signed and dated list of the discrepancies, 

including any equipment which is marked "inoperative" in terms of paragraph (c); 

 

(b) if such person is satisfied that the aircraft ï 

 

(i) is not airworthy; or 

(ii)  does not comply with the applicable type certificate data, airworthiness 

directives or other approved data upon which the airworthiness of such aircraft 

depends; 

  

  (c) for those items, which appear to be imperative, place a label on each inoperative 

instrument and the cockpit controls of each item of inoperative equipment, marking 

each item "inoperative"; 

  

(d) enter the date of entry, his or her name, signature, licence or authorisation number and 

the appropriate statement, as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 43, in the 

appropriate logbook or flight folio. 

 

43.04.7    Flight manual data 

 

If the approved data for a repair or modification to an aircraft or aircraft component include changes to the 

operating limitations or flight data in the aircraft flight manual, the person certifying release to service may 

not certify the release to service until the changes have been incorporated into the flight manual. 

 

43.04.8    Duplicate inspection of controls 

 

(1)   No person may certify an aircraft component for release to service after the initial assembly, 

subsequent disturbance or adjustment of any part of an aircraft or component control system unless ï 

 

(a) the applicable requirements of Subpart 4 have been complied with; and  

 

(b) a duplicate safety inspection of the control system of the aircraft or the 

component, as the case may be has been carried out and functions correctly; and 

  (c) in respect of the maintenance that has been carried out, the control system is 

assembled correctly and every required locking mechanism is in place; and  

(d) the duplicate safety inspection is recorded and certified in the appropriate 

logbook, or other maintenance record approved by the Executive Director. 

 

(2)   A duplicate safety inspection authorised in terms of sub-regulation (1), must consist of ï 

 

(a) an inspection by a person referred to in regulation 43.04.1 to certify the aircraft 

or component for release to service of the control system after maintenance; and 

 

(b) a second inspection carried out by another person who is nominated by the  

person referred to in regulation 43.04.1 and has adequate training, knowledge 

and experience to carry out the safety inspection and who holds- 
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(i)  a current aircraft maintenance engineer licence issued in accordance 

with Part 66; or  

(ii)  a current certificate of maintenance approval issued in accordance with 

Part 66; or  

(iii)  a current pilot licence with a rating on the aircraft type issued in 

accordance with Part 61; or 

 

(iv)  a current authorisation issued by the holder of a maintenance 

organisation certificate issued in accordance with Part 145 to certify 

maintenance within the scope of such approval; or  

 

(v)  a current appropriate maintenance engineer licence or approval issued 

under the appropriate authority of an ICAO Contracting State.. 

 

43.04.9    Ground running checks - reciprocating engines 

 

No person may certify a reciprocating engine-powered aircraft for release to service after a mandatory 

inspection unless such person ensures that ï 

 

(a) a ground run of the aircraft engine has been carried out to determine satisfactory 

performance, in accordance with the manufacturer's recommendations, for ï 

 

(i) the power output (static and idle RPM); 

(ii)  the ignition system; 

(iii)  the fuel and oil pressure; and  

(iv) the cylinder or coolant temperature, and oil temperature; and 

  

(b) the ambient conditions of temperature and atmospheric pressure and details of the 

results are recorded ï 

 

(i) in the appropriate engine or aircraft logbook; and  

(ii)  in the maintenance record. 

 

43.04.10    Ground running checks - turbine engine 

 

No person may certify a turbine engine-powered aircraft for release to service after a mandatory inspection 

unless such person ensures that ï 

 

(a) a ground run of the aircraft engine has been carried out to determine satisfactory 

performance, in accordance with the manufacturer's recommendations; 

 

(b) the ambient conditions of temperature and atmospheric pressure and details of the 

results are recorded; 

 

(c) the engine parameters are recorded in accordance with the manufacturer's 

recommendations ï 

 

(i) in the appropriate engine or aircraft logbook; or 

(ii)  in the maintenance record. 
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43.04.11    Flight folio completion 

 

  (a)  No person may certify an aircraft or aircraft component for release to service in 

an aircraft flight folio unless each applicable section of the flight folio has been 

completed.  

 

(b)  This includes the section where any rectification of deferred defects must be 

recorded. 

 

43.04.12  Engine performance checks 

No person may certify an aircraft for release-to-service after the following maintenance activities unless an 

engine performance check has been performed in accordance with the aircraft manufacturerôs 

recommendations:  

(a)  a 100-hour, or equivalent inspection carried out in accordance with the aircraft 

manufacturerôs maintenance schedule:  

(b)  an engine change:  

(c)  a propeller change:  

(d)  any other maintenance if the aircraft manufacturer recommends an engine performance 

check after the maintenance.  

SUBPART 5: MAINTENANCE FOR SPECIAL CATEGORY AIRCRAFT  

 

43.05.1 Maintenance for Special Category Aircraft  

This subpart prescribes regulations, that are additional to, or exceptions from the requirements of Subparts 

2 and 4 for the maintenance of an aircraft that has a special category airworthiness certificate issued under 

Subpart 8 of Part 21.  

43.05.2 Performance of maintenance  

In addition to rule 43.03.14, a person performing maintenance in accordance with a maintenance 

programme, including the maintenance schedule required under regulation 43.02.1 on an aircraft that has a 

special category airworthiness certificate or a component fitted or intended to be fitted to an aircraft that 

has a special category airworthiness certificate mustð  

(a)  at the start of the maintenance programme, including the maintenance schedule, inspect 

the aircraft for any defect or configuration anomalies which would be unlikely to be 

detected by the inspections required under paragraph (b); and  

(b)  after the initial inspection, conduct routine inspections and detailed inspections in 

accordance with the maintenance programme, including the maintenance schedule.  

43.05.3 Recording of overhaul  

(1)  In spite of regulation 43.03.2, and subject to paragraph (2), a person may state in an appropriate 

maintenance document for an aircraft that has a special category airworthiness certificate that an airframe, 

engine, propeller, or component of the aircraft has been overhauled if it has been disassembled, cleaned, 

inspected, repaired as necessary, reassembled, and tested using methods and techniques documentedð  

(a)  by the aircraft or component manufacturer; or  
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(b)  by a military authority to standards acceptable to the Executive Director.  

(2)  For an aircraft that has a special categoryðexhibition airworthiness certificate or a special 

categoryðlimited airworthiness certificate, the methods and techniques required by paragraphs (1)(a) and 

(1)(b) must be specified in the maintenance programme, including the maintenance schedule required under 

regulation 43.02.1 . 

43.05.4 Maintenance records  

(1) In spite of regulation 43.03.1 (1)(k), a person performing maintenance on an aircraft that has a 

special category airworthiness certificate must on completion of the maintenance, record the following 

references for any replacement part or componentð  

(a)  the origin of the part or component; and  

(b)  the source of the part or component; and  

(c)  documentation associated with the part or component; and  

(d)  the history of the part or component.

SUBPART 1:  GENERAL  

 

44.01.1  Falsification, reproduction or alteration of maintenance documents 

No person may make or cause to be made ï 

(a) any fraudulent or false entry in any record, which is required to be made, kept or used to show 

compliance with any requirements prescribed in this Part. 

(b) any reproduction or alteration for fraudulent purposes, of any record or report made in terms of the 

provisions of this Part. 

44.01.2    Logbooks 

 (1) Subject to the provisions of sub-regulation (2), the following logbooks must  be kept in respect of non-

type certificated aircraft registered in Namibia and other specified equipment for the purpose of recording 

therein the maintenance history of the equipment to which each relates: 
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(a) a single approved aircraft logbook. The logbook may also be used as the engine, propeller 

and airframe logbook; or 

(b) an approved logbook for ï 

  (i)  the aircraft airframe. 

  (ii)  the engine(s), one logbook per engine. 

(iii)  the propeller(s), one logbook per propeller. In the case of a fixed pitch propeller 

the airframe logbook may be used as the propeller logbook. 

(c) In the event that existing logbooks in accordance with paragraph (b), above, have been 

used, then the logbooks in accordance with paragraph (b), above, must continue to be 

used. 

(2)      Certain non-type certificated aircraft have been exempted from the provisions of sub-regulation (1) 

in terms of regulation 94.03.2. 

(3) (a)  Logbooks must  not be kept in the aircraft under any circumstances. 

 (b) It is the ownerôs responsibility to keep the logbooks in a safe place. 

(4)    All logbooks to be kept and maintained in terms of the preceding sub-regulations must be made 

available to an authorised officer, an inspector or an authorised person at all times for inspection. 

(5)   For an aircraft with an approved separate system as specified in its accepted maintenance schedule, for 

the purposes of component and major repair tracking, the logbook(s) must refer to  this system and must 

meet the requirements as prescribed for logbooks. 

(6)     The format of the logbook(s) must be as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 44. 

(7)   The logbook(s) required to be kept in accordance with this regulation must be preserved for a period of 

not less than six months from the date of destruction of the airframe, engine or propeller for which they 

were kept: Provided that the Executive Director, or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of 

Part 149, as the case may be, may prescribe a longer period in respect of the logbooks of an aircraft, its 

engine(s) or propeller(s) involved in an accident or incident. 

(8)   Logbook(s) may not be carried in the aircraft to which they relate. In the case where logbook(s) are 

needed for maintenance purposes and no other means of forwarding such logbook(s) are reasonably 

available, the logbook(s) are to be carried in the relevant aircraft. 

(9)    Entries in the logbook(s) required to be kept in accordance with sub-regulation (1) must be effected 

and signed by an appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved Person, rated in accordance with 

Subpart 4 of Part 66. 

(10) The logbook(s) referred to in sub-regulation (1) must be kept up to date and maintained in a legible 

and permanent manner and in accordance with the instructions for use as prescribed in Document NAM-

CATS 44. 

44.01.3   Loss of logbooks 
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 (1) When the registered owner of an aircraft reports the loss of a logbook currently in use, a request to 

open a substitute logbook must be made in writing to the Executive Director, or the organisation designated 

for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, accompanied by an affidavit which includes the 

last available logbook entries as signed by an appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved 

Person, rated in accordance with Subpart 4 of Part 66. 

(2)  Once the opening of a new logbook has been approved, the relevant authorisation must be made a 

permanent part of that logbook. 

(3)   The procedure to be followed for the opening of a substitute logbook is prescribed in NAM-CATS 44. 

(4)   When a logbook has been lost, the authority to fly is considered invalid until such time that all the 

requirements for the opening of a substitute logbook have been met. 

44.01.4   Persons to carry out maintenance 

 (1) A person may carry out maintenance on an amateur built aircraft or a production-built non-type 

certificated aircraft, or any component thereof, if such person ï 

(a) is appropriately rated or approved on type by the Executive Director or the organisation 

designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, to carry out 

maintenance; or 

(b) carries out the maintenance under the prescribed supervision of a person authorised by 

the Executive Director or by the organisation referred to in paragraph (a). A dual check of 

the maintenance carried out must be performed by a person referred to in sub-paragraph 

(a); or 

(c) is the owner of the aircraft provided that an appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or 

Approved Person, rated in accordance with Subpart 4 of Part 66, performs a dual check 

on the maintenance which was carried out; or 

(d) is an appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved Person, rated in accordance 

with Subpart 4 of Part 66. 

(2)            (a) Components and parts intended to be used on non-type certificated aircraft may be fabricated 

by a person or organisation not licensed in terms of Part 66 or Part 145. 

(b) The owner of the aircraft must provide the Executive Director, or the organisation 

designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, with evidence that the 

components or parts meet the minimum specification for the component or part as specified by the 

Original Equipment Manufacturer. 

(c) An appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved Person, rated in accordance 

with Subpart 4 of Part 66 must sign off the component or part in the appropriate logbook. 

44.01.5   Rectification of unsatisfactory items 

 (1) When during maintenance or at any other time any part, product, component, equipment or item is 

found to be unserviceable or is unlikely to remain serviceable under normal operating conditions during the 

period preceding the next inspection, such rectification action as considered necessary must be taken to 

ensure the continued serviceability of the part, component or item prior to releasing the aircraft to service.

(2) Any maintenance carried out to restore the serviceability of any part, component, equipment or item 

must be clearly recorded in the relevant logbook. 

(3) For the case when an unsatisfactory item cannot be rectified an entry must be made into the relevant 

logbook by an appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved Person, rated in accordance with 

Subpart 4 of Part 66, stating any limits to the serviceability of the aircraft. 

 

44.01.6   Annual inspections 

 (1)  A non-type certificated aircraft, specified in regulation 24.01.1(1) and classified in paragraphs (a) 

to (g) of regulation 24.01.1(2) must undergo an annual inspection no later than 365 days since the previous 

annual inspection, or an inspection equivalent to an annual inspection, was carried out. 

(2) The items to be inspected as part of an annual inspection are those listed in Document NAM-CATS 44 

for the particular type of aircraft, and must be incorporated in the Accepted Maintenance Schedule. 

(3) The annual inspection must be recorded in the aircraft logbook and certified by the organisation or 

person by whom, or under whose prescribed supervision, the annual inspection was carried out. 

(4) Within 30 days from the day that the annual inspection is completed, the annual inspection form, as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 44, must be completed and forwarded to the Executive Director or 

the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, together with the 

currency fee prescribed in regulation 24.02.8. 

(5) The inspection, prior to the issue of a proving flight authority and the inspection prior to the issue or 

reissuing of an authority to fly of an amateur-built or production-built aircraft, referred to in regulation 

24.02.2(5)(d), must be carried out by an appropriately rated Approved Person who may not be the owner of 

the aircraft, even if the owner is also an appropriately rated Approved Person. 

44.01.7   Periodic and other inspections 

 (1)  In addition to the annual inspection, referred to in regulation 44.01.6, the Executive Director  or 

the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, may prescribe 

additional periodic inspections for non-type certificated aircraft depending on the type of aircraft and its 

intended use. 

(2) A schedule, reflecting the periodic inspections prescribed in sub-regulation (1) must  be incorporated in 

the Accepted Maintenance Schedule, referred to in regulation 44.02.1 or regulation 44.03.1, as applicable. 

(3) In addition to the periodic inspections, referred to in sub-regulation (1), the Executive Director  or the 

organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, may prescribe any 

additional inspection of a non-type certificated aircraft if considered necessary in the interest of safety. The 

format of this prescription is in the form of a Mandatory Airworthiness Notice. 

44.01.8   Mandatory maintenance and inspections 

All special inspections and modifications prescribed by the Executive Director or the organisation 

designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, to detect and correct an unsafe 

condition of a non-type certificated aircraft are to be considered mandatory. 

44.01.9   Mass and balance 
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 (1) Except with the written permission of the Executive Director or the organisation designated for the 

purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, no person may operate a  non-type certificated aircraft 

registered in Namibia unless its current empty mass has been established by means of a suitable mass meter 

and its centre of gravity computed within the preceding five years as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 

44. 

(2)      (a) The empty mass and centre of gravity of an aircraft must be determined before any proving flight 

authorization will be issued by the Executive Director or the organisation designated for the 

purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be. 

(b)   The mass and centre of gravity data must be signed by an appropriately rated approved AMO, 

AME or Approved Person, rated in accordance with Subpart 4 of Part 66. 

(c)    The appropriate form is prescribed by the Executive Director. 

(3) The person who was responsible for establishing the mass and the computing of the centre of gravity of 

the aircraft must make an appropriate entry in the airframe logbook of the aircraft concerned. 

44.01.10  Modifications 

 (1)  A person may not carry out any modifications, including changes to equipment or the installation 

thereof, which affect, or are likely to affect, the serviceability of the aircraft, or the safety of its occupants 

or any other persons or property other than in compliance with the provisions of this Part.  In the case of- 

(a) a minor modification, as defined in Part 1, to ï 

(i)  an amateur built aircraft,a notification of the modification must be submitted to 

the Executive Director, or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms 

of Part 149, as the case may be, once the modification has been performed. 

(ii)  a production built aircraft, a notification of the modification must be submitted 

to the Executive Director or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms 

of Part 149, as the case may be, within 30 days of the modification being 

performed. All subsequent modifications are treated as an amendment to the 

build standard. 

(b) a major modification, as defined in Part 1, to amateur built and production built 

aircraft,an application for the approval of the modification and authority to fly, as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 44, must be submitted to the Executive Director or 

the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, 

before the modification has been performed. 

(2)  The application as specified in sub-regulation (1) must be accompanied by the appropriate fee as 

described in Part 187. 

(3)  All approved modifications must be entered into the appropriate logbook(s). 

(4)  An appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved Person, rated in accordance with 

Subpart 4 of Part 66 must sign in the appropriate logbook(s) that all procedures, as stated in the application 

for modification, were adhered to and that he or she is satisfied with the quality of the work which was 

carried out. 

44.01.11  Test flights   
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 (1)  After any major repair or major modification to an aircraft, which may affect the flight 

characteristics, serviceability or safety, test flights must, if required by the Executive Director or the 

organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, be carried out in the 

aircraft under such conditions and in the manner as prescribed in the Document NAM-CATS 44. 

(2)  Only essential crew, as required for the purpose, may be carried aboard any aircraft undergoing a 

test flight 

44.01.12  Aircraft compass requirements 

 (1) Any compass fitted to a non-type certificated aircraft must be swung and maintained in accordance 

with the requirements as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 44. 

(2) Notwithstanding sub-regulation (1), alternate means of direction indication may be installed in non-type 

certificated aircraft according to regulation 44.01.10. 

(3) Maintenance for all direction indication equipment must be carried out initially and thereafter every 5 

years and in the event of an equipment modification which could affect it, as prescribed in Document 

NAM-CATS 44. 

44.01.13  Release to Service 

 (1)  The release to service for an aircraft must be issued subject to the compliance with the Accepted 

Maintenance Schedule as prescribed in regulation 44.02.1 or 44.03.1, as applicable. 

(2)  In the case of a non-type certificated aircraft operated in terms of ï 

(a) Part 94, the release to service must be confirmed by the aircraft owner following simple 

line maintenance or the annual inspection. 

(b) Part 96 or Part 141, the release to service must be issued by an appropriately rated 

approved AMO, AME or Approved Person, rated in accordance with Subpart 4 of Part 

66. 

 

(3)  The format for the issuing of the release to service must be that as described by the Executive 

Director. 

 

44.01.14    Record keeping and audits 

(1) Unless specifically exempted in terms of Part 94, the owner of a non-type certificated aircraft, classified 

in paragraphs (a) to (g) of regulation 24.01.01(2), must maintain accurate maintenance records in 

accordance with sub-regulation (3) and as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 44. 

(2)  The Executive Director or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case 

may be, may from time to time carry out audits of the equipment, records and procedures to ascertain 

whether the aircraft continues to be maintained in a safe and satisfactory manner, and the owner must allow 

unrestricted access thereto. 

(3)   A person who carries out maintenance on a non-type certificated aircraft or aircraft component must 

record, on completion of the maintenance all details as specified in the Document NAM-CATS 44. 

44.01.15  Entries of special significance 
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When repairs to an aircraft, aircraft engine or component or fixed or removable equipment were required in 

consequence either of damage caused by an irregular occurrence other than an accident, the entry or entries 

made in the relevant logbook(s) in respect of such repairs  must state that they were so required and must 

identify the irregular occurrence in question. 

44.01.16  Overhaul, repair and substitution of major components 

 (1) Overhaul of a Class I or Class II product and repairs to the primary structure of an aircraft, its 

engine(s) or propeller(s) must be signed out by an appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved 

Person, in terms of Subpart 4 of Part 66. 

(2) The procedure for the reissuing of a proving flight authority or authority to fly deemed suspended when 

an aircraft is involved in an accident that renders one or more Class I products defective is prescribed in 

Document NAM-CATS 44. 

(3) Where the manufacturerôs instruction or recommendation has not been complied with, such components 

or equipment must be overhauled as and when their condition shows that it is necessary to keep the aircraft 

serviceable. 

(4)           (a) In the case of an aircraft operated in terms of Part 94, a component or part may be fitted 

to an aircraft for which traceable records are not available. 

 

 (b) It is the responsibility of the appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved 

Person, in terms of Subpart 4 of Part 66, to ensure that the component or part is acceptable in fit, 

form and function. 

 

(5) Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-regulation (2), non-type certificated aircraft operated under Part 

96 or Part 141 ï 

(a)  where the Executive Director or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of 

Part 149, as the case may be, has approved a time between overhauls that differs from 

that recommended or specified by the manufacturer, such time between overhauls mustbe 

specified in the aircraftôs accepted maintenance schedule, referred to in regulation 

44.03.1. Furthermore, where a manufacturer has not recommended or specified the 

overhaul of an item at certain times but where the Executive Director or the organisation 

designated for the purpose in terms of Part 149, as the case may be, considers its overhaul 

at certain intervals necessary in the interest of safety, he or she may prescribe a time 

between overhauls for such item in the aircraftôs accepted maintenance schedule; 

(b)  the requirements for the substitution of products, components and parts with new or 

overhauled items are those prescribed in Document NAM-CATS-24; 

(C) no part may be fitted to an aircraft for which traceable records are not available. It is the 

responsibility of the appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved Person, in 

terms of Subpart 4 of Part 66, to ensure that any part received comes from a reliable 

source and is serviceable, and that the storage limitations have not been exceeded. 

Substitutions must be certified by the holder of an appropriately rated licence or 

authorisation. 

 

44.01.17  Temporary and permanent repairs after accidents 

 (1) Any repair to an aircraft or aircraft component, which has been damaged after an accident, must be 

carried out in accordance with the requirements as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 44. 
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(2) Following the permanent repair of an aircraft that has been involved in an accident, as defined in 

paragraph (b) of the definition of óaccidentô in Part 1, the aircraft must meet requirements for the initial 

authority to fly. 

SUBPART 2: PRIVATE NON-TYPE CERTIFICATED AIRCRAFT USE  

 

44.02.1   Accepted Maintenance Schedule 

 (1) The owner of a non-type certificated aircraft for which a authority to fly is required in terms of these 

regulations must submit to the Executive Director, or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms 

of Part 149, as the case may be, for acceptance a Maintenance Schedule or document similar to Annex A in 

Document NAM-CATS 44, for the aircraft. 

(2) A non-type certificated aircraft, specified in regulation 24.01.1(1) and classified in the paragraphs (a) to 

(j) of regulation 24.01.1(2), must be maintained in accordance with its Accepted Maintenance Schedule in 

such a manner that it is airworthy at the commencement of any flight. 

(3) (a) Any non-type certificated aircraft, other than those referred to in sub-regulation (1) above, must 

be maintained by or on behalf of its owner in such a manner that it is airworthy at the commencement of 

any flight. 

(b)Where the aircraft manufacturer or any approved organisation has issued maintenance 

instructions or guidelines, these instructions or guidelines, should be adhered to. 

SUBPART 3: COMMERCIAL NON -TYPE CERTIFICATED AIRCRAFT USE  

 

44.03.1   Accepted Maintenance Schedule 

 (1) The owner of a non-type certificated aircraft for which an authority to fly is required in terms of these 

regulations must submit to the Executive Director or the organisation designated for the purpose in terms of 

Part 149, as the case may be, for acceptance a Maintenance Schedule or document similar to Annex A in 

Document NAM-CATS 44, for the aircraft. 

(2) A non-type certificated aircraft, specified in regulation 24.01.1(1) and classified in paragraphs (a) to (j) 

of regulation 24.01.1(2), must be maintained in accordance with its Accepted Maintenance Schedule in 

such a manner that it is airworthy at the commencement of any flight. 

(3) In the event that the aircraft is operated under Part 96, the Accepted Maintenance Schedule, referred to 

in sub-regulation (1) must ï 

(a)  prescribe the ratings of an appropriately rated approved AMO, AME or Approved Person, 

rated in accordance with Subpart 4 of Part 66. 

(b) specify any special conditions under which maintenance must be carried out; and 

(c) be in the format prescribed by the Executive Director. 

 

(4) (a) Any non-type certificated aircraft, other than those referred to in sub-regulation (1) 

above, must be maintained by or on behalf of its owner in such a manner that it is 

airworthy at the commencement of any flight. 
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(b) Where the aircraft manufacturer or any approved organisation has issued maintenance 

instructions or guidelines, these instructions or guidelines must be adhered to. 

 

44.03.2   Maintenance control manual 

44.03.2 Where an owner or operator is required in terms of Part 96 to maintain an operations manual, the 

latter must include a maintenance control manual in the format as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 44.

 (a) the Executive Director where the aircraft, whether a production built or an amateur built aircraft, is

(viii)  The term ñnewly overhauledò means that the product has not been operated or 

placed in service, except of functional testing, since having been overhauled, inspected and 

approved for return to service in accordance with the appropriate airworthiness 

requirements. 

(ix)  confirmation that a type acceptance certificate has been issued by the Executive 

Director;  

(x) the supporting documents from the Namibian Revenue Service issued in terms of section 

38, 39 or 44 of the Customs and Excise Act, 1964, as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 

47; 

(xi)  proof of compliance with the provisions of the Sales Tax Act, 1992 (Act 5 of 1992), or 

the Customs and Excise Act,  1964 (Act 91 of 1964), as the case may be.

SUBPART 1:  GENERAL  

48.01.1  Application  

 (1) This Part applies to all aircraft lease agreements involving Namibian air service operators, Namibian 

registered aircraft and foreign registered aircraft operated by Namibian air service operators. 

(2) The provisions of this Part apply with the necessary changes to any dry lease agreement whereby either 

the lessor or the lessee is a Namibian entity but not an air service operator. 

(3) The provisions of this Part apply with the necessary changes to any sub-lease agreement. 

 

SUBPART 2:         FINANCIAL OR CAPITAL LEASES  

48.02.1   Filing of lease agreement 

 (1)  Any Namibian operator, who enters into a financial or capital lease agreement as lessee in respect 

of an aircraft, mustð 

  

(a)  provide the Executive Director with a certified copy thereof; and 

(b)  comply with the requirements regarding the recordation of interests in aircraft as provided 

in section 51 of the Act.  

(2)  Any aircraft, acquired on a financial or capital lease, to be used for the provision of an air service, 

ð 

  

(a)  is deemed to be on a dry lease, and the provisions of regulation 48.03.1 shall apply with the 

necessary changes; and 

  

(b)  must be recorded  in the Namibian Civil Aircraft Register, if not already so registered, in 

accordance with the provisions of section 50 of Act.. 

 

SUBPART 3: OPERATING LEASES 

48.03.1   Dry lease-in

of the duly completed lease document must be retained for record keeping purposes in an appropriate 

section of the Civil Aviation Registry in accordance with the provisions of sections 51 and 52 of the Act. 
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(2)   The oversight responsibilities in respect of a dry lease-in of a foreign registered aircraft 

may be fully or partially transferred in terms of an Article 83bis Agreement from the appropriate authority 

of the State of Registry to the appropriate authority of the State of the Operator. 

(3)   Subject to such conditions as he or she may determine, the Executive Director may grant 

approval for the lease agreement if satisfied thatð 

  

(a)  the aircraft to be leased-in is type-certificated in accordance with the requirements 

prescribed in part 21; 

  

(b)  the aircraft to be leased-in will be maintained in accordance with an approved maintenance 

schedule and current manufacturerôs maintenance manual; 

  

(c)  the aircraft to be leased-in will be operated under the  air operator certificate held by the 

lessee and the applicant will not operate the air service concerned contrary to any provision 

of the Act or the Air Services Act, 1949 as amended; 

  

(d)  if a foreign-registered aircraftð 

(i) the transfer of responsibilities, as contemplated in subregulation (2), has been 

effected; 

(ii)  the appropriate authority of the State of Registry is in a position to carry out its 

oversight responsibilities effectively; 

(iii)  the duration of the dry lease-in is for a period not exceeding six consecutive 

calendar months in any 12-months period calculated from the commencement 

date of the lease; and 

(iv) the number of foreign registered aircraft leased by the operator referred to in 

subregulation (1) constitutes not more than half the number of aircraft listed on 

that operatorôs operating certificate. 

(4)   When the conditions, contemplated in subregulation (3) (d), are not met, the aircraft to be 

dry leased-in must be registered in Namibia as prescribed in Part 47 of these regulations, andð 

  

(a)  the aircraft are subject to the airworthiness certification, maintenance, and inspection 

procedures prescribed by the regulations in respect of Namibian registered aircraft; 

  

(b)  the responsibility or custody of the aircraft and control of all operations are vested in the 

lessee operator; 

  

(c)  the responsibility for the airworthiness and maintenance of the aircraft are vested in the 

lessee operator; and 

  

(d)  the registration of the aircraft shall be valid only for the duration of the lease agreement, and 

for as long as the aircraft is operated in accordance with the regulations, the terms or 

conditions specified in the lessee operatorôs operating certificate, the related operations 

specifications, and the lessee operatorôs operations and maintenance control manuals. 
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(5)  The conditions of approval referred to in subregulation (3) must be made part of the lease 

agreement, and in particular must specify the responsibilities of the parties involved in respect ofð 

  

(a)  airworthiness of the aircraft and performance of maintenance; 

  

(b)  signing the maintenance release; 

  

(c)  flight and cabin crew member certification; 

  

(d)  crew member training, competency and currency; 

  

(e)  scheduling of crew members; 

  

(f)  dispatch or flight-following; and 

  

(g)  insurance arrangements. 

(6)  A dry lease agreement between Namibian operators must include the arrangements concerning the 

partyôs respective responsibilities in respect of the airworthiness of the aircraft. 

48.03.2   Dry lease-out  

 (1)  An operator of a Namibian registered aircraft may dry lease-out the aircraft to any other Namibian 

operator (the lessee), subject to the provisions of subregulation (2). 

(2)  The provisions referred to in subregulation (1), include confirmation in the lease agreement of the 

partiesô respective responsibilities in respect of the continued airworthiness of the aircraft; and that the 

aircraft will be operated in terms of the air operator certificate held by the lessee. 

(3)  An operator (the lessor) of a Namibian registered aircraft may dry lease-out the aircraft to any 

other operator (the lessee) in a Contracting State. 

(4)  Upon application by an operator (the lessor) of a Namibian registered aircraft in the appropriate 

prescribed form, the Executive Director may remove the aircraft from the air operator certificate held by 

such operator. 

(5)  The removal, contemplated in subregulation (4), in respect of an aircraft to be dry leased-out to an 

operator in a Contracting State, shall be conditional onð 

  

(a)  the appropriate authority of the State of the Operator to whom such aircraft is dry leased 

concluding an Article 83bis Agreement with the Minister whereby it has accepted 

responsibility for surveillance of the maintenance and operation of such aircraft in terms of 

the applicable requirements of Subpart 6; and 

(b) such aircraft being maintained according to an approved maintenance schedule and current 

manufacturerôs maintenance manual. 

(6)  When a Namibian registered aircraft is dry leased-out to an operator in a State that is not a 

Contracting State, the Minister may not transfer responsibility for surveillance of the maintenance and 

operation of the aircraft to the relevant authority of that State, and the lessor operator shall be liable for any 

costs incurred by the Namibia Civil Aviation Authority in carrying out its oversight function in respect of 
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such aircraft. The lessor operator shall be liable also for any such costs in respect of an aircraft for which no 

transfer of duties, as contemplated in subregulation (5) (a), has been agreed upon. 

(7)  The provisions of subregulations (5) and (6) shall apply with the necessary changes in respect of a 

dry leased-out aircraft remaining on the air operator certificate of the lessor. 

48.03.3   Wet lease-in 

 (1)  A Namibian operator who intends to wet lease-in an aircraft for the purpose of providing an air 

service therewith, must be the holder of  -  

   

(i)  a valid air operator certificate applicable to the category and type of aircraft, in terms of 

Part 121, Part 127 or Part 135 and; 

 

(ii)   an air service license under the Air Services Act, 1949  as amended, and   

submit an application to the Executive Director in the appropriate prescribed form, signed by both parties, 

together with the appropriate fee as prescribed in part 187 for prior approval to wet lease-in the aircraft. 

Where the Executive Director approves a wet lease-in involving a foreign operator, a copy of the duly 

completed lease document must be retained for record keeping purposes in an appropriate section of the 

Civil Aviation Registry in accordance with the provisions of sections 51 and 52 of the Act. 

 (2)  The duration of the lease agreement concerned, in respect of foreign-registered aircraft, shall be 

limited to a maximum period of six consecutive calendar months in any 12-months period calculated from 

the date on which the Director approves the lease. 

(3)  The approval referred to in subregulation (2) may, subject to such conditions as the Executive 

Director may determine, be granted if such aircraftð 

  

(a)  is wet leased-in from an operator (the lessor) who is the holder of an  air operator certificate 

or similar document issued by an appropriate authority; 

  

(b)  has been type-certificated by an appropriate authority; 

  

(c)  holds a valid certificate of airworthiness or similar document issued by an appropriate 

authority; 

  

(d)  is maintained and operated in accordance with safety standards at least equivalent to the 

safety standards referred to in these regulations in respect of aircraft operated in a 

commercial air transport operation; and 

  

(e)  will be operated in terms of the  air operator certificate or similar document held by the 

lessor: Provided that, if the operator concerned is a foreign operator, the appropriate 

authority of the State of the Operator and the Minister may enter into an Article 83bis 

Agreement as provided for in subpart 6 in terms of which it is agreed that the aircraft shall 

be operated in terms of the operating certificate of the Namibian lessee, and that certain 

specified oversight responsibilities be transferred from that authority to the Director. 

(4)  The lessee mustð 

  

(a)  satisfy the Executive Director that the safety standards of the lessor are not less than the 

applicable safety standards referred to in these regulations; and

(b)  ensure that any law applicable to the aircraft to be wet leased-in, and the maintenance or 

operation thereof, is complied with. 

(5)  The total number of wet leased-in aircraft, either foreign or Namibian registered, may not 

constitute more than half the number of aircraft listed on the  air operator certificate of the operator referred 

to in subregulation (1) (the lessee). 

(6)  The conditions of approval referred to in sub regulation (3) must be part of the lease agreement 

between the lessor and the lessee. 

(7)  Should any agreement, contemplated in subregulation (3) (e), have been concluded, such 

agreement must be formally registered with the Council of ICAO and the appropriate authority of any third 

State affected must be notified. 

48.03.4   Wet lease-out 

 (1)  (a)  The Namibian operator of a Namibian registered aircraft who intends to wet lease-out the 

aircraft to any non-Namibian operator, where the non-Namibian operator is licensed in a non contracting 

State, must remain the operator of the aircraft in terms of his or her operating certificate, and responsibility 

for surveillance of the maintenance and operation of such aircraft may not be transferred to the appropriate 

authority of the State of the Operator to which such aircraft is wet leased-out. 

(b) The provisions of regulation 48.03.2 (6) in respect of the cost of oversight by the Namibia 

Civil Aviation Authority shall apply with the necessary changes. 

(2)  (a) Subject to the provisions of subregulation (3), the Namibian operator of a Namibian registered 

aircraft may wet lease-out the aircraft to any non-Namibian operator in a Contracting State. 

(b) In such case, and upon application by such operator in the prescribed form, the Executive 

Director may remove the aircraft from the air operator certificate held by such Namibian operator: Provided 

thatð 

(i) the appropriate authority of the State of the Operator to whom such aircraft is 

wet leased has accepted, in writing, responsibility for surveillance of the 

maintenance and operation of such aircraft, as provided for in Article 83bis of 

the Convention; and 

(ii)  such aircraft is maintained according to an approved maintenance schedule. 

(3)  (a) A non-Namibian licensed lessee operator may only use a wet leased-out Namibian registered 

aircraft, in commercial air transport operations to and from  Namibia if the lessee has the underlying 

traffic rights to enter Namibia. 

(b) The Namibian registered wet leased aircraft does not need to be listed on the Foreign 

Operatorôs Permit of the lessee. 

(4)  (a) A Namibian operator, intending to wet lease-out an aircraft to another Namibian operator must 

submit an application to the Executive Director in the appropriate prescribed form as, signed by both 

parties, together with the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187 for prior approval to wet lease out the 

aircraft. 

(b) Where the Executive Director approves a wet lease-out of an aircraft to another Namibian 

operator, a copy of the duly completed lease document must be retained for record keeping purposes in 

an appropriate section of the Civil Aviation Registry in accordance with the provisions of sections 51 

and 52 of the Act. 

 (5)  Any conditions prescribed in granting such approval must be incorporated by the operators into 

the lease agreement. 
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(6)  Notwithstanding the provisions of subregulations (4) and (5), the Executive Director may provide 

any Namibian operator with a list of Namibian operators from whom aircraft may be wet leased-in by such 

operator without prior approval. 

(7)  A Namibian operator, who agrees to wet lease-out an aircraft to another Namibian operator, must 

remain the operator of the aircraft and must retain the functions and responsibilities prescribed in his, her or 

its air operator certificate. 

(8)  Notwithstanding the provisions of subregulation (5), the lessee operator is required to be actively 

and effectively in control of the air service and must ensure that the lessor operator adheres to the 

conditions of the latterôs operating certificate and its operating specifications, which conditions may not be 

in conflict or less restrictive than the conditions of the lessee operatorôs operating certificate. 

(9)  The terms of an approved wet lease agreement between Namibian operators must includeð 

  

(a)  the arrangement concerning the air operator certificate under which the flights with the 

leased aircraft shall be operated; and 

  

(b)  any deviation from the air operator certificate under which the flights with the leased aircraft 

shall be operated. 

48.03.5   Damp lease 

 (1)  When an aircraft is damp leased with only a partial crew (whether flight or cabin crew) the 

provisions of regulations 48.03.3 and 48.03.4 applies with the necessary changes in respect of the crew 

provided as part of the lease, while regulations 48.03.1 and 48.03.2 applies with the necessary changes in 

respect of the aircraft provided by the lessor. 

(2)  The cabin or flight crew members provided by the lessee for the operation must undergo the 

operational crew training required by Part 121, Part 135 or Part 127 of this regulation, as applicable to the 

lessor prior to the commencement of any commercial air transport operation. 

 

SUBPART 4:  SUB-CHARTERS 

48.04.1   Sub-charters 

 (1)  In exceptional circumstances, as contemplated in Document NAM-CATS 48, an operator may 

sub-charter an aircraft with or without flight crew: Provided thatð 

  

(a)  the sub-charter period does not exceed five consecutive days; and 

(b) the sub-charterer informs the Executive Director, within 24 hours, of such sub-charter. 

(2)  In the case of Part 121 operations, the provisions of subregulation (1) apply only to wet lease 

operations. 

 

SUBPART 5:  INSURANCE 

48.05.1  Insurance 

Any reference to insurance in this part means a reference to the prescribed compulsory insurance in terms 

of the Air Services Act, 1949 as amended, and the Civil Aviation Act, 2016. 
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SUBPART 6:  TRANSFERS OF RESPONSIBILITIES BETWEEN STATES 

48.06.1  Article 83bis Agreement 

 (1)  The Minister, being duly authorised, may in the case of dry or wet leased aircraft in accordance 

with the requirements contained in this subpart enter into an Article 83bis Agreement for the transfer of 

certain or all the functions and duties of the State of Registry of an aircraft to the State of Operator, where 

such functions and duties can more adequately be discharged by the State of the Operator and thereafter 

register such agreement with the Council of ICAO. 

(2)  The functions and duties, referred to in subregulation (1) (a) are the functions and duties allocated 

by the Convention to the State of Registry in respect ofð 

  

(a)  Article 12 of the Convention: ñRules of the Airò, including the prosecution of all persons 

violating the rules and regulations relating to the flight and manoeuvre of aircraft in force in 

a particular Contracting State; 

  

(b)  Article 30 of the Convention: ñAircraft radio equipmentò, including the installation and 

operation of radio transmitting apparatus in aircraft operated in the air space of a 

Contracting State; 

  

(c)  Article 31 of the Convention: ñCertificates of Airworthinessò, the issuing or rendering valid 

thereof by the State of Registry; and 

  

(d)  Article 32 of the Convention: ñLicences of Personnelò, the issuing or rendering valid thereof 

by the State of Registry. 

(3)  The transfer of any function or duty, contemplated in subregulation (1) (a) shall not have effect in 

respect of any other Contracting State before eitherð 

  

(a)  the Article 83bis Agreement between the States in which it is embodied has been registered 

with the ICAO Council and made public pursuant to Article 83; or 

  

(b)  the existence and scope of the Article 83bis Agreement have been directly communicated to 

the appropriate authorities of the other Contracting State or States concerned by a State 

party to the agreement. 

(4)  Similarly as provided for in subregulation (1), the Minister may accept certain or all of the 

functions and duties of the appropriate authority of a State of Registry in respect of an aircraft on that 

Stateôs aircraft register and, to the extent provided for in terms of the relevant Article 83bis Agreement, 

deem such aircraft to be a Namibian aircraft for the purpose of these regulations. 

48.06.2   Personnel licensing 

 (1)  A Namibian air services operator who dry leases-in a foreign aircraft must satisfy the Executive 

Director thatð 

  

(a)  the flight and cabin crew to be designated for duty on the aircraft already possess valid 

licences or approvals issued by the State of Registry, or that arrangements have been made 

for such personnel to obtain the necessary licences or approvals; and 
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(b) all the regulations of the State of Registry in respect of personnel licensing and the allocation, 

training and checking of flight and cabin crew are adhered to. 

(2)  If there is reasonable belief that the lessee operator is not complying with the appropriate 

regulations of the State of Registry, contemplated in subregulation (1) (b), the appropriate authority of that 

State must be advised and a request made that the matter be investigated. 

(3)  In terms of an Article 83bis Agreement as contemplated in regulation 48.06.01, Namibia may take 

responsibility for oversight of the matters contemplated in subregulation (1) (b). 

(4)  The Executive Director may, on conditions prescribed by him or her, issue validations to the lessee 

operatorôs flight and cabin crew members, designated for duty in respect of a Namibian aircraft, dry leased-

out to a foreign operator. 

(5)  The validation, contemplated in subregulation (4), shall be issued as prescribed in Part 61. 

48.06.3   Airworthiness 

 (1)  A Namibian air services operator who dry leases-in a foreign aircraft must satisfy the Executive 

Director thatð 

  

(a)  the AMO, responsible for the continued airworthiness of the aircraft, already possesses valid 

licences or approvals issued by the State of Registry, or that arrangements have been made 

for such organisation to obtain the necessary licences or approvals; and  

(b) the organisation, contemplated in paragraph (a), must carry out its maintenance functions in 

accordance with all the applicable regulations of the State of Registry. 

(2)  In the case of a reasonable belief that the lessee operator is not complying with the applicable 

regulations of the State of Registry, the appropriate authority of that State must be advised and a request 

made that the matter be investigated. 

(3)  In terms of an agreement as contemplated in regulation 48.06.01, the Minister may take 

resonsibility for oversight of the matters contemplated in subregulation (1) (b). 

(4)  In respect of an aircraft, dry leased-out to a foreign operator, the Executive Director may, on 

conditions prescribed by him or her, approve a foreign-based AMO to carry out all or part of the 

maintenance on the aircraft in accordance with the aircraftôs approved maintenance schedule and remove 

the aircraft from the Namibian Civil Aircraft Register for the duration of the dry lease-out, facilitating its 

registration in the State of the Operator. 

48.06.4  Recognition 

 (1)  The Executive Director must recognise an Article 83bis Agreement between two Contracting 

States that have ratified Article 83bis whereby the State of the Operator is substituted for the State of 

Registry, within the limits established by the transfer arrangements, provided thatð 

  

(a)  the Article 83bis Agreement has been duly registered with ICAO; or 

(b)  the affected third-party States have been informed directly by at least one of the States 

party to the Article 83bis Agreement. 

(2)  The Executive Director is not be obliged to recognise the transfer of functions and duties between 

States that are not parties to Article 83bis or States that are parties to it, but which have not registered the 

Article 83bis Agreement with ICAO or where Namibia has not been informed directly by at least one of the 

States party to the Article 83bis Agreement, of the transfer. 
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(3)  The Executive Director must recognise the validity of licences and certificates where Contracting 

States, that have ratified Article 83bis, have transferred the authority to render valid or to renew crew 

licences, radio licences and certificates of airworthiness pursuant to Article 83bis from the State of Registry 

to the State of the Operator, if he or she has been officially informed of such transfer, provided that these 

licences and certificates have been issued, rendered valid or renewed by the appropriate authority of the 

State of the Operator fully meeting the requirements of Annexes 1 and 8 to the Convention. 

 

48.06.5   Transfer of responsibilities 

 (1)  The Article 83bis Agreement must specifically mention the functions and duties to be transferred 

and those functions not mentioned will be deemed to remain with the State of Registry. A listing of 

responsibilities regarding airworthiness that may or may not be transferred between States is contained in 

Document NAM-CATS 48. 

(2)  Where an Article 83bis Agreement has been concluded, the State of Registry shall be relieved of 

responsibility and, where applicable, of liability in respect of the functions and duties duly transferred to 

the Namibia Civil Aviation Authority, and the latter must apply these regulations. 

(3)  The Authority must ensure that prescribed information concerning the existence of an Article 

83bis Agreement relating to aircraft operating to or from Namibiaôs territory is promptly relayed to any 

Namibian authority involved in inspection. 

(4)  For the purpose of identifying individual Statesô responsibility for safety oversight on the occasion 

of any verification process, such as ramp inspections, a certified true copy of the Article 83bis Agreement 

and of the operating certificate under which the aircraft is operated and in which it is listed must be carried 

on board the aircraft at all times while the Article 83bis Agreement is in force. 

(5)  Document NAM-CATS 48 contains examples of suitable Article 83bis Agreements.

INTRODUCTION  

1. 

General 

Section 227 of the Civil Aviation Act of 2016 empowers the Executive Director of Civil Aviation to issue 

technical standards for civil aviation on the matters which are prescribed by regulation. 

2. 

Purpose 

Document NAM-CATS 48 contains the standards, rules, requirements, methods, specifications, 

characteristics and procedures which are applicable in respect of the leasing of aircraft. 

Each reference to a technical standard in this document is a reference to the corresponding regulation in the 

Civil Aviation Regulations, 2017. For example, technical standard 48.04.1 refers to regulation 1 of Subpart 

04 of Part 48 of the Regulations. 

The abbreviation ñCARò is used throughout this document when referring to any regulation. 

The abbreviation ñTSò refers to any technical standard. 

 

48.04.1 SUB-CHARTERS 

1. 

Sub-charter with or without flight crew  

An operator may sub-charter an aircraft or  both an aircraft and flight crew in circumstances where such 

operator is faced with an immediate, urgent and unforeseen need for a replacement aircraft. 

 

48.06.5 TRANSFER OF RESPONSIBILITIES  

1. 

Responsibilities transferable between States

MODEL AGREEMENT  

Model Agreement between [State 1] and [State 2] on the implementation of Article 83bis of the 

Convention 

WHEREAS the Protocol relating to Article 83bis of the Convention on International Civil Aviation 

(Chicago, 1944) (hereinafter referred to as "the Convention"), to which [State 1] and [State 2] are parties, 

entered into force on 20 June 1997; 

WHEREAS Article 83bis, with a view to enhanced safety, provides for the possibility of transferring to the 

State of the Operator all or part of the State of Registry's functions and duties pertaining to Articles 12, 30, 

31 and 32 a) of the Convention; 

WHEREAS, in line with Doc 9760 (Airworthiness Manual), Volume II, Part B, Chapter 10, and in light of 

Doc 8335 (Manual of Procedures for Operations Inspection, Certification and Continued Surveillance), 

Chapter 10, it is necessary to establish precisely the international obligations and responsibilities of [State 

1] (State of Registry) and [State 2] (State of the Operator) in accordance with the Convention; 

WHEREAS, with reference to the relevant Annexes to the Convention, this Agreement organizes the 

transfer from [State 1] to [State 2] of responsibilities normally carried out by the State of Registry, as set 

out in Sections 3 and 4 below; 

The Government of [State 1], represented by its [Civil Aviation Authority], and the Government of [State 

2], represented by its [Civil Aviation Authority], 

Hereinafter referred to as "the Parties", have agreed as follows on the basis of Articles 33 and 83bis of the 

Convention: 

ARTICLE I ï SCOPE 

Section 1. [State 1] shall be relieved of responsibility in respect of the functions and duties transferred to 

[State 2], upon due publicity or notification of this Agreement as determined in paragraph b) of Article 

83bis. 

Section 2. The scope of this Agreement shall be limited to [types of aircraft] on the register of civil aircraft 

of [State 1] and operated under leasing arrangement by [operator], whose principal place of business is in 

[State 2]. The list of aircraft concerned, identified by type, registration number and serial number, is 

reproduced in Attachment I, which also indicates the term of each leasing arrangement. 

ARTICLE II ï TRANSFERRED RESPONSIBILITIES  

Section 3. Under this Agreement, the Parties agree that [State 1] transfers to [State 2] the following 

functions and duties, including oversight and control of relevant items contained in the respective Annexes 

to the Convention: 

Annex 1: 
Personnel Licensing, issuance and validation of licences. 

Annex 2: 
Rules of the Air, enforcement of compliance with applicable rules and regulations relating to 

the flight and manoeuvre of aircraft. 

Annex 6: 
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Operation of Aircraft (Part1-International Commercial Air Transport Aeroplanes), all 

responsibilities which are normally incumbent on the State of Registry. Where 

responsibilities in Annex 6, Part 1, may conflict with responsibilities in Annex 8 -

Airworthiness of Aircraft, allocation of specific responsibilities is defined in Attachment 2. 

Section 4. Under this Agreement, while [State 1] will retain full responsibility under the Convention for the 

regulatory oversight and control of Annex 8-Airworthiness of Aircraft, the responsibility for the approval 

of line stations used by the [operator], which are located away from its main base, is transferred to [State 

2]. The procedures related to the continuing airworthiness of aircraft to be followed by the [operator] will 

be contained in the operator's maintenance control manual (MCM). Attachment 2 hereunder describes the 

responsibilities of the Parties regarding the continuing airworthiness of aircraft. 

ARTICLE III ï NOTIFICATION  

Section 5. Responsibility for notifying directly any States concerned of the existence and contents of this 

Agreement pursuant to Article 83 bis) b) rests with [State 2] as the State of the Operator, as needed. This 

Agreement, as well as any amendments to it, shall also be registered with ICAO by [State 1] as the State of 

Registry or [State 2] as the State of the Operator, as required by Article 83 of the Convention and in 

accordance with the Rules for Registration with ICAO of Aeronautical Agreements and Arrangements 

(Doc 6685). 

Section 6. A certified true copy [in each language] of this Agreement shall be placed on board each aircraft 

to which this Agreement applies. 

Section 7. A certified true copy of the air operator certificate (AOC) issued to [operator] by [State 2], in 

which the aircraft concerned will be duly listed and properly identified, will also be carried on board each 

aircraft. 

ARTICLE IV ï COORDINATION  

Section 8. Meetings between [State 1-CAA] and [State 2-CAA] will be held at [three-] month intervals to 

discuss both operations and airworthiness matters resulting from inspections that have been conducted by 

respective inspectors. For the sake of enhanced safety, these meetings will take place for the purpose of 

resolving any discrepancies found as a result of the inspections and in order to ensure that all parties are 

fully informed about the [operator's] operations. The following subjects will be among those reviewed 

during these meetings: 

¶ Flight operations 

¶ Continuing airworthiness and aircraft maintenance 

¶ Operator's MCM procedures, if applicable 

¶ Flight and cabin crew training and checking 

¶ Any other significant matters arising from inspections 

Section 9. Subject to reasonable notice, [State 1-CAA] will be permitted access to [State 2-CAA] 

documentation concerning [operator] in order to verify that [State 2] is fulfilling its safety oversight 

obligations as transferred from [State 1]. 

Section 10. During the implementation of this Agreement, and prior to any aircraft subject to it being made 

the object of a sub-lease, [State 2], remaining the State of the Operator, shall inform [State 1]. None of the 

duties and functions transferred from [State 1] to [State 2] may be carried out under the authority of a third 

State without the express written agreement of [State 1]. 

ARTICLE V ï FINAL CLAUSES  

Section 11. This Agreement will enter into force on its date of signature, and come to an end for aircraft 

listed in Attachment 1 at the completion of the respective leasing arrangements under which they are 

operated. Any modification to the Agreement shall be agreed by the parties thereto in writing. 
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Section 12. Any disagreement concerning the interpretation or application of this Agreement shall be 

resolved by consultation between the Parties. 

Section 13. In witness thereof, the undersigned directors of civil aviation of [State 1] and [State 2] have 

signed this Agreement.

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SUBPART 1: GENERAL  

 

Applicability  

 

145.01.1   (1)   This Part applies to the approval and operation of organisations for the maintenance of 

aircraft and aircraft components. 

 

(2)   An aircraft maintenance organisation located outside Namibia may be approved by the 

Executive Director if ï 

  

(a) the Executive Director is satisfied that a need exists for such approval; and 

(b) the aircraft maintenance organisation complies with the provisions of this Part. 

 

145.01.2    Requirement for approval 

 

(1)  No organisation may perform maintenance on or release to service ï 

 

(a) an aircraft used or intended to be used for flight operations; or 

(b) an aircraft component fitted or intended to be fitted to the aircraft, 

 

except under the authority of, and in accordance with the provisions of, an aircraft 

maintenance organisation approval including the operations specifications with the 

appropriate rating, issued under this Part. 

 

(2)  No organisation other than the holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval including the 

operations specifications with the appropriate rating issued under this Part, may carry out ï 

 

(a) the overhaul of an aircraft component; 

(b) maintenance on an aircraft or aircraft component where the relevant 

airworthiness data require the use of jig which is ï 

 

 (i) approved or certified by the manufacturer; or 

 (ii)  approved by the Executive Director; 

 

(c) maintenance on an aircraft component where the maintenance involves the 

disturbance of any part of the component which is supplied as a bench tested 

unit, except where ï 

 

(i) the disturbance is for the replacement or adjustment of a part or parts 

normally replaceable or adjustable in service; and 

(ii)  subsequent functioning of the part or parts disturbed can be proved 

without the use of test apparatus which is additional to the test apparatus 

used for normal functioning checks; 

 

(d) maintenance on an aircraft engine where the maintenance involves ï 

 

(i) dismantling and assembly of a piston engine except where this is to 

obtain access to the piston or cylinder assembly; 

(ii)  dismantling and assembly of any main casing or main rotating assembly 

of a turbine engine, except where this is for replacement of a main 

casing or rotating assembly, whether comprising the whole or part of a 

rotating system, and the maintenance manual for the engine provides 

instruction for the replacement, and the removal from the engine is 

achieved solely by disconnecting the flanges of main casings; or 

(iii)  disturbance of reduction gear; 
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(e) aircraft propeller balancing other than in situ dynamic propeller balancing in 

accordance with the aircraft manufacturerôs instructions; and 

 

(f) maintenance on a rotorcraft where the maintenance involves the dismantling of 

any transmission gearbox, except where this is for the separation of casing to 

obtain access for the purpose of internal inspection in accordance with the 

rotorcraft manufacturerôs instructions. 

 

(3)  No organisation may release to service an aircraft or aircraft component which has undergone the 

maintenance referred to in sub-regulation (2), except under the authority of, and in accordance with the 

provisions of, an aircraft maintenance organisation approval including the operations specifications with the 

appropriate rating issued under this Part. 

 

(4)  The provisions of sub-regulations (2) and (3) do not apply in respect of any amateur-built aircraft, 

microlight aeroplane, gyroplane, airship, glider or free balloon, unless it is used in commercial operations. 

 

145.01.3    Display of aircraft maintenance organisation approval 

 

The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval must display the approval in a prominent 

place, generally accessible to the public at such holderôs principal place of business and, if a copy of the 

approval is displayed, must produce the original approval to an authorised officer, inspector or authorised 

person if so requested by such officer, inspector or person. 

 

145.01.4    Advertisements 

 

Any advertisement by an organisation indicating that it is an aircraft maintenance organisation, must ï 

 

(a) reflect the number of the aircraft maintenance organisation approval issued by the 

Executive Director; and 

(b) contain a reference to the category under which and the aircraft or aircraft component 

for which the organisation is rated. 

 

145.01.5    Safety inspections and audits 

 

(1)   An applicant for the issuing of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval must permit an 

authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to carry out such safety inspections and audits which may 

be necessary to verify the validity of any application made in terms of this Part. 

 

(2)   The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval must permit an authorised officer, 

inspector or authorised person to carry out such safety inspections and audits, including safety inspections 

and audits of its partners or subcontractors, which may be necessary to determine compliance with the 

appropriate requirements prescribed in this Part. 

 

 

145.01.6    Categories of ratings 

 

The categories of ratings for an aircraft maintenance organisation approval areï 

 

(a) Category A ratings and Category B ratings for all types of aircraft, either singly or in 

the classes as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145; 

(b) Category B ratings for rotorcraft only, excluding the engine or engines, either singly or 

in the classes as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145; 

(c) Category C ratings for all types of engines, excluding engines to be installed in 

rotorcraft, and Category D ratings for all types of engines, either singly or in the classed 

as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145; 
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(d) Category E ratings for all types of rotorcraft, either singly or in the classes as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145; 

(e) Category W ratings for all types of ï 

 

(i) electrical installations in all types of aircraft, excluding radio apparatus 

installations, either singly or in the classes as prescribed in Document NAM-

CATS 145; 

(ii)  instruments installations in all types of aircraft, either singly or in the classes as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145; and 

(iii)  radio apparatus installations in all types of aircraft, either singly or in the 

classes as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145; and 

(f) Category X ratings for aircraft equipment, instruments, components, accessories, 

auxiliaries or parts, either singly or in the classes as prescribed in Document NAM-

CATS 145. 

 

145.01.7    Privileges of approved aircraft maintenance organisation 

 

(1)  The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval including the operations specifications 

with the appropriate rating must ensure that the privileges of such rating are not exercised unless the 

aircraft maintenance organisation has the necessary facilities, current technical data, tools, equipment, 

materials and competent personnel to perform the work in accordance with all current requirements 

regarding the maintenance and airworthiness of the particular type of aircraft, airframe, engine, aircraft 

component or other equipment. 

 

(2)   Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in the Regulations, the holder of an approval 

with the appropriate rating may, in circumstances where ï 

 

(a) no appropriately licensed and rated aircraft maintenance engineer; or 

(b) no other approved and appropriately rated aircraft maintenance organisation, is 

available, rectify any defect in a similar type of aircraft for which the approval 

is rated provided that the person or organisation has relevant training and 

experience acceptable to the Executive Director and has obtained a limited 

authorization in writing from the Executive Director before commencing 

rectification of the said defect 

 

(3)   Where a defect in an aircraft which is not similar to the type of aircraft for which the approval is 

rated, requires rectification  the holder of such approval must seek the approval of the Executive Director in 

writing for any proposed rectification citing the reasons for and nature of such rectification and must obtain a 

written limited authorization from the Executive Director prior to effecting such rectification. 

 

145.01.8    Limitations on approved aircraft maintenance organisation 

 

(1)    The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval may only maintain an aircraft or 

aircraft component for which it is approved. 

 

(2)   The holder of an approval may not maintain an aircraft or aircraft component for which it is 

approved unless such holder has available all the facilities, equipment, tooling, airworthiness data and 

certifying personnel necessary to maintain the aircraft or aircraft component in accordance with its manual 

of procedure and the requirements prescribed in this Part. 

 

145.01.9    Register of approvals 

 

(1)   The Executive Director must maintain a register of all aircraft maintenance organisation approvals 

issued in terms of the regulations in this Part. 
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(2)   The register must contain the following particulars: 

 

(a) the full name of the holder of the approval; 

(b) the postal address of the holder of the approval; 

(c) the date on which the approval was issued or renewed; 

(d) particulars of the rating issued to the holder of the approval; and 

(e) the nationality of the holder of the approval. 

 

(3)   The particulars referred to in sub-regulation (2) must be recorded in the register within seven days 

from the date on which the approval is issued by the Executive Director. 

 

(4)   The register must be kept in a safe place at the office of the Executive Director. 

 

(5)   A copy of the register must be furnished by the Executive Director, on payment of the appropriate 

fee as prescribed in Part 187, to any person who requests the copy. 

 

145.01.10    Designation of airworthiness representatives 

 

(1)  The Executive Director may, designate an airworthiness representative to perform the functions as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145. 

 

(2)   The conditions and requirements for and the rules, procedures and standards pertaining to the 

designation referred to in sub-regulation (1) must be as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145. 

 

(3)   The Executive Director must sign and issue to each designated airworthiness representative a 

document which must state the full name of such airworthiness representative and contain a statement 

that ï 

  

(a) such airworthiness representative has been designated in terms of sub-

regulation (1); and 

(b) such airworthiness representative is empowered to perform the functions 

referred to in sub-regulation (1). 

(c)   such airworthiness representativeôs designation is limited to the airworthiness 

functions for this part as defined and determined by the Executive director 

 

145.01.11    Training and checking 

 

(1)  The holder of an aircraft maintenance approval, issued in terms of this Part, must establish and 

maintain a training programme for aircraft maintenance personnel in his or her employ. 

 

(2)  The approval holder must ensure that aircraft maintenance personnel ï 

(a) receive or has received type- or model-specific training in respect of the 

aircraft or aircraft components for which the organisation has received 

maintenance approval; and 

(b)  receive or has received regulatory and human factors training acceptable to 

the Executive Director and which is related to the work for which they are 

responsible. 

(c) receive periodically recurrent training with specific attention to new 

technologies and maintenance techniques, as prescribed in Document NAM-

CATS 145. 

(3)  The training programme, contemplated in sub-regulation (1), must be part of the organisation's manual 

of procedure and must include: 
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(a)  initial training to ensure that persons taking on new responsibilities are aware 

of their technical, administrative, and regulatory responsibilities; 

(b)  update training to ensure that personnel remain competent and are made 

aware of any change to their area of responsibility; 

(c)  additional training where it is shown to be necessary by a finding made under 

the quality assurance program or required due to changes in the regulations, 

applicable standards, or company procedures; and 

(d)  procedures to ensure staff are kept aware of maintenance safety related issues 

in general, by means of bulletin boards, information notices, company 

publications, verbal briefings, or by similar means. 

145.01.12  Personnel record 

 (1)  The holder of an aircraft maintenance approval, issued in terms of this Part, must establish and 

maintain as prescribed in NAMCATS 145 for as long as the person is employed  a record of  

(a)  all personal qualifications in respect of appointments made pursuant to 

145.02.4 and in respect of assignments of functions. 

(b)  all of the authorizations to sign a maintenance release pursuant to this 

regulation and  

(c)  all of the training conducted pursuant to these regulations 

(2)  The holder of an aircraft maintenance approval, issued in terms of this Part, must provide a copy 

of a record required by this Section to the person to whom the record refers on the completion of each 

training activity or the granting of an authorization referred to in paragraph (1) (b).  

(3)   Initial and recurrent training may be provided only by the holder of an aviation training 

organisation approval issued in terms of Part 141, or by or on behalf of the original equipment 

manufacturer. 

145.1.13  Approved Maintenance Organisation Certificate 

 (1) The AMO certificate consists of two documentsð 

(a) A one page certificate signed by an authorised representative of the Authority; and 

(b) A multi-page operations specifications signed by the Accountable manager or 

CEOs and the authorised representative of the Authority or containing the terms, 

conditions, and authorizations  
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(2) No person may operate as an approved maintenance organisation without, an approved 

maintenance organisation certificate issued under this Part. 

(3) No person may operate as an approved maintenance organisation other than in accordance with the 

privileges and limitations of an approved maintenance organisation certificate issued under this Part. 

 

 (4) An approved maintenance organisation may perform maintenance, preventive maintenance, or 

modifications on an aircraft, airframe, aircraft engine, propeller, appliance, component, or part thereof only 

for which it is rated and within the terms, conditions, and authorisations set out in its operations 

specifications. 

(5) The approved maintenance organisation  certificate must contain the following items and be in a 

format as prescribed in NAMCATS - 145 

(a) The certificate number specifically assigned to the approved maintenance 

organisation; 

 

(b) The name and location (specified main place of business) of the approved 

maintenance organisation ; 

(c) The date of issue and period of validity; 

(d) The ratings issued to the approved maintenance organisation  and 

(e) the Authority signature. 

(6) The approved maintenance organisation operations specifications will contain the following items 

and be in a format as shown in NAMCATS - 145 

(a) The certificate number specifically assigned to the approved maintenance 

organisation ; 

(b) The class or limited ratings issued in detail, including special approvals and 

limitations issued; 

(c) The date of issue or revision; 

(d) The signatures of the accountable manager or CEOs and the Authority; and 

(e) The certificate issued to each certificated maintenance organisation must be 

available in the premises for inspection by the public and the Authority. 

 

Repeal of Existing Regulations 

145.01.14  Subject to the provisions of regulation 183.00.2, the regulations in Chapters 21 and 22 of 

the Air Navigation Regulations, 1976, as amended, are hereby repealed. 

145.01.15 Suspension And Cancellation Of Aircraft Maintenance Organisation Approval And 

Appeal 
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 (1)  Without prejudice to the powers of the Executuve Director under the Act to suspend, revoke and 

impose conditions upon an aviation document an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person may 

suspend any certificate, approval or authorization issued under this part if -  

(a) after a safety inspection and audit carried out in terms of regulation 145.01.5, it is evident that 

the holder of the certificate, approval or authorization does not comply with the requirements 

prescribed in this Part, and such holder fails to remedy such non-compliance within 30 days after 

receiving notice in writing from the authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to do so; or 

(b) the authorised officer, inspector or authorised person is prevented by the holder of the 

certificate holder, approval, or authorization or any of its partners or subcontractors, to carry out a 

safety inspection and audit in terms of regulation 145.01.5; or 

(c) the suspension is necessary in the interests of aviation safety. 

(2)  The authorised officer, inspector or authorised person who has suspended an approval in terms of 

subregulation (1), must,  deliver a report in writing to the Executive Director as soon as practicable after the 

suspension and stating the reasons for the suspension. 

 (3)  The authorised officer, inspector or authorised person concerned must  as soon as practicable 

submit a copy of the report referred to in subregulation (2), to the holder of the certificate, approval or 

authorization which has been suspended. 

(4)  The holder of a certificate, approval or authorization whose certificate, approval or authorization 

has been suspended may appeal against such suspension to the Executive Director, within 30 days after 

such holder becomes aware of such suspension. 

(5)  An appellant must deliver an appeal in writing, stating the reasons why, in his or her opinion, the 

suspension should be varied or set aside, and the appeal must include, if applicable, full particulars of any 

remedial action which may have been taken by the appellant to rectify the circumstances which resulted in 

such suspension. 

 

(6)  The Executive Director must acknowledge receipt of an appeal. 

 

(7)  The Executive Director may, subject to such conditions which the Executive Director may 

determine, confirm, vary or set aside the suspension referred to in subregulation (1) or cancel the 

certificate, approved or authorization. 

 

SUBPART 2: APPROVAL OF AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE ORGANISATION  

 

145.02.1    Maintenance Procedures Manual (MPM) 

 

 (1)  An applicant for an aircraft maintenance organisation approval must provide the Executive 

Director with its MPM and any other documentation that is necessary for the provision of the maintenance 

activities detailed in the applicantôs exposition or manual. An applicant must also extablish procedures 

which ï 

 

(a) comply with the requirements prescribed in this Subpart; and 

(b) contain the information as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145. 
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(2)   Subject to sub-regulations (5) and (6), the holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval 

must ensure that the details in its manual of procedure provide a current description of the organisation.  

 

(3)   The holder of an approval must ï 

 

(a) ensure that each amendment to its manual of procedure meets the applicable 

requirements of this Part and any other relevant Part; and  

(b) comply with the amendment procedures contained in its MPM.  

 

(4)   The holder of an approval must provide the Executive Director with a copy of each amendment to 

its Maintenance procedures manual as soon as practicable after the amendment has been incorporated into 

the Maintenance procedures manual.  

 

(5)   The holder of an approval who intends to change any of the following must apply to and obtain 

the prior approval of the Executive Director: 

 

(a) The accountable manager;  

(b) the listed senior persons;  

(c) the maintenance ratings;  

(d)    the operations specifications; 

(e) the procedures for changing the scope within a rating;  

(f) the locations at which maintenance is carried out;  

(g) the procedure for authorising persons to certify maintenance; or 

 

(6)   The Executive Director may specify conditions under which an approval holder must operate 

during or following any of the changes listed in sub-regulation (5), to ensure continued compliance with the 

requirements of this Part.  

 

(7)   The holder of an approval must comply with all conditions specified as contemplated in sub-

regulation (6).  

 

(8)   If any change referred to in this regulation requires an amendment to the approval, the holder must 

forward the approval to the Executive Director immediately after the amended approval has been issued.  

 

(9)   The holder of an approval must make such amendments to its Manual of Procedure as the 

Executive Director may consider necessary in the interests of aviation safety. 

 

145.02.2    Quality assurance system 

 

(1)  The applicant must establish a quality assurance system for the control and supervision of the 

maintenance of aircraft and aircraft components, covered by the application and to ensure copmpliance 

with, and adequacy of the procedures required by this part. 

 

(2)   The minimum standards for a quality assurance system must be as prescribed in Document NAM-

CATS 145. 

 

 

145.02.3    Accommodation and facilities 

 

The applicant must satisfy the Executive Director that the following minimum requirements as well as 

those listed in NAMCATS-145 are met ï 

 

(a) it has adequate accommodation and facilities for all maintenance to be performed by 

the aircraft maintenance organisation, ensuring in particular, effective security 

measures and protection from the weather; 
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(b) specialised work areas are segregated as appropriate to ensure that environmental and 

work area contamination does not occur; 

(c) appropriate office accommodation is provided for the administration of the 

maintenance performed and, in particular, for the administration of the organisationôs 

quality, planning and technical records; 

(d) the working environment is appropriate for each task carried out and, in particular, 

complies with any special requirements specified in the applicable airworthiness data; 

(e) storage facilities are provided for parts, equipment, tools and materials required by the 

organisation; 

(f) the storage facilities referred to in paragraph (e) provide security for serviceable parts 

and segregation of serviceable from unserviceable parts, and control deterioration of, 

and damage to, stored items; and 

(g) it has established procedures to ensure compliance with the requirements prescribed in 

paragraphs (d), (e) and (f). 

 

 

145.02.4    Personnel requirements 

 

(1)  An applicant for an aircraft maintenance approval must, subject to sub-regulation (3), engage, employ 

or contract ï 

 

(a) a senior person identified in writing as the chief executive officer or the 

accountable manager who has the authority to ensure that all activities 

undertaken by the applicant must be financed and carried out in accordance 

with the requirements prescribed by this Part;  

 

(b) a senior person or group of senior persons who are responsible for ensuring 

that the applicant complies with the requirements of this Part; such nominated 

person or persons are accountable to the chief executive or accountable 

manager for the following functions ï 

 

(i) maintenance control; 

(ii)  personnel authorisations;  

(iii)  internal quality assurance; and  

 

(c) sufficient personnel to plan, perform, supervise, inspect and certify the 

maintenance activities listed in the applicant's manual of procedure.  

 

(2)   The applicant's senior personnel contemplated in paragraphs (a) and (b) of sub-regulation 

(1) must meet the minimum requirements as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 145.  

 

(3)   An applicant may not engage, employ or contract a senior person as chief executive 

officer or the accountable manager without prior approval of the Executive Director. 

 

(4)   The applicant must ï 

 

(a) establish a procedure to initially assess, and a procedure for maintaining, the 

competence of the personnel involved in planning, performing, supervising, 

inspecting or certifying the maintenance activities performed by the applicant; 

and  

 

(b) provide such personnel with written evidence of the scope of their 

authorisation. 
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(5)   The holder of an approval must ensure that the personnel involved in planning, 

performing, supervising, inspecting, or certifying maintenance activities of the approval holder are 

engaged, employed, contracted by only one organisation. 

 

(6)   The holder of an approval must state in its Manual of Procedure a list of its personnel 

who are responsible for certifying maintenance and such list must contain, at least, the following 

information:  

 

(a) The full names of the certifying personnel;  

(b) The company authorisation number or identification stamp; and  

(c) The licence number issued by the Executive Director. 

 

 

145.02.5    Equipment, tools, and material  

 

The applicant must satisfy the Executive Director that it has ï 

 

(a) the equipment, tools and material necessary to perform adequately the approved scope 

of work as required by the applicable airworthiness data, its manual of procedure and 

the regulations in this Part; and the detailed requirements pertaining to equipment, 

tools and material contained in NAMCAT 145. 

 

 

(b) established a procedure to control and, where necessary, calibrate tools and other 

equipment at a frequency and to a standard to ensure serviceability, accuracy , 

traceability  

 

145.02.6    Application for approval or amendment thereof 

 

An application for the issuing of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval including the operations 

specifications, or an amendment thereof, must be ï 

 

(a) made to the Executive Director in the appropriate from as prescribed in Document 

NAM-CATS 145; and 

(b) accompanied by ï 

 

(i) the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187; and 

(ii)  the manual of procedure referred to in regulation 145.02.1. 

(iii)   Any additional relevant information the Executive Director may require the 

applicant to submit 

 

145.02.7    Issuing of approval 

(1)   In considering an application referred to in regulation 145.02.7 the Executive Director may 

conduct any investigations he or she deems necessary to determine the applicantôs ability to meet the 

requirements  specified in the part .  

(2)  An applicant is entitled to an aircraft maintenance organisation approval containing such 

conditions as the Executive Director determines, if after investigations,  the Executive Director is satisfied 

that ï 

  

(a) the applicant meets the requirements prescribed in Part 145 as applicable and the 

applicant has compiled a statement of compliance which is accepted by the Executive 

Director;  
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(b) the applicantôs senior person or persons requited by regulation 145.02.6 are fit and 

proper persons; and  

 

 (c) the granting of the approval is not contrary to the interests of aviation safety. 

 

 

145.02.8    Privileges 

 

(1)   The privileges of an aircraft maintenance organisation with a Category A rating approval are 

limited to aircraft for which the approval is rated and must be ï 

 

(a) to release to service an aircraft, excluding its engine or engines; 

(b) to certify in the manner prescribed in the Regulations ï 

 

(i) work which the maintenance schedule relating to an aircraft authorises 

the holder of the approval to certify; 

(ii)  the assembly of an aircraft and any adjustment or minor modification of 

an aircraft; and 

(iii)  the installation or replacement of completed subassemblies, equipment, 

instruments and minor components of an aircraft, excluding its engine 

or engines; and 

 

(c) to release to service an aircraft, excluding its engine or engines, for a test flight. 

 

(d)   For the purpose of sub-regulation (1) (b) (iii), a completed subassembly 

comprises a unit built up of individual components to form a complete unit 

which may include a wing, aileron, landing gear shock strut, wheel, complete 

landing gear, tail plane, fin, rudder and elevator. 

 

(2) The privileges of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with a Category B rating must be 

limited to aircraft for which the approval is rated and must be ï 

  

(a) to certify in the manner prescribed in the Regulations ï 

 

(i) any overhaul, repair or modification of an aircraft, excluding its engine 

or engines, except ï 

 

(a) the overhaul, repair or modification of such item, equipment or 

apparatus which is to be certified by the holder of an approval 

with a Category X rating; and 

(b)  

(b) the installation and testing of such instrument, electrical 

equipment or radio apparatus which is to be certified by the 

holder of an approval with a Category W rating; and 

 

(ii)  the manufacturing of components and parts in accordance with the 

appropriate approved specifications as prescribed in Part 21, if the 

manufacturing of the components and parts are necessary for the holder 

of the approval to complete a repair, modification or overhaul which it 

will certify;  

 

(b) in respect of rotorcraft for which the approval is rated under Category A, to 

release to service a rotorcraft, excluding its engine or engines; and 
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(c) in respect of rotorcraft for which the approval is rated under Category E, to 

release to service a rotorcraft, excluding its engine or engines. 

 

(3) The privileges of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with a Category C rating are 

limited to engines for which the approval is rated and are ï 

 

(a) to release to service an engine installed in an aeroplane; 

(b) to certify in the manner prescribed in the Regulations ï 

 

(i) work which the maintenance schedule relating to an aeroplane 

authorises the holder of the approval to certify; 

(ii)  the installation of an engine in an aeroplane; 

(iii)  any adjustment or minor modification of an aeroplane engine and the 

replacement of external components and of piston and cylinder 

assemblies; 

(iv) the overhaul and testing of spark plugs; and 

(v) any installation and maintenance, other than the overhaul, major 

modification or major repair, of propellers and the reassembly of 

variable-pitch propellers which may have been dismantled for transport 

purposes; and 

 

(c) to release to service an aeroplane engine for a test flight. 

 

(4) The privileges of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with a Category D rating are 

limited to engines for which the approval is rated and are ï 

 

(a) to release to service an engine; and 

(b) to certify in the manner prescribed in the Regulations ï 

 

(i) any overhaul, repair or modification of an engine or its accessories, 

except the overhaul, repair or modification of the ignition equipment, 

other than the spark plugs, and of the propeller, starter and generator 

which is to be certified by the holder of an approval with a Category X 

rating; and 

 

(ii)  the manufacturing of components and parts in accordance with the 

appropriate approved specifications as prescribed in Part 21, if the 

manufacturing of the components and parts are necessary for the holder 

of the approval to complete a repair, modification or overhaul which it 

will certify. 

 

(5) The privileges of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with a Category E rating are 

limited to aircraft for which the approval is rated and are ï 

 

(a) to release to service a rotorcraft; 

(b) to certify in the manner prescribed in the Regulations ï 

(i) work which the maintenance schedule relating to a rotorcraft authorises 

the holder of the approval to certify; 

(ii)  the assembly of a rotorcraft and any adjustment or minor modification 

of a rotorcraft; 

(iii)  the installation or replacement of completed subassemblies, equipment, 

instruments and minor components of a rotorcraft; 

(iv) any adjustment or minor modification of a rotorcraft engine and the 

replacement of external components and of piston and cylinder 

assemblies; 
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(v) the overhaul and testing of spark plugs; and 

(vi) any installation and maintenance, other than the overhaul, major 

modification or major repair, of rotors and the reassembly of rotors 

which may have been dismantled for transport purposes; and 

 

(c) to release to service a rotorcraft for a test flight. 

 

(6) The privileges of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with a Category W rating are 

limited to equipment for which the approval is rated and are ï 

 

(a) to release to service the equipment; and 

(b) to certify in the manner prescribed in the Regulations ï 

 

(i) work which the maintenance schedule relating to the aircraft authorises 

the holder of the approval to certify; 

(ii)  any adjustment, maintenance or modification of such equipment; and 

(iii)  any installation of such equipment in aircraft and the replacement of 

components and parts of such equipment: Provided that no equipment 

may be dismantled for the purpose of making internal replacements. 

 

(7) The privileges of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with a Category X rating are 

limited to aircraft equipment, instruments, components, auxiliaries or parts for which the approval is rated 

and are ï 

 

(a) to release to service the aircraft equipment, instruments, components, 

auxiliaries or parts; and 

 

(b) to certify in the manner prescribed in the Regulations ï 

 

(i) their overhaul, repair, testing and modification; and 

(ii)  the manufacturing of components and parts in accordance with the 

appropriate approved specifications as prescribed Part 21, if the 

manufacturing of the components and parts are necessary for the holder 

of the approval to complete a repair, overhaul, test or modification 

which it will certify. 

 

145.02.9    Period of validity  

 

(1)  An aircraft maintenance organisation approval is valid for the period determined by the Executive 

Director, which period may not exceed two years, calculated from the date of issuing or renewal thereof. 

 

(2)   The approval remains in force until it expires or is suspended by an authorised officer, inspector or 

authorised person, or cancelled by the Executive Director.  

 

(3)   The holder of an approval which expires, must forthwith surrender the approval to the Executive 

Director. 

 

(4)   The holder of an approval which is suspended, must forthwith produce the approval upon 

suspension thereof, to the authorised officer, inspector or authorised person concerned for the appropriate 

endorsement. 

 

(5)   The holder of an approval which is cancelled, must, within 30 days from the date on which the 

approval is cancelled, surrender such approval to the Executive Director. 

 

(6)    Each holder of an approval that ceases to offer maintenance services must notify the Executive 

Director in writing within 30 days of the date of cessation. 
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(7) The notification required by paragraph (6) must include a request for revocation of  the maintenance 

organisation certificate. 

 

145.02.10    Transferability  

 

(1)  Subject to the provisions of sub-regulation (2), an aircraft maintenance organisation approval including 

the operations specifications, is not transferable. 

 

(2)   A change in ownership of the holder of an approval including the operations specifications, is 

deemed to be a change of significance referred to in regulation 145.02.13. 

 

145.02.11    Renewal of approval 

 

(1)   An application for the renewal of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval including the 

operations specifications, must be ï 

 

(a) made to the Executive Director in the appropriate form as prescribed by the 

Executive Director; and 

(b) accompanied by the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187. 

 

(2)   The holder of the approval must at least 60 days immediately preceding the date on which such 

approval expires, apply for the renewal of such approval. 

 

(3)   In considering an application referred to in regulation 145.02.11 the Executive Director may 

conduct any investigations he or she deems necessary to determine the applicantôs ability to meet the 

requirements  specified in this part . 

 

145.02.12    Changes in quality assurance or safety management system 

 

(1)   If the holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval desires to make any change in either 

the quality assurance system referred to in regulation 145.02.2, or the safety management system referrerd 

to in regulation 145.02.20 which is significant in the demonstration of compliance with the appropriate 

requirements prescribed in this Part, such holder must apply to the Executive Director for the approval of 

such change. 

 

(2)   The provisions of regulation 145.02.7 must apply with the necessary changes to an application for 

the approval of a change in either the quality assurance system or the safety management system. 

 

(3)   An application for the approval of a change in either the quality assurance system or the safety 

management system must be granted by the Executive Director if the applicant satisfies the Executive 

Director, upon submission of appropriate proposed changes to the applicable manual of procedure, that it will 

continue to comply with the provisions of regulations 145.02.1 to 145.02.5 inclusive, and regulation 145.02.20 

after the implementation of such approved change. 

 

145.02.13    Duties of holder of approval 

 

(1)  The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval including the operations specifications 

must ï 

 

(a) hold at least one complete and current copy of its manual of procedure referred 

to in regulation 145.02.1, at each workplace specified in the manual of 

procedure; 

(b) comply with all procedures detailed in the manual of procedure; 

(c) make each applicable part of the manual of procedure available to the 

personnel who require those parts to carry out their duties; and 
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(d) continue to comply with the appropriate requirements prescribed in this Part. 

 

(2)   The holder of an approval must ensure that ï 

 

(a) all persons who will be directly in charge of any maintenance or inspection 

performed on behalf of the aircraft maintenance organisation; and 

(b) all personnel who are authorised to issue on behalf of the aircraft maintenance 

organisation certificates of release to service and certificates relating to the 

maintenance of an aircraft, are appropriately licensed and rated in terms of Part 

66, or have been issued by him or her with a certification authorisation with the 

appropriate rating, as provided for in the organisationôs manual of procedure in 

accordance with regulation 43.03.1(1)(b). 

 

145.02.14    Record of certifying personnel 

 

 (1) The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation must maintain a record of all certifying 

personnel as prescribed in the NAMCATS-145, which record must include particulars of the scope of their 

authorisation, qualification, record details of the experience; and 

 

(2)   The holder of an approval must provide its certifying personnel with evidence of the scope of their 

authorisation. 

 

(3)   The record referred to in sub-regulation (1) must be retained by the holder of the approval for a 

period of five years from the date on which the certifying personnel member ceases to be authorised by 

such holder. 

 

 

145.02.15    Maintenance records 

 

(1) The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with appropriate  

Category rating must establish procedures to identify, collect, index, store, and 

maintain accurate records that are necessary to ensure that each product or 

component is fit for release-to-service. 

 

(2) The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval with appropriate  Category rating 

must keep adequate records of all maintenance performed by the aircraft maintenance organisation. 

 

(3)   The records referred to in sub-regulation (2) must ï 

 

(a) indicate the name of each person who performed the work; 

(b) indicate the name of each person who inspected the work; and 

(c)    indicate the approval number of the maintenance organisation  

(c) be retained for at least five years from the date on which the aircraft or 

aircraft component to which the work relates, was released to service. 

 

(4) The holder of an approval must provide a copy of each certificate of release to service to the 

operator of the aircraft, together with a copy of any specific airworthiness data used for repairs or 

modifications carried out. 

 

(5) The holder of an approval must establish a procedure for recording maintenance details and for the 

retention of such maintenance records. 

 

145.02.16    Reports on defects or non-airworthy conditions 
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(1)   The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval must report to the Executive Director, 

the state of registry, and the applicable design organisation for the aircraft or component any defect or 

condition of an aircraft or aircraft component which that has resulted or may result in an unsafe condition 

that or a hazard that could seriously affect flight safety  within 48 hours from the moment the defect or 

condition to which the report relates, has been identified. 

 

(2)   The holder of an aircraft maintenance approval must establish procedures for ï  

 

(a) collecting, investigating, and analyzing information relating to defects in the 

aircraft or component maintained by the applicant and distributing that 

information to ï 

 

(i) the applicable design organisation;  

 (ii)    the owner or operator of that aircraft or component; and 

       (iii)    the state of registry of that aircraft 

 

(b) providing defect incident information to the Executive Director in accordance 

with the requirements of the Act or regulations made under the Act. 

 

145.02.17    Airworthiness data 

 

(1)   The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval must ï 

 

(a) keep all airworthiness data necessary to support the maintenance work 

performed by the aircraft maintenance organisation; and 

 

(b) make the airworthiness data available to all personnel who need access to 

such data to discharge their allocated responsibilities. 

 

(2)   The airworthiness data referred to in sub-regulation (1) must include all relevant data issued by ï 

 

(a) the Executive Director; and 

(b) the holder of a type certificate issued ï 

 

(i) in terms of Part 21; or 

(ii)  by an appropriate authority. 

 

(3)   The Executive Director may classify in Document NAM-CATS 145, data issued by an appropriate 

authority or the holder of a type certificate as mandatory, in which case the holder of an approval must keep 

such data. 

 

(4)   The holder of an approval must establish a procedure to control and amend the data referred to in 

sub-regulations (1), (2) and (3). 

 

(5) If the holder of an approval intends to produce its own airworthiness data, additional to the data 

referred to in sub-regulation (1), such holder must establish a procedure for producing and controlling such 

additional data. 
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145.02.18  Capability List  

 (1)  The holder of an aircraft maintenance organisation approval must  prepare and retain a current 

capability list approved by the Executive Director.  The approved maintenance organisation may not 

perform maintenance, preventive maintenance or modifications on an aircraft or aircraft component  until 

the aircraft or aircraft component  has been listed on the capability list in accordance with this Part.   

(2)  The capability list must identify each aircraft or aircraft component  by make and model, part 

number, or other nomenclature designated by the aircraft or aircraft component ôs manufacturer. 

(3)  An aircraft or aircraft component  may be listed on the capability list only if the aircraft or aircraft 

component  is within the scope of the ratings and classes of the approved maintenance organisationôs 

certificate, and only after the approved maintenance organisation has performed a self-evaluation  in 

accordance with 145.02.18(4).   

(4)  The holder of an approval must perform the self-evaluation described in this paragraph to 

determine that the maintenance organisation has all of the facilities, equipment, material, technical data, 

processes, housing, and trained personnel in place to perform the work on the aircraft or aircraft component  

as required by this Part.  If the approved maintenance organisation makes that determination, it may list the 

article on the capability list. 

(5)  The document of the evaluation described in paragraph (4) of this section must be signed by the 

accountable manager or CEOs and must be retained on file by the holder of the approval. 

(6)  Upon listing an additional article on its capability list, the holder of the approval must send a copy 

of the list to the Executive Director having jurisdiction over the approved maintenance organisation for 

approval. 

(7)  The capability list(s) must be available in the premises for inspection by the public and the 

Executive Director. 

(8)  The self-evaluations must be available in the premises for inspection by the Executive Director. 

(9)  The holder of the approval must retain the capability list(s) and self-evaluation(s) for two years 

from the date accepted by the accountable manager or CEO. 

 

145.02.19   Contract Maintenance 

 (1)  The holder of an approval may contract a maintenance function pertaining to an aircraft or aircraft 

component  to an outside source providedð 

(a) The Executive Director has approved the maintenance function to be contracted to the 

outside source and the associated contract document: and 

(b) The holder of an approval maintains and makes available to the Executive Director in a 

format acceptable to the Executive Director, the following informationð 

(i) The maintenance functions contracted to each outside facility, and 

(ii)  The name of each outside facility to whom the holder of the approval  

contracts maintenance functions and the type of certificate and ratings, if 

any, held by each facility. 
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145.02.20    Safety Management System 

 

(1)           An Approved Maintenance Organisation must ensure an acceptable level of safety by establishing 

and maintaining  safety management system that meets the requirements of Part 140 and NAM-CATS 140.  

(2) The operator must adhere to its approved safety management system. 

 

145.02.21   AMO Performance Standards 

 (1)  Each certificated approved maintenance organisation that performs any maintenance, preventive 

maintenance, modifications for an air operator certificated under Part 121, 127,135 having an approved 

maintenance program under NAMCARs 2001 as amended  must perform that work in accordance with the 

AOC holderôs manuals.  

(2) Except as provided in paragraph (1), each certificated approved maintenance organisation must 

perform its maintenance and modification operations in accordance with the applicable regulations in Part 

43.  It must maintain, in current condition, all manufacturerôs service manuals, instructions, and service 

bulletins that relate to the articles that it maintains or modifies. 

(3) In addition, each certificated approved maintenance organisation with an avionics rating must 

comply with those sections in NAMCARs 2001 as amended that apply to electronic systems, and must use 

materials that conform to approved specifications for equipment appropriate to its rating.  It must use test 

apparatus, shop equipment, performance standards, test methods, modifications, and calibrations that 

conform to the manufacturerôs specifications or instructions, approved specification, and if not otherwise 

specified, to accepted good practices of the aircraft avionics industry. 

 

145.02.22  Changes to the AMO approval holder's organization 

(1)  Subject to paragraphs (4) and (5), the holder of a maintenance organisation approval must amend 

the details in the approval holderôs Maintenance Procedures Manual (MPM) required under regulation 

145.02.1 to ensure that the MPM provides a current description of the organisation. 

 

(2)  The approval holder mustð 

 

(a)  ensure that each amendment to its MPM meets the applicable requirements of this Part 

and any other relevant Part; and 

 

(b)  comply with the amendment procedures contained in its MPM; and 

(3)  The approval holder must provide the Executive Director with a copy of each amendment to its 

MPM as soon as practicable for approval. 

 (4)  An approval proposing to change any of the following, must apply to and obtain the prior 

acceptance of the Executive Director: 
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(i)  the chief executive: 

(ii)  the listed senior persons: 

(iii)  the maintenance ratings: 

(iv)  the procedures for changing the scope within a category rating: 

(v)  the locations at which maintenance is carried out: 

(vi)  the procedure for authorising persons to certify maintenance. 

 

(5)  The Executive Director may specify conditions under which an approval holder must operate 

during or following any of the changes listed in paragraph (4), to ensure continued compliance with the 

requirements of this Part. 

 (6) An approval holder must comply with any conditions specified under paragraph (5). 

(7) If any change referred to in this rule requires an amendment to the certificate, the approval holder 

must forward the certificate to the Executive Director immediately. 

(8) An AMO approval holder must make such amendments to its MPM as the Executive Director may 

consider necessary in the interests of aviation safety. 
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Part 90 

Performance Based Navigation (PBN) 

SUBPART 1: GENERAL PROVISIONS 

This Part applies to persons, aircraft and operators engaged in commercial or non-commercial operations 

by manned aircraft registered in Namibia. 

90.01.2        PBN Operations 

Aircraft to which this Part applies may only be operated in designated airspace, on routes or in accordance 

with procedures where performance-based navigation (PBN) specifications are established if the owner or 

operator has been granted an approval by the Executive Director to conduct such operations.  

90.01.3        PBN operational approval 

(1) The applicant for the approval referred to in regulation 90.01.2 must provide evidence to the Executive 

Director that ï 

(a) the relevant airworthiness approval of the RNAV system has been obtained; 

(b) a training programme for the flight crew members involved in these operations has been 

established, including initial and recurrent checking of competence; 

(c) operating procedures have been established specifying: 

(i) the equipment to be carried, including its operating limitations and appropriate entries in 

the minimum equipment list (MEL); 

(ii)  flight crew composition and experience requirements; 

(iii)  normal procedures; 

(iv) contingency procedures; 

(v) monitoring and incident reporting; 

(vi) electronic navigation data management in accordance with NAM-CATS 121.05.26. 

(2) Applications for PBN operational approval must comply with the detailed provisions for individual 

categories of PBN operations published in Document NAM-CATS 90. 
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Part    92 

The Safe Transport of Dangerous Goods by Air 

92.00.1       Applicability     

 (1)  This Part is applicable to all international and domestic operations of civil aircraft and specifically applies 

toð 

(a) Any aircraft which is registered in Namibia or operated in Namibian airspace and which is used for the 

transportation of dangerous goods (b) any person whoð 

(i) Offers dangerous goods for transportation by air; 

(ii) Transports dangerous goods by air; or 

(iii) Accepts dangerous goods for transportation by air; and  

(b) any passenger or flight crew member on board or to be taken on board any aircraft. 

(2)  This part does not apply toð 

(a) military aircraft and military personnel who perform their official duties on board a military aircraft; 

(b) dangerous goods carried in an aircraft where such goods are intendedð 

(i) to provide medical aid to a patient during a flight; 

(ii) to provide veterinary aid or a humane killer for an animal during a flight; 

(iii) for spraying, dusting or dropping in connection with lawfully conducted agricultural, 

horticultural, forestry or pollution control operations; or 

(iv) for purposes of lawful game and livestock management during a flight; 

 (c) articles and substances which would otherwise constitute dangerous goods but which are required to be 

on board the aircraft in accordance with the appropriate airworthiness requirements and the provisions of 

the operations manual concerned: Provided that articles and substances intended as replacements for such 

articles and substances, must be transported in accordance with the requirements and standards as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92; 

(d) articles and substances which would otherwise constitute dangerous goods but which are on board the 

aircraft for the specialised purposes as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92; and 

 (e) articles and substances intended for the personal use of passengers and flight crew members to the 

extent as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.2   Prohibition of transportation of dangerous goods by air 

(1)    No person may offer for transportation in an aircraft, or transport in an aircraft or accept for transport 

in an aircraftð

(a) Any of the dangerous goods specifically identified by name or by generic description in Document 

NAM-CATS 92 as being forbidden for transportation by air under any circumstances; 

(b) Any of the dangerous goods identified in Document NAM-CATS 92 as being forbidden for 

transportation by air under normal circumstances; 

(c) Any other dangerous goods, unless in accordance with the provisions of the Act, this Part and the 

requirements and standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92; and 

(d) Any infected live animals. 

 (2)  The Executive Director may, upon application in writing by any person referred to in regulation 92.00.1 

(1) (b), exempt such person from the provisions of regulation 92.00.2 (b), where the Executive Director 

determines that -  

 (a) a situation of extreme urgency requires the transportation of dangerous goods; or 

(b) other forms of transportation are, in the circumstances, impracticable or inappropriate; or 

(c) full compliance with the provisions of this Part would, in the circumstances, be contrary to the Public 

interest, and 

(d)  the grant of the exemption applied for would not be contrary to the interests of aviation safety. 

 (2)  The provisions of section 46 of the Act apply with the necessary changes to an application for exemption 

in terms of sub-regulation (1). 

 (3)    An application for an exemption under this Part may be made; 

 (a)  in respect of flights originating in or departing from Namibia, and 

(b)  in respect of aircraft not registered in Namibia but engaged in the overflight of Namibian 

territory.  

92.00.4      Classification, division and listing of dangerous goods 

The classes, divisions and listing of dangerous goods are contained in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.5      Designation of dangerous goods inspectors 

 (1)  The Executive Director may designate dangerous goods inspectors to exercise the powers referred to in 

regulation 92.00.6. 

(2)  The conditions and requirements for and the rules, procedures and standards connected with a designation 

referred to in subregulation (1), are prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(3)  The Executive Director must sign and issue to each designated dangerous goods inspector a document 

which states the full name of such inspector and contains a statement indicating thatð 
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(a) such inspector has been designated in terms of subregulation (1); and 

(b) such inspector is authorised to exercise the powers referred to in regulation 92.00.6 and any other powers 

delegated by the Executive Director to the inspector under the Act. 

92.00.6       Powers of dangerous goods inspectors 

 (1)  A designated dangerous goods inspector mayð  

(a) enter and inspect anyð 

 (i) aerodrome or hangar; 

(ii) premises, whether situated inside or outside any aerodrome, where goods including food 

products intended for transportation by air are manufactured, produced, prepared or 

stored or where goods, mail or baggage intended for the transportation by air are packed, 

held or received or where goods, mail or baggage are received after being conveyed by 

air; and 

(iii) aircraft, vehicle, freight container or unit load device used for the transportation of 

goods, in order to ensure that the provisions of the Act, this Part and the requirements and 

standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92, are complied with; and 

(b) require any person to forthwith produce or furnish him or her with all documents, information and any 

other evidence relating to dangerous goods or baggage in so far as this may be necessary for the proper 

execution of his or her functions. 

(2)  A designated dangerous goods inspector who on reasonable grounds suspects that any baggage, 

consignment, freight container or unit load device contains goods which may not lawfully, in terms of the 

provisions of the Act, this Part and the requirements and standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92, 

be transported by air, or goods which constitute a danger or potential danger to the safety or security of 

persons, aircraft or any other property, may inspect such baggage, consignment, freight container or unit load 

device and, if he or she deems it necessary in the interest of aviation safety, order that such goods be detained 

and not be loaded in any aircraft. 

(3)  A designated dangerous goods inspector may at any timeð 

(a) searchð 

(i) any baggage, consignment, freight container or unit load device presented or accepted for 

transportation by air; 

(ii) any baggage, consignment, freight container or unit load device received after being 

transported by air; and 

(iii) any person who has disembarked from an aircraft or who intends to board an aircraft, or 

the baggage or personal possessions of such person, 

 in order to ascertain whether dangerous goods have been or are to be transported by air. 

(b) take reasonable steps to satisfy himself or herself that the mass, quantity or composition of anyð 
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(i) goods or baggage offered or presented for transportation in any consignment; 

(ii) passengersô baggage; 

(iii) freight container or unit load device; 

(iv) stores transported by the owner of an aircraft, or his or her agent; and 

(v) goods or baggage on board an aircraft,  

comply with the requirements and standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92; 

  

(c) take reasonable steps to satisfy himself or herself that the requirements and standards as prescribed in 

Document NAM-CATS 92 are complied with regarding the separation of the classes of dangerous goods in 

storage areas, unit load devices, vehicles and aircraft; 

(d) require goods to be removed from an aircraft if the requirements and standards referred to in paragraphs 

(b) and (c) are not complied with; 

(e) request any person to produce or cause to be produced for inspection any document relating to a 

consignment intended for transportation by air or which has been transported by air, or any other document 

specified in Document NAM-CATS 92; 

(f) question any person handling dangerous goods in order to ascertain whether that person complies with 

the provisions of the Act, this part and the requirements and standards as prescribed in Document NAM-

CATS 92 relating to the handling of such dangerous goods; and 

(g) condemn any dangerous goods which, in his or her reasonable opinion, are not in a good condition, or 

the storage or use of which he or she deems to be dangerous and order any such dangerous goods to be 

destroyed forthwith, in which case the owner of goods so condemned, shall have no claim against such 

inspector or against the State for the loss thereof and shall, in connection with the destruction of explosives, 

be responsible for any expense incurred. 

(4) Any search referred to in sub-section 3 (a) (iii) must be conducted in accordance with the 

requirements of section 144(b) of the Act as if such search were a search carried out under section 141(b) 

of the Act. 

(5)  The provisions in this Part are without prejudice to the general powers under the Act of the 

Executive Director and to the specific powers under the Act of aviation security officers insofar as they 

may be of general or specific application to dangerous goods. 

92.00.7      Training  

 (1)  Anyð 

(a) shipper of dangerous goods, including a packer and shipperôs agent; 

(b) operator of any aircraft usedð 
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(i) in a commercial air transport operation in terms of Parts 91, 121, 127, or 135 of these regulations;  

(c) personð 

(i) who performs the act of accepting, handling, loading, unloading, transferring or other 

processing of cargo, on behalf of an operator; 

(ii) located at an aerodrome, who performs the act of processing passengers on behalf of an 

operator; 

(iii) not located at an aerodrome, who performs the act of checking in passengers on behalf of 

an operator; 

(iv) other than an operator, who is involved in the processing of cargo; or 

(v) engaged in the security screening of passengers, their baggage and cargo, 

must ensure that the following categories of any personnel in his, her or its employ successfully 

complete initial dangerous goods training and recurrent dangerous goods trainingð 

(aa) cargo personnel including any person who has access to a cargo warehouse; 

(bb) personnel engaged in the ground handling, storage and loading of dangerous 

goods; 

(cc) passenger handling personnel; 

(dd) security personnel who deal with the screening of passengers, their baggage and 

cargo; 

(ee) flight crew members; 

(ff) packers; 

(gg) shippers; 

(hh) shipperôs agents; 

(ii ) any person who has unescorted access to a cargo warehouse who is not 

responsible for the handling, storage, loading or transportation of cargo; and 

(jj ) cabin crew members. 

(2)  Training as required by this Part may only be provided by a dangerous goods training organisation 

designated in terms of Part 141. 

(3)  The subject matter of initial dangerous goods training and refresher dangerous goods training are 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92.

(4) The persons, employees or agencies referred to in sub-regulation (1) must complete recurrent dangerous 

goods training every 24 months, calculated from the date of the successful completion of the initial 

dangerous goods training or the preceding recurrent dangerous goods training, as the case may be. 

(5)  Upon the successful completion of the initial dangerous goods training or the recurrent dangerous goods 

training referred to in sub-regulation (3), the dangerous goods training organisation concerned must issue to 

the candidate a certificate of competence in the handling of dangerous goods to be transported by air. 

(6)  Any instructor conducting a dangerous goods training programme must successfully complete a category 6 

initial training course and thereafter successfully complete a dangerous goods training recurrent course 

within 24 months calculated from the date of the completion of the initial course with an approved ATO. 

(7)  The curriculum for the training referred to in subregulation (6) is prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(8)  An operator of an aerodrome or a ramp handling organisation and/or its respective service providers and 

subcontractors must maintain a record of training of personnel, including third party personnel, and such 

records must be made available on site and upon request. 

92.00.8       Validation of foreign certificates 

 (1)  The Executive Director may upon application in writing by a person, validate any foreign certificate 

issued in respect of the handling of dangerous goods to be transported by air, if the holder of the certificate 

submits documentary proof thatð 

  

(a) such certificate has been obtained from an approved foreign training organisation; and 

(b) he or she has successfully completed the refresher dangerous goods training referred to in 

regulation 92.00.7 (3), where applicable. 

(2)  The application referred to in sub-regulation (1) must be accompanied by the appropriate fee as prescribed 

in part 187. 

(3)  The provisions of regulation 92.00.7 (4) and (5) apply with the necessary changes to the holder of a 

certificate referred to in sub-regulation (1). 

92.00.9       Packing and packaging 

 (1)  A shipper must ensure that all dangerous goods which the shipper prepares or offers for transportation by 

air, are packed in accordance with the provisions of this part and the requirements and standards as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(2)  A shipper must ensure that any packaging used for the transportation of dangerous goods by air ð 

(a) complies with the material and construction specifications of, and is tested initially in 

accordance with the requirements and standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 

92; and 

(b) is of good quality and be constructed and securely closed so as to prevent leakage caused 

by changes in temperature, humidity, pressure or vibration under normal conditions of 

transportation by air. 
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(3)  A shipper must ensure that inner packaging is packed, secured or cushioned to prevent its breakage or 

leakage and to control its movement within the outer packaging during normal conditions of transportation 

by air. 

(4)  A shipper must ensure that packaging in direct contact with dangerous goods is resistant to any chemical 

or other action of such goods and cushioning, and that absorbent materials do not react dangerously with 

the contents of the receptacles. 

(5)  A shipper must ensure that packaging for which retention of a liquid is a basic function, is capable of 

withstanding, without leaking, the pressure as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(6)  No receptacle used for the transportation of dangerous goods by air may be re-used by the shipper until 

such receptacle has been inspected by such shipper and found free from corrosion or other damage. 

(7)  If a receptacle, used for the transportation of dangerous goods by air, is re-used by the shipper, all 

necessary measures must be taken by the shipper to prevent contamination of subsequent dangerous goods 

transported therein. 

(8)  If, because of the nature of their former contents, uncleaned empty receptacles may present a hazard, the 

shipper must ensure that such receptacles are tightly closed and treated according to the hazard that they 

constitute. 

(9)  A shipper must ensure that no harmful quantity of any dangerous substance adheres to the outside of a 

package. 

92.00.10       Responsibility of shipper 

 (1)  A shipper must ensure that dangerous goods offered for transportation by air are not dangerous goods 

identified as forbidden for transported by air in terms of regulation 92.00.2 and areð  

(a) identified, classified, packed, marked and labelled; and 

(b) accompanied by a properly executed dangerous goods transport document, 

in accordance with the provisions of this Part and the requirements and standards as prescribed in 

Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(2)  A shipper must ensure that any person employed by him or her or any person employed to act on his or her 

behalf, who is involved in the preparation of a consignment of dangerous goods to be transported by air, is 

trained in accordance with the provisions of regulation 92.00.7. 

92.00.11      Labelling and marking 

 (1)  Any person who offers any package containing dangerous goods for conveyance by air must ensure that 

such package is labelled with the appropriate label or labels in accordance with the requirements and standards 

as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(2)  Any person who offers any package containing dangerous goods for conveyance by air must ensure that 

such package is marked with the proper shipping name, UN number, class of hazard, and subsidiary risk, 

and that any authorisation reference of the contents of the package is in accordance with the requirements 

and standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 
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(3)  (a)  Any person who offers any package containing dangerous goods for transportation by air must ensure 

that each packaging which is manufactured in accordance with a packaging specification as prescribed in 

Document NAM-CATS 92, is marked with the appropriate packaging specification marking as prescribed 

in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(b)  No packaging may be marked with a packaging specification marking unless such packaging complies 

with the appropriate packaging specification as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(c) In addition to the languages required by the State of Origin the English language must be used for the 

markings related to dangerous goods. 

92.00.12        Dangerous goods transport document 

 (1)  Any person who offers dangerous goods for transportation by air must, unless otherwise provided for in 

Document NAM-CATS 92, complete, sign and provide the operator with a dangerous goods transport 

document and such other appropriate documents as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(2)  A dangerous goods transport document must contain the information as prescribed in Document NAM-

CATS 92 as well as a declaration, signed by the person referred to in subregulation (1), indicating that the 

dangerous goods offered for transportation by air areð 

(a) fully and accurately described by their proper shipping names; 

(b) identified, classified, packed, marked and labelled in accordance with the requirements and 

standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92; 

(c) in proper condition for transportation by air in accordance with the requirements and standards 

as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92; and 

(d) not dangerous goods identified as forbidden for transportation by air in terms of regulation 

92.00.2. 

(3)  The English language must be used for the dangerous goods transport document. 

 (4)  The operator of an aircraft in which dangerous goods are to be transported, may not accept such 

dangerous goods for transportation by airð 

(a) unless the dangerous goods are accompanied by a completed dangerous goods transport 

document, except where Document NAM-CATS 92 provides that such document is not 

required; and 

(b) until such operator has inspected the exterior or the package, overpack or freight container 

containing the dangerous goods in accordance with the acceptance procedures as prescribed in 

Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(5)  The operator referred to in sub-regulation (1) must develop and use an acceptance checklist to ensure that 

the provisions of sub-regulation (1) regarding the acceptance of dangerous goods for transportation by air 

are complied with. 
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(6)  The acceptance checklist referred to in sub-regulation (2), must comply with the requirements as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

 (7)  The operator of an aircraft in which dangerous goods are to be transported must provide the Pilot in 

Command, as soon as practicable before departure of the aircraft, with the written information as prescribed 

in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(8)  The operator referred to in sub-regulation (1), must provide information in the Operations Manual and 

other relevant publications to the flight crew members and employees concerned to enable such flight crew 

members and employees to carry out their duties with regard to the transportation by air of dangerous 

goods, and such information must include the information as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(9) Operators, shippers or other organisations involved in the transport of dangerous goods by air must provide 

such information to their personnel as will enable them to carry out their responsibilities with regard to the 

transport of dangerous goods and must provide instructions as to the action to be taken in the event of 

emergencies arising involving dangerous goods. 

92.00.13        Inspection for damage or leakage by operator 

 (1)  The operator of an aircraft in which dangerous goods are to be transported must inspect the exterior of 

each package and overpack containing dangerous goods and each freight container or package containing 

radioactive materials to ensure that there is no damage to or leakage from such package, overpack and 

freight container, before loading such package, overpack and container in the aircraft or into a unit load 

device. 

(2)  The operator referred to in sub-regulation (1) must inspect a unit load device before loading such device in 

the aircraft to ensure that there is no damage to or leakage from any dangerous goods contained therein. 

(3)  No damaged or leaking package, overpack, freight container or unit load device may be loaded in an 

aircraft. 

(4)  If any package, overpack or freight container containing dangerous goods appears to be damaged or 

leaking after loading such package, overpack or freight container into an aircraft, the operator must remove 

or arrange for the removal of such package, overpack or freight container from the aircraft and must ensure 

that the remainder of the consignment is in a proper condition for transportation by air and that no other 

package, overpack or freight container has been damaged or contaminated. 

(5)  Each package or overpack containing dangerous goods, or a freight container or package containing 

radioactive materials, must be inspected by the operator for signs of damage or leakage upon unloading 

such package, overpack or freight container from the aircraft or unit load device, and if damage or leakage 

has occurred, the area where such package, overpack, freight container or unit load device was stowed in 

the aircraft, must be inspected for damage or contamination. 

(6)  If a package, overpack or freight container containing radioactive materials is found to be damaged or 

leaking, the operator mustð 

(a) take all necessary precautions to restrict access to such package, overpack or freight container 

containing radioactive materials; and 

(b) designate a qualified person to assess the extent of the contamination and the radiation level. 
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(7)  If any hazardous contamination is found in an aircraft as a result of damage to or leakage from a package 

or overpack containing dangerous goods, the operator must decontaminate the aircraft immediately. 

(8)  The operator must remove an aircraft from service immediately when such aircraft is contaminated by 

radioactive materials and may not return such aircraft to service until the radiation level resulting from the 

fixed contamination at any accessible surface and the non-fixed contamination, is below the values as 

prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(9)  Any person responsible for the conveyance and opening of packages containing infectious substances who 

becomes aware of damage to or leaking from such packages, mustð  

(a) avoid handling such infectious substances, where possible; 

(b) inspect adjacent packages for contamination; 

(c) inform the appropriate public health authority or veterinary authority of such damage or leakage; 

(d) provide the appropriate authority of the country of transit with information regarding any 

possible contamination; and 

(e) notify the shipper or the consignee accordingly. 

The operator of an aircraft in which dangerous goods are to be transported must comply with the storage and 

loading provisions of this part and the requirements and standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.17          Loading restrictions in cabin or on flight deck 

Unless otherwise provided for in Document NAM-CATS 92, dangerous goods may not be stowed in an 

aircraft cabin occupied by passengers or on the flight deck of an aircraft. 

 (1)  The operator of an aircraft in which dangerous goods are to be transported must ensure that packages 

containing dangerous goods which might react dangerously when coming into contact with each other, are 

not stowed in an aircraft next to each other or in a position that would allow interaction between them in 

the event of leakage. 

(2)  The operator must ensure that a package containing a toxic or infectious substance is stowed in an aircraft 

in accordance with the requirements and standards prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(3)  The operator must ensure that a package containing radioactive materials is stowed in an aircraft in a 

manner which separates the package from persons, live animals, and undeveloped film, in accordance with 

the requirements and standards as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.19         Securing of dangerous goods 

 (1)  The operator of an aircraft in which dangerous goods are to be transported, must, when dangerous goods 

are loaded in the aircraft, protect such dangerous goods from being damaged, and must secure such 

dangerous goods in the aircraft in a manner which will prevent any movement in flight that could change 

the orientation of the packages. 
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(2) When securing packages containing radioactive materials, the operator must ensure that the securing is 

adequate in order that the requirements regarding the separation of radioactive materials referred to in sub-

regulation 92.00.18 (3) are complied with. 

(3)  Operators, shippers, and other persons engaged in the transport of dangerous goods by air, must establish 

dangerous goods security measures to minimise theft or misuse of dangerous goods that may endanger 

persons, property, or the environment, in accordance with the provisions of Document NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.20         Loading in cargo aircraft 

Unless otherwise provided for in Document NAM-CATS 92, a package or overpack, containing dangerous 

goods and bearing a ñcargo aircraft onlyò label, must be loaded in such manner that any flight crew member or 

other person authorised by the operator, can see, handle and, where size and weight permit, separate such 

package or overpack from other cargo in flight. 

92.00.21          Dangerous goods accident and incident reporting 

 (1)  The operator of an aircraft, the person in charge of a cargo warehouse, an aerodrome manager or the 

person in charge of ramp and ground handlers involved in a dangerous goods accident or dangerous goods 

incident within Namibia, must, within 48 hours after such accident or incident has occurred, notifyð  

(a) in the case of an accident, the Executive Director, any Air Traffic Service Unit (ATSU} or the 

nearest police station; or 

(b) in the case of an incident, any ATSU, 

of such accident or incident, and such ATSU or police station, as the case may be, must immediately on receipt 

of the notification, notifyð 

(i) the Executive Director; and 

(ii) where such accident or incident occurs at an aerodrome, the aerodrome manager. 

(2)  The operator of a Namibian-registered aircraft involved in a dangerous goods accident or dangerous goods 

incident, or an accident or serious incident where dangerous goods carried as cargo may be involved,  must, 

as soon as practicable, notifyð  

(a) the appropriate authority of the State in territory where the accident or incident has occurred, 

directly or through any ATSU; and 

(b) the Executive Director, 

of such accident or incident. 

(3)  Any notification of a dangerous goods accident or dangerous goods incident must, in addition to the 

provisions of regulation 12.02.4 (a), contain the particulars as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(4)  In the event of an aircraft accident or a serious incident where dangerous goods carried as cargo may be 

involved, the operator of the aircraft carrying the dangerous goods as cargo must provide information, 

without delay, to emergency services responding to the accident or serious incident about the dangerous 

goods on board, as shown on the written information to the Pilot in Command 
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(5)  In the event of an aircraft incident, the operator of an aircraft carrying dangerous goods as cargo must, if 

requested to do so, provide information without delay to emergency services responding to the incident, as 

shown on the written information to the Pilot in Command. 

(6) Reports of incidents and accidents involving dangerous goods shall be collated and analysed by the 

Executive Director as part of the State Safety Programme. 

92.00.22        Dangerous goods accident and incident investigation 

The Namibia Civil Aviation Authority investigator-in-charge must investigate all dangerous goods accidents 

and dangerous goods incidents reported in terms of regulation 92.00.21 (1), and the provisions of Part 11 of the 

Act will apply with the necessary changes to such investigation. 

92.00.23         Dangerous goods accident and incident information 

In the case of a consignment for which a dangerous goods transport document is required in terms of this part, 

the operator or cargo handling organisation must ensure that the information as prescribed in Document NAM-

CATS 92 is available at all times for use in an emergency response to dangerous goods accidents or dangerous 

goods incidents. 

92.00.24       Notification of undeclared or misdeclared dangerous goods 

 (1)  The operator of an aircraft in which dangerous goods are transported within Namibia or outside Namibia 

must, within 48 hours after the discovery ofð  

(a) any undeclared or misdeclared dangerous goods; or 

(b) dangerous goods not permitted in terms of regulation 92.00.26, on board the aircraft or in the 

baggage or on the person of a passenger or flight crew member, notify the Executive Director or 

the appropriate National authority thereof, as the case may be. 

(2)  In order to prevent the occurrence of instances of undeclared and misdeclared dangerous goods in cargo 

each operator must establish procedures for investigating and compiling information concerning such 

occurrences in the territory and which involve the transport of dangerous goods originating in, or destined 

for, another territory, and those procedures must be clearly stated in the Manual of Procedures (MOP). 

(3) Reports of occurrences of instances shall be made available to the Executive Director, or the appropriate 

authority of the State in which this occurred, within 48 hours. 

92.00.25      Retention of documents 

 (1)  The operator of an aircraft in which dangerous goods are transported, must ensure that at least one copy of 

all records pertaining to a flight on which dangerous goods are transported, including theð 

  

(a) dangerous goods transport records i.e. dangerous goods transport document and air way bill.; 

(b) acceptance checklist, if completion of the checklist is required; and 

(c) written information provided to the pilot in command in terms of sub-regulation 92.00.15 (1), are 

retained for a period of 90 days, calculated from the date of such flight. 
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(2)  The operator of an aircraft involved in a dangerous goods accident or incident, and the manager of an 

aerodrome where such accident or incident has occurred must keep records of the dangerous goods incident 

or accident and any undeclared or misdeclared dangerous goods discovered and such records must be made 

available on site and copies supplied to the Executive Director upon request by the Executive Director or an 

authorised officer or inspector within 48 hours. 

92.00.26        Dangerous goods carried by passengers or flight crew members 

No passenger or flight crew member may carry dangerous goods as, or in, carry-on baggage or checked 

baggage, or on his or her person, except in accordance with the requirements and standards as prescribed in 

Document NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.27          Information to passengers 

Every operator of an aircraft must ensure that information regarding the types of goods that passengers are 

prohibited to carry on board an aircraft, is available to such passengers as prescribed in Document NAM-

CATS 92 and such information shall includeð  

(a) applicable information accompanying the passenger ticket; and 

(b) notices which are prominently displayedð 

(i) at any location where tickets are issued and baggage checked; and 

(ii) at all check-in- counters and aircraft boarding areas. 

92.00.28        Powers of an aerodrome operator in regard to the loading and unloading of dangerous 

goods 

 (1)  If in the opinion of any aerodrome operator a possibility exists that persons on a licensed aerodrome may 

be endangered through the loading or unloading of dangerous goods, he or she may take any of the steps as 

contemplated in sub-paragraphs (2), (3) and (4) of this regulation. 

(2)  If the operator of an aircraft has informed the aerodrome operator of the proposed loading or unloading 

and the aerodrome operator considers that persons or property on the licensed aerodrome will be 

endangered by the proposed loading or unloading, the aerodrome operator mayð 

  

(a) permit such loading or unloading subject to such conditions as the aerodrome operator may 

deem necessary to impose with a view to safeguarding persons or property on the aerodrome; or 

(b) prohibit such loading or unloading. 

(3)  If dangerous goods have been loaded in or unloaded from an aircraft without the permission of the 

aerodrome operator, the aerodrome operator may direct that such dangerous cargo be unloaded from or 

reloaded into such aircraft, or give such other directions or impose such conditions as the aerodrome 

operator may deem necessary with a view to safeguarding persons or property on the aerodrome. 
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(4)  The operator of an aircraft carrying dangerous goods on an aerodrome must, if directed to do so by the 

aerodrome operator, move such aircraft to another place on the aerodrome and keep such aircraft in that 

place until the aerodrome operator grants permission for such aircraft to be moved. 

92.00.29      Designation of persons responsible for dangerous goods 

 (1)  Each operator, ramp handling organisation, ground handling organisation and aerodrome manager must 

designate a dangerous goods specialist who is responsible for the following matters involving dangerous 

goodsð  

(a) compliance with the regulations; 

(b) quality control; 

(c) reporting of accidents and incidents; 

(d) maintenance of dangerous goods incidents and accidents records. 

(2)  The minimum requirement or qualification for the designated dangerous goods specialist is the successful 

completion of minimum dangerous goods Category 6 training from an approved Air Training Organisation. 

92.00.30         Issuing of competency cards 

All personnel required to have a dangerous goods qualification as prescribed in Document NAM-CATS 92 

must be issued with a competency card and must carry the card on their person at all times while on duty. 

92.00.31        Reporting of undeclared or misdeclared dangerous goods 

 (1)  An operator, shipper, or other organisation engaged in the transport of dangerous goods by air, must report 

any occasion when undeclared or misdeclared dangerous goods are discovered, or when dangerous goods 

not permitted in terms of Document NAM-CATS 92 are discovered in passengersô baggage. 

(2)  Such a report must be made to the Executive Director, within 48 hours. 

92.00.32       Surface transport 

 (1)  Operators must make provision to enable dangerous goods intended for air transport, and prepared in 

accordance of Document NAM-CATS 92, to be accepted by such surface transport operators for surface 

transport to or from aerodromes. 

92.00.33        Dangerous goods by mail 

 (1)  Operators and individuals engaged in the transport of dangerous goods by air must establish procedures 

with the view to controlling the introduction of dangerous goods into air transport through postal services 

as set out in Document NAM-CATS 92. 

(2)  Staff of any postal operators must be trained appropriate to their responsibilities as set out in Document 

NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.34          Reporting of dangerous goods occurrences 
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Any operator, shipper or individual engaged in the transport of dangerous goods by air must report any 

occurrence to the Executive Director, within 48 hours, whenever it is discovered that ð 

  

(a) dangerous goods carried by air have not been loaded, segregated, separated and secured in 

accordance with the provisions of Document NAM-CATS 92; and 

(b) dangerous goods have been carried on an aircraft without information having been provided to 

the pilot-in-command in accordance with the provisions of Document NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.35          Storage and loading 

The procedure for the loading and stowing of packages and overpacks containing dangerous goods, and freight 

containers containing radio-active materials is as prescribed in the provisions of Document NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.36        In-flight emergencies 

In the event of an in-flight emergency, the pilot in command must, as soon as the situation permits, inform the 

appropriate ATSU, for the information of aerodrome authorities, of any dangerous goods on board the aircraft, 

as provided for in NAM-CATS 92. 

92.00.37          Application of the Technical Instructions 

 (a) The Executive Director must inform ICAO of any difficulties encountered in the application of the 

Technical Instructions and of any amendments which it would be desirable to make to them. 

(b) Although an amendment to the Technical Instructions with an immediate applicability for reasons of safety 

may not yet have been implemented in Namibia, it may nevertheless facilitate the movement of dangerous 

goods in Namibian territory which are consigned from another State in accordance with that amendment, 

providing the goods comply in total with the revised requirements.

Safety Management Systems 

SUBPART 1:  GENERAL  

 

Applicability 

140.01.1 (1) This Part applies to the holder ofð 

(a) An aerodrome license in respect of an aerodrome which is required to be licensed in terms of Part 

139; 

(b) An aviation training organization approval issued in terms of Part 141; 

(c) An aircraft maintenance organization approval issued in terms of Part 145; 

(d) An aircraft, engines or propeller manufacturing organisation approval issued in terms of Part 148;  

(e) An aircraft, engines or propeller type design organization approval issued in terms of Part 147; 

(f) An operating certificate issued in terms of Parts 121, 127 and 135,138 

(g) An Air Traffic Service provider approval issued in terms of Part 172;  

(2) This part also applies to International operations of large or turbojet aeroplanes for general 

aviation in terms of Part 91. 

(3) The interface between the organizationôs SMS and that of the sub product or subservice providerôs 

safety systems must address the identification of hazards, assessment of risk and development of risk 

mitigation strategies where applicable. 

 

(3) This Part refers to the entities described in subparagraph (1) using the term óservice providerô. 

(4) This Part refers to a safety management system using the abbreviation óSMSô. 

 

Definitions: 

 

140.01.2  Definitions of terms used: 

 

Accountable executive. A single, identifiable person having responsibility for the effective and efficient 

performance of the Stateôs SSP or of the service providerôs SMS. 

 

Acceptable level of safety performance (ALoSP). The minimum level of safety performance of civil 

aviation in a State, as defined in its State safety programme, or of a service provider, as defined in its safety 

management system, expressed in terms of safety performance targets and safety performance indicators 

 

Change management. A formal process to manage changes within an organization in a systematic 

manner, so that changes which may impact identified hazards and risk mitigation strategies are accounted 

for, before the implementation of such changes. 
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Hazard. A condition or an object with the potential to cause or contribute to an aircraft incident or 

accident.  

 

Defences. Specific mitigating actions, preventive controls or recovery measures put in place to prevent the 

realization of a hazard or its escalation into an undesirable consequence. 

 

Errors . An action or inaction by an operational person that leads to deviations from organizational or the 

operational personôs intentions or expectations. 

 

High-consequence indicators. Safety performance indicators pertaining to the monitoring and 

measurement of high-consequence occurrences, such as accidents or serious incidents. High-consequence 

indicators are sometimes referred to as reactive indicators.  

 

Lower-consequence indicators. Safety performance indicators pertaining to the monitoring and 

measurement of lower-consequence occurrences, events or activities such as incidents, non-conformance 

findings or deviations. Lower-consequence indicators are sometimes referred to as proactive/predictive 

indicators. 

Large aeroplane means an aeroplane with all-up weight exceeding 5700 kilograms. 

Risk mitigation . The process of incorporating defences or preventive controls to lower the severity and/or 

likelihood of a hazardôs projected consequence. 

 

Safety data. A defined set of facts or set of safety values collected from various aviation related sources, 

which is used to maintain or improve safety. 

 

Note. ð Such safety data is collected from proactive or reactive safety-related activities, including but not 

limited to:  

 

a) accident or incident investigations; 

b) safety reporting; 

c) continuing airworthiness reporting; 

d) operational performance monitoring; 

e) inspections, audits, surveys; or 

f) safety studies and reviews.  

 

Safety information. Safety data processed, organized or analysed in a given context so as to make it useful 

for safety management purposes. 

 

Safety management system (SMS). A systematic approach to managing safety, including the necessary 

organizational structures, accountabilities accountability, responsibilities, policies and procedures.   

 

Safety performance. A Stateôs or service providerËs safety achievement as defined by its safety 

performance targets and safety performance indicators. 

 

Safety performance indicator. A data-based safety parameter used for monitoring and assessing safety 

performance. 

 

Safety risk. The predicted probability and severity of the consequences or outcomes of a hazard. 

 

State safety programme. An integrated set of regulations and activities aimed at improving safety. 
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Safety oversight. A function performed by a State to ensure that individuals and organizations performing 

an aviation activity comply with safety-related national laws and regulations. 

 

Safety performance target. The State or service providerôs planned or intended objective target for a 

safety performance indicator(s) over a given period that aligns with the safety objectives. 

 

Surveillance. The State activities through which the State proactively verifies through inspections and 

audits that aviation licence, certificate, authorization or approval holders continue to meet the established 

requirements and function at the level of competency and safety required by the State. 

 

Service Provider: Aviation organisations e.g ANSP, AOC holder, Aerodrome Operator etc 

 

Sub Product or Sub Service Provider: subcontractors providing product or services to the service 

providers 

140.01.3  Establishment of SMS  

 (1)  A Service provider must establish, implement, maintain and adhere to an SMS in accordance with 

this Part that is appropriate to the size, nature and complexity of the operations or activities authorised to be 

conducted in terms of the organisationôs licence, approval or certificate and the hazards and risks related to 

the relevant operations or activities. 

(2)  An organisationôs SMS including Safety performance indicators and targets established must be 

accepted by the Executive Director. 

(3)  The Executive Directorôs acceptance of an organisationôs SMS must not depend upon the 

immediate implementation of a fully developed and mature SMS. Due to the need to develop the SMS 

effectively and progressively within the context of an organisationôs operational and management culture, 

the Executive Director must accept the SMS in accordance with requirements for SMS implementation 

specified in regulation 140.02.2. 

 

SUBPART 2:  SMS REQUIREMENTS 

 

140.02.1  Requirements of SMS 

 (1)  The SMS must include ï  

(a) safety policy and objectives, including ï 

(i) Management commitment 

(ii)  Safety accountability and responsibilities 

(iii)  Appointment of key safety personnel 

(iv) Coordination of emergency response planning (ERP) 

(v) SMS documentation 

(b) Safety risk management, including ï 

(i) Hazard identification 
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(ii)  Safety risk assessment and mitigation 

(c) Safety assurance, including ï 

(i) Safety performance monitoring and measurement 

(ii)  The management of change 

(iii)  Continuous improvement of the SMS 

(d) Safety promotion, including ï 

(i) Training and education; 

(ii)  Safety communication. 

(2)  A Service provider must develop and implement the components and elements listed in 

subregulation (1) in accordance with Document NAM-CATS 140. 

 

140.02.2  Implementation of SMS 

 (1)  A Service provider must ensure that the SMS requirements specified in regulation 140.01.3 are 

implemented in a planned, structured and effective manner to ensure that the SMS is effective in 

maintaining and improving safety. 

(2)  A Service provider must implement the SMS in planned phases in accordance with Document 

NAM-CATS 140. 

(3)  A Service provider holding a valid licence, approval or certificate, as specified in regulation 

140.01.1, prior to the date this Part comes into effect must complete SMS implementation, as specified in 

Document NAM-CATS 140. 

(4)  A Service provider issued with a new licence, approval or certificate, as specified in regulation 

140.01.1, on a date after this Part comes into effect must show compliance with phase 1 and 2 before the 

issue of licence approval or certificate and complete remaining phases of SMS implementation, as specified 

in Document NAM-CATS 140. 

(5)  The time-scale for completion of SMS implementation, for a Service provider whose licence, 

approval or certificate is temporarily suspended on or after the date this Part comes into effect, must be 

determined by the Executive Director. 

 

140.02.3  Personnel requirements 

 (1)  A Service provider must nominate an Accountable Executive who, irrespective of other functions 

is accountable on behalf of the organisation, for implementation and maintenance of effective SMS. Such 

personnel are to be appointed subject to the approval of the Executive Director. 

(2)  The defined accountabilities and responsibilities for the personnel specified in subregulation (1) 

must be in accordance with Document NAM-CATS 140 and any additional requirements specified by the 

Parts listed in regulation 140.01.1, as applicable to the category of organisation.  

(3)  The experience and qualification requirements for the personnel specified in subregulation (1) 

must be in accordance with Document NAM-CATS 140 and any additional requirements specified by the 

Parts listed in regulation 140.01.1, as applicable to the category of organisation.

(4)  In deciding the suitability of personnel for approval, the Executive Director must consider the 

outcome of the fit and proper person test specified in the Act. 

 

140.02.4  International general aviation operators of large or turbojet aeroplanes 

 

International general aviation operators of large or turbojet aeroplanes must establish and maintain an SMS 

that is appropriate to the size and complexity of the operation and must, as a minimum, include: 

 

 (a) A process to identify actual and potential safety hazards and assess the associated risks; 

 

 (b) A process to develop and implement remedial action necessary to maintain an acceptable level of 

safety; and 

 

 (c) Provisions for continuous monitoring and regular assessment of the appropriateness and effectiveness 

of safety management activities.  

 

140.02.5  Holder of more than one certificate 

The holder of more than one licence, approval or certificate as referred to in regulation 140.01.1, may 

integrate the requirements of these Parts into a single SMS, subject to the approval of the Executive 

Director.

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SUB-PART 1  GENERAL  

 

71.1.1 Purpose 

 

(1) This Part prescribes the requirements and methods to  be used: 

(a) when, in order to meet the requirements of NAMCARs Part 172: 

(i)  the airspace is to be classified so that appropriate air traffic services will be provided in 

the airspace; and 

(ii)  a determination is to be made that certain air traffic services must be provided at an 

aerodrome and in airspace associated with that aerodrome;  

(b) to specify the boundaries of airspace that is to be, or will be used in a particular way; and 

(c) to decide whether a determination is to be made that: 

(i)  broadcast requirements apply in particular airspace or at an aerodrome; and 

(ii)  radio services must be provided at an aerodrome. 

 

(2) This Part also provides for the Executive Director to give directions on: 

(a) the use of airspace;  

(b) broadcasts that must be made in airspace and at aerodromes; 

(c) the use of air routes; and 

(d) conditions or restrictions that apply regarding the use of air routes.  

 

71.1.2 Applicability  

 

(1) This Part applies to:  

(a) the classification and designation of airspace: 

(i) in Namibia;  

(ii)  in the airspace over the high seas administered by Namibia;  

(iii)  in those portions of airspace over another State for which Namibia has accepted 

responsibility for the provision of air traffic services. 

(b) except as specified in (2), the creation and promulgation of air routes:  

(i) in Namibia;  

(ii)  in the airspace over the high seas administered by Namibia; 

(iii)  in those portions of airspace over another State for which Namibia has accepted 

responsibility for the provision of air traffic services. 

(2) This Part does not apply to: 

(a) the creation of terminal area air routes or procedures constructed under the provisions of 

NAM-CARs Part 173; or

(b) the creation of air routes, terminal area air routes or procedures for use by military aircraft 

operating in airspace designated for use by the Defence Forces of Namibia (Defence 

Forces). 

71.01.3   Definitions 

 

(1) Definitions pertinent to this regulation are contained in NAM-CATS Part 71.  

 

(2) For this Part, airspace and an aerodrome are associated if the airspace is used by aircraft arriving at 

or departing from the aerodrome. 

 

71.01.4  Issue of Civil Aviation Technical Standards 

 

(1) The Executive Director may issue Civil Aviation Technical Standards (NAM-CATS) for this Part 

that provide for the following matters: 

(a) standards, including procedures, systems and documents used to assess, develop, classify 

and promulgate airspace and air routes; 

(b) standards for the training and checking of airspace and air route design personnel; 

(c) any matter required or permitted by the regulations to be provided for by the Civil Aviation 

Technical Standards; 

(d) any matter necessary or convenient to be provided for the effective operation of this Part. 

 

(2) The NAM-CATS is an extension of, and has the same legal status as, regulations in the regulatory 

Part to which it is attached or associated. 

SUB-PART 2  AIRSPACE STANDARDS AND METHODS 

71.02.1   Airspace classification - standards 

 

The standards to be applied for airspace classification are: 

(a) the standards set out in this Part and in NAM-CATS Part 71; and 

(b) the provisions of NAM-CARs and NAM-CATS Part 172 regarding the classification of 

airspaces.  

71.02.2  Aerodrome services - standards 

 

The standards to be applied for a determination that an air traffic service must be provided at an aerodrome 

are: 

(a) the standards set out in the NAM-CATS Part 71; and 

(b) the provisions of NAM-CARs and NAM-CATS Part 172 regarding designation of the 

portions of the airspace and controlled aerodromes where air traffic services are provided; 
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71.02.3  Boundaries of designated airspace 

 

(1) Airspace boundaries including airspace that is to be any of the following kinds, must be specified 

according to specifications in the NAM-CATS Part 71: 

(a) a control area; 

(b) a control zone; 

(c) airspace that is above or below a restricted area, or above a prohibited area or danger area. 

 

(2) The lateral limits of airspace designated under this Part must be defined by: 

(a) geographical co-ordinates in degrees, minutes, and seconds; and 

(b) any one or more of the following: 

(i) prominent geographical line features; 

(ii)  a circle or any part of a circle of specified radius around a geographical co-ordinate; 

(iii)  a great circle between 2 points; 

(iv) a parallel of latitude. 

 

(3) The vertical limits of airspace designated under this Part must be defined by heights, altitudes, or 

flight levels. 

 

(4) Unless otherwise specified, the expression of a vertical limit to a height, altitude or flight level 

includes that height, altitude or flight level. 

 

(5) Where airspace volumes of different classifications are contiguous vertically, an aircraft operating 

at that boundary level is deemed to be operating in, and subject to the rules of, the higher classification of 

airspace.  

71.02.4  Airspace classification and aerodrome services - methods 

 

The methods set out in the NAM-CATS Part 71 must be used for airspace classification, and for any of the 

following determinations: 

(a) that an air traffic service must be provided at an aerodrome; 

(b) that a flight information radio service must be provided at an aerodrome; 

(c) that a control area or control zone is an area within which certain mandatory radio calls are 

required. 

 

SUB-PART 3  DESIGNATION OF AIRSPACES 

71.03.1 General 

 

(1) If the Executive Director determines that an air traffic control service is required in a portion of 

airspace within a flight information region, the Executive Director must: 
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(a) designate that portion of airspace as a control area or a control zone in accordance with this 

Subpart; and 

(b) classify that portion of airspace as Class A, B, C, D, or E airspace in accordance with 

Subpart 4. 

 

(2) If another ICAO Contracting State provides an air traffic control service for any portion of 

airspace within the territorial airspace of Namibia, the Executive Director must: 

(a) designate that portion of airspace as a control area or a control zone in accordance with this 

Subpart after consulting with the other State; and 

(b) classify that portion of airspace as Class A, B, C, D, or E airspace in accordance with 

Subpart 4. 

 

(3) The Executive Director may designate portions of airspace within a control area or control zone as 

a specific sector to facilitate air traffic management. 

 

(4) Except as provided in (5) a control area or control zone becomes uncontrolled class G airspace 

during those times when an air traffic control service is not being provided within that control area or 

control zone. 

 

(5) The Executive Director may direct that when an air traffic control service is not being provided 

within a control area or control zone, that airspace is reclassified as restricted airspace.  

 

(6) For each portion of airspace designated as a control area or control zone the Executive Director 

must specify the air traffic control unit that has responsibility for providing the air traffic control service 

within that control area or control zone and identify the control area or control zone. 

 

71.03.2 Flight information region  

 

(1) The Executive Director shall publish in the AIP, the Flight information region established on the 

basis of the ICAO regional air navigation plan and which covers the whole of the air route structure to be 

served.  

  

(2) The flight information region shall include all airspace within its lateral limits. 

 

(3) The Executive Director must publish the flight information region, airspace volume or air route 

structure in accordance with the AIRAC Cycle in an AIP, AIP SUP or a NOTAM. 

 

71.3.3 Control areas 

 

(1) The Executive Director must delineate control areas including, inter alia, airways and terminal 

control areas so as to encompass sufficient airspace to contain the flight paths of those IFR flights or 
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portions thereof to which it is desired to provide the applicable parts of the air traffic control service, taking 

into account the capabilities of the navigation aids normally used in that area.   

 

(2) In a control area other than one formed by a system of airways, the Executive Director may 

establish a system of routes to facilitate the provision of air traffic control. 

 

(3) The Executive Director may specify a control area designated under this Part as: 

(a) a terminal control area if the Executive Director determines that an approach control service 

is required at the confluence of ATS routes in the vicinity of one or more major aerodromes; 

or  

(b) an upper control area if the Executive Director determines that an area control service is 

required. 

(c) an oceanic control area if the Executive Director determines that an area control service is 

required over the high seas. 

 

(4) The Executive Director must establish an upper limit of a control area when either: 

(a) air traffic control service will not be provided above such upper limit; or   

(b)  the control area is situated below an upper control area, in which case the upper limit 

shall coincide with the lower limit of the upper control area. 

 

(5) The upper limit of a control area in Namibia pursuant to (4) above may not exceed flight level 

460. 

 

(6) The lower limit of a control area must: 

(a) be at least 500 feet below the flight paths of IFR flights that the Executive Director 

determines to require an air traffic control service; and 

(b) be established at: 

(i) the highest practical altitude; and 

(ii)  not less than 700 feet above ground or water;  

(c) when practicable and desirable, be established at a greater height than the minimum 

specified in (b) (2) in order to allow freedom of action for VFR flights below the control 

area;   

(d) when the lower limit of a control area is above 3000 feet AMSL, coincide with a VFR 

cruising altitude or flight level prescribed in Part 91. 

 

(7) If a portion of airspace below a control area is designated as another control area, the upper limit 

of the lower control area must extend to the lower limit of the control area directly above it. 
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71.03.4 Control zones 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate as a control zone that portion of airspace around an 

aerodrome if: 

(a) the Executive Director determines that an aerodrome control service or an aerodrome and 

approach control service is required; and 

(b) the traffic density and pattern requires controlled airspace. 

 

(2) A control zone must be as small as practical consistent with the need to protect the flight paths of 

IFR flights arriving at and departing from the aerodrome. 

 

(3) The lateral limits of a control zone must: 

(a) encompass at least those portions of the airspace that are not within a control area 

containing the paths of IFR flights arriving at and departing from the aerodrome under 

IMC; and 

(b) extend to at least 5 nm from the centre of the aerodrome in the directions from which 

instrument approaches may be made; and 

(c) take into account the category of IFR aircraft using the aerodrome and the areas of airspace 

that need to be protected for those IFR flights. 

 

(4) Prominent geographical features must be used, where practical, to define the lateral limits of a 

control zone. 

 

(5) A control zone with an upper limit above 3000 feet AMSL must coincide with a VFR cruising 

altitude or flight level prescribed in Part 91. 

 

(6) A control zone may include two or more aerodromes situated close together. 

 

(7) If a control zone is located within the lateral limits of a control area, it must extend upwards from 

the surface of the earth to at least the lower limit of the control area. 

 

(8) If a control zone is located outside of the lateral limits of a control area, an upper limit must be 

established. 

 

(9) If the Executive Director desires to establish the upper limit of a control zone at a level higher than 

the lower limit of the control area established above it, or if the control zone is located outside of the lateral 

limits of a control area, its upper limit must be established at a level which can easily be identified by pilots 
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and when this limit is above 3 000 ft above mean sea level it must coincide with a VFR cruising level as 

described in Part 91.   

 

71.03.5 VFR transit lanes 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a portion of controlled airspace as a VFR transit lane for 

either or both of the following purposes:  

(i) separating transiting VFR traffic from arriving and departing IFR flights:  

(ii)  permitting transiting VFR traffic to operate within the VFR transit lane without 

requiring an ATC clearance 

(2) A VFR transit lane must be clear of airspace that encompasses IFR arrival and departure 

procedures within that controlled airspace. 

 

(3) The Executive Director mustð  

(a)  ensure that buffer zones are provided between the nominal flight paths of arriving and 

departing IFR flights and each VFR transit lane; and  

(b)  identify each VFR transit lane by the ICAO nationality letters of Namibia (FY) followed by 

the letter ñTò followed by a number. 

 

(4) A VFR transit lane is class G airspace and may only be active during the day. 

71.03.6 General aviation areas 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a portion of controlled airspace as a general aviation area 

for the purpose of allowing VFR flights access to a portion of previously controlled airspace without the 

requirement for an ATC clearance. 

 

(2) For each general aviation area, the Executive Director mustð 

 

(a) specify, at the time that the Executive Director designates the airspace, which air traffic 

control unit has responsibility for providing the air traffic control service over the area; 

and  

 

(b) identify the area by the ICAO nationality letters of Namibia (FY) followed by the letter G 

followed by a number; and 

 

(c) specify that the area is activeð  
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(i) permanently during the day; or  

(ii)  by approval of the ATC unit responsible for the airspace; or  

(iii)  by prior notification from an airspace user to the ATC unit responsible for the 

airspace. 

(3) A general aviation areað  

(a) may only be active during the day; and  

(b) is class G airspace while the area is active 

 

71.3.7 Subsidiary airspace designations 

 

(1) If the Executive Director considers it necessary in the interests of aviation safety, air traffic 

management, or in accordance with international agreements, the Executive Director may designate any 

controlled airspace or portion of controlled airspace as any of the following: 

(a) Required Navigation Performance (RNP) airspace, on consideration of air traffic 

density and ATS route structure, and aircraft navigation system accuracy;  

(b) Performance Based Navigation (PBN) airspace, on consideration of air traffic density 

and ATS route structure, and aircraft navigation system accuracy; 

(c) Reduced Vertical Separation Minima (RVSM) airspace, on consideration of air traffic 

density and ATS route structure, and aircraft altimetry system accuracy; 

(d) Required Communication Performance (RCP) airspace, if and where established, on 

consideration of regional air navigation agreements and the types of ATS provided in 

the airspace concerned. 

(e) Required Surveillance Performance (RSP) airspace, if and where established, on 

consideration of regional air navigation agreements and the types of ATS provided in 

the airspace concerned. 

 

(2) The designation of the above subsidiary airspaces must take into account requirements for airspace 

safety and conformance monitoring requirements prescribed in NAM-CARs and NAM-CATS Part 172. 

71.03.8 Identification of air traffic services units and airspaces 

 

(1) For each portion of airspace designated as a control area or control zone the Executive Director 

must specify the air traffic control unit that has responsibility for providing the air traffic control service 

within that control area or control zone and identify the control area or control zone in accordance with this 

Sub-Part. 

 

(2) Pursuant to sub-regulation (1), the Executive Director must publish in the aeronautical information 

publication, the control areas and control zones designated under this part including the air traffic control 
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units that have responsibility for providing air traffic control services within those control areas and control 

zones. 

 

(3) An area control centre or flight information centre shall be identified by the name of a nearby 

town or city or geographic feature. 

 

(4) An aerodrome control tower or approach control unit shall be identified by the name of the 

aerodrome at which it is located.   

 

(5) A control area or control zone shall be identified byð  

 

(a) the ICAO nationality letters of Namibia (FY) followed by the letter ñAò followed by a 

number; and  

(b) the name of the air traffic control unit providing the air traffic control service within that 

control area or control zone.  

 

SUB-PART 4  AIRSPACE CLASSIFICATION  

71.04.1 Class A airspace 

 

Any portion of airspace that is designated as a control area under 71.03.3 or control zone under 71.03.4 

must be classified as Class A airspace if the Executive Director considers it necessary in the interests of 

aviation safety that: 

(a) separation is required between all flights; and 

(b) VFR flights are not permitted. 

71.04.2 Class B airspace 

 

Any portion of airspace that is designated as a control area under 71.03.3 or control zone under 71.03.4 

must be classified as Class B airspace if the Executive Director considers it necessary in the interests of 

aviation safety that separation is required between all flights. 

71.04.3 Class C airspace 

 

Any portion of airspace that is designated as a control area under 71.03.3 or control zone under 71.03.4 

must be classified as Class C airspace if the Executive Director considers it necessary in the interests of 

aviation safety that: 

(a) separation is required between: 

(i) IFR flights; and 

(ii)  IFR and VFR flights; and 
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(iii)  IFR and special VFR flights; and 

(iv) special VFR flights when the flight visibility is reported to be less than 5 km; and 

(b) traffic information must be provided to VFR flights about other VFR flights; and 

(c) traffic avoidance advice must be provided to VFR flights on request. 

71.04.4 Class D airspace 

 

Any portion of airspace that is designated as a control area under 71.03.3 or control zone under 71.03.4 

must be classified as Class D airspace if the Executive Director considers it necessary in the interests of 

aviation safety that: 

(a) separation is required between: 

(i) IFR flights; and 

(ii)  IFR and special VFR flights; and 

(iii)  special VFR flights when flight visibility is reported to be less than 5 km; and 

(b) traffic information must be provided to: 

(i) IFR flights about VFR flights; and 

(ii)  VFR flights about IFR flights; and 

(iii)  VFR flights about other VFR flights; and 

(c) traffic avoidance advice must be provided to IFR and VFR flights on request. 

71.04.5 Class E airspace 

 

Any portion of airspace that is designated as a control area under 71.03.3 must be classified as Class E 

airspace if the Executive Director considers it necessary in the interests of aviation safety that: 

(a) separation is required between IFR flights; and 

(b) traffic information must be provided, where practical, to: 

(i) IFR flights about VFR flights; and 

(ii)  VFR flights about IFR flights; and 

(iii)  VFR flights about other VFR flights. 

71.04.6 Class F airspace 

 

The Executive Director may classify any portion of uncontrolled airspace as Class F airspace if the 

Executive Director considers it necessary in the interests of aviation safety that: 

(a) IFR flights within the airspace need to receive an air traffic advisory service; and 

(b) all flights within the airspace should receive a flight information service if requested. 

71.04.7 Class G airspace 
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The Executive Director may classify as Class G airspace any uncontrolled airspace that is not Class F 

airspace and where: 

(a) IFR flights are entitled to receive a flight information service; and 

(b) VFR flights are entitled to receive a flight information service on request. 

 

SUB-PART 5  SPECIAL USE AIRSPACE 

71.05.1 General 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate special use airspace under this Sub-part if the Executive 

Director considers such designation of special use airspace is necessary: 

(a) in the interests of the safety or security of civil aviation; or 

(b) in the interests of national security; or 

(c) for any other reason in the public or national interest. 

 

(2) The Executive Director must ensure that each portion of airspace designated under this Sub-part is 

as small as practicable consistent with the activities for which the area is required. 

 

(3) Airspace designated by the Executive Director under this Sub-part must be identified by an 

alphanumeric designator that is not being used to identify any other portion of airspace designated under 

this Part. 

71.05.2 Prohibited Areas 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a portion of airspace as a prohibited area to prohibit the 

activities of aircraft within that area.  

 

(2) Where the Executive Director makes such a designation he or she must: 

(a) specify the administering authority responsible for each prohibited area; and 

(b) identify each area by the ICAO nationality letters of Namibia (FY) followed by the letter 

ñPò followed by a number. 

71.05.3 Restricted areas 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a portion of airspace within the territorial limits of 

Namibia as a restricted area to restrict access to an area, or restrict the activities of aircraft 

within that area.  

 

(2) The Executive Director may impose conditions under which: 

(a) aircraft may be permitted to fly within that restricted area; and 
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(b) the administering authority responsible for the restricted area must operate. 

 

(3) The Executive Director must: 

(a) specify the type of activity for which each restricted area is designated; and 

(b) specify the administering authority responsible for each restricted area; and 

(c) identify each area by the ICAO nationality letters of Namibia (FY) followed by the letter 

ñRò followed by a number. 

 

(4) The administering authority responsible for a restricted area: 

(a) must manage: 

(i) the entry of aircraft into the restricted area; and 

(ii)  the operation of aircraft within the restricted area; and 

(iii)  the exit of aircraft from the restricted area; and 

(b) if the restricted area is designated as being made active by NOTAM, must at least 24 hours 

before the restricted area is to become active, give to the NOTAM Office notice of that 

restricted area becoming active, except that in the case of emergencies less than 24 hoursô 

notice may be given; and 

(c) may, within any conditions imposed by the Executive Director under paragraph (2), impose 

conditions under which an aircraft may be operated within the restricted area. 

71.05.4 Danger areas 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a portion of airspace as a danger area to notify operators 

that there is a potential danger to aircraft flying in the area. 

 

(2) The Executive Director must: 

(a) specify the nature of the danger for which each danger area is designated; and 

(b) if the Executive Director considers it necessary, nominate a using agency as the contact 

point for a danger area; and 

(c) identify the area by the ICAO nationality letters of Namibia (FY) followed by the letter ñDò 

followed by a number. 

 

(3) The using agency for a danger area must: 

(a) be a person or organization that is responsible for the activity that necessitated the danger 

area being so designated; and 

(b) ensure that the activities that necessitated the designation of the  danger area are contained 

within that danger area; and 
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(c) if the danger area is designated as being made active by NOTAM, at least 24 hours before 

the danger area is to become active, give to the NOTAM Office notice of that danger area 

becoming active, except that in the case of emergencies less than 24 hoursô notice may be 

given. 

71.05.5 Low flying zones  

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a portion of airspace as a low flying zone where pilot 

training in low level manoeuvres may be conducted. 

(2) Where low flying zones have been designated, the Executive Director must ð   

(a) publish in the AIP, arrangements and conditions for use of the low flying zones; and  

(b) identify each low flying zone by ICAO nationality letters of Namibia (FY) followed by the 

letter ñLò followed by a number. 

71.05.6 Details to be entered into Air Navigation Register 

 

The Executive Director must cause to be the entered the details regarding any airspace designated as 

special use airspace into the Air Navigation Register as provided in Subpart 10.  

 

SUB-PART 6  REQUIREMENTS SUPPORTING ATC SURVEILLANCE  

 

71.06.1 Transponder mandatory airspace within controlled airspace 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a control area or a control zone, or any portion of a control 

area or a control zone, as transponder mandatory airspace if: 

(a) the operation of transponders is required for the provision of an air traffic control 

surveillance service; or 

(b) the Executive Director determines that the traffic density in the airspace requires the 

operation of transponders to reduce the risk of an airborne collision with those aircraft that 

are required to be fitted with an airborne collision avoidance system. 

 

(2) The Executive Director may require the carriage and operation of Mode A, Mode C and/or Mode 

S transponders in the designated airspace.  

 

71.6.2 Transponder mandatory airspace within special use airspace 

 

The Executive Director may designate any portion of special use airspace as transponder mandatory 

airspace if the Executive Director determines that the traffic density in the airspace requires the operation 
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of transponders to reduce the risk of an airborne collision with those aircraft that are required to be fitted 

with an airborne collision avoidance system. 

 

71.06.3 Operation of Automatic Dependent Surveillance ï Broadcast (ADS-B) equipment within 

controlled airspace 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a control area or a control zone, or any portion of a control 

area or a control zone, as airspace within which the carriage and operation of automatic dependent 

surveillance ï broadcast (ADS-B) transponders is mandatory if the operation of ADS-B transponders is 

required for the provision of an air traffic control surveillance service. 

 

 

SUB-PART 7  AIR ROUTES 

 

71.6.3 Establishment of air routes (ATS routes) 

 

(1) The Executive Director must: 

(a) establish standards and procedures for the development and promulgation of: 

(i) air routes (ATS Routes) for use by IFR aircraft within the airspace of the Namibia and 

within international airspace for which Namibia has accepted responsibility; 

(ii)  standard arrival or departure routes to facilitate the transition between en-route 

airspace and terminal area airspace in the vicinity of airports; 

(iii)  routes to be flown by VFR aircraft, where required.  

(b) publish those standards and procedures in Document NAM-CATS-AAR.  

 

(2)  The Executive Director must: 

(a) establish standards and procedures for the determination and promulgation of minimum 

IFR altitudes associated with air routes established under (1)(a)(i). 

(b) publish those standards and procedures in Document NAM-CATS-AAR. 

 

 

 

SUB-PART 8  MISCELLANEOUS  

 

71.8.1 Reporting points 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate visual or IFR reporting points for the purpose of: 

(a) facilitating the requirements of air traffic services for information regarding the progress of 

aircraft in flight;  

(b) facilitating the provision of weather reports; or 
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(c) facilitating the safe conduct of flight by visual reference. 

 

(2) The Executive Director may designate certain reporting points as: 

(a) mandatory reporting points; 

(b) changeover points; or 

(c) significant points. 

 

(3) The Executive Director must ensure that visual reporting points: 

(a) are based on prominent geographical features; and 

(b) are identified by names or designators that: 

(i) are easily recognizable in voice communications; and 

(ii)  will not be confused with those of other reporting points in the same general area; and 

(iii)  do not create confusion with other communications exchanged between pilots and 

between air traffic services and pilots. 

 

71.8.2 Area QNH zones 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate as an area QNH zone those portions of airspace from the 

surface of the earth to a specified altitude within which a common area QNH altimeter setting must be 

used. 

 

71.8.3 Military operating zones 

 

(1) The Executive Director may notwithstanding the fact that a military operating zone may be 

designated as a prohibited, restricted or danger area in accordance with these regulations:  

(a) designate a portion of airspace as a military operating area to segregate military activities 

from other traffic; and 

(b) impose conditions under whichð 

(i) aircraft may be permitted to fly within that military operating area; and 

(ii)  an administering authority specified under paragraph (2)(b) must operate. 

 

(2) The Executive Director must: 

(a) specify the type of activity for which each military operating area is designated; and 

(b) specify the administering authority responsible for each military operating area; and 

(c) identify each military operating area by the ICAO nationality letters of Namibia (FY) 

followed by the letter ñMò followed by a number. 

 

(3) The administering authority responsible for a military operating area:

(a) Must manage ð 

(i) the entry of aircraft into the military operating area; and 

(ii)  the operation of aircraft within the military operating area; and 

(iii)  the exit of aircraft from the military operating area; and 

 

(b) if the military operating area is designated as being made active by NOTAM, must at 

least 24 hours before the military operating area is to become active, give to the NOTAM 

Office notice of that military operating area becoming active, except that in the case of 

emergencies less than 24 hoursô notice may be given; and 

 

(c) may, within any conditions imposed by the Executive Director under paragraph (1)(b)(ii), 

impose conditions under which an aircraft may be operated within the military operating 

area. 

 

71.8.4 Mandatory broadcast zones  

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a portion of uncontrolled airspace as a mandatory broadcast 

zone if, due to traffic density or special circumstances, the pilots within that zone are required to make 

radio broadcasts of their position and intentions.  

 

(2) The Executive Director must: 

 

(a) identify each mandatory broadcast zone by the ICAO nationality letters of Namibia (FY) followed 

by the letter ñBò followed by a number; and  

(b) assign the radio frequency to be used within the mandatory broadcast zone for the mandatory radio 

broadcasts; and  

(c) prescribe the maximum interval between a pilotôs mandatory radio broadcasts. 

 

71.8.5 Designation of volcanic hazard zones 

 

(1) The Executive Director may designate a portion of airspace as a volcanic hazard zone if volcanic 

activity (such as flying rocks, gas plumes, and ash clouds) may present a hazard to aircraft.  

 

(2) Where designated, the Executive Director must identify each volcanic hazard zone by the ICAO 

nationality letters of Namibia (FY) followed by the letter ñVò followed by a number. 
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SUB-PART 9  ADMINISTRATION  

 

71.9.1 Application for designation and classification of airspace 

 

(1) The following persons may apply to the Executive Director for a designation or classification of 

airspace under this Part: 

(i) the Government of Namibia; 

(ii)  NCAA-ANS; 

(iii)  the Defence Forces of Namibia (Defence Forces);  

(iv) a person who is to provide air traffic services under Part 172; 

(v) a person who is an administering authority; or 

(vi) a person who is a using agency. 

 

(2) An applicant for an airspace designation or classification must provide the following details: 

(a) the name and contact details of the applicant; 

(b) the type of designation or classification required; 

(c) the reason for the designation or classification; 

(d) the dimensions or other boundary information for the airspace that is required; 

(e) the period for which the designation or classification is required; 

(f) the contact details of any applicable administering authority or using agency; 

(g) any other applicable information required by the Executive Director. 

 

(3) Except for urgent requests that are associated with police operations, search and rescue operations, 

security, or other emergency situations, an application for an airspace designation or classification must be 

submitted to the Executive Director not less than 90 days before the date on which the designation or 

classification is to come into force unless a shorter period is acceptable to the Executive Director. 

71.09.2 Procedure for designation and classification of airspace 

 

(1) For each designation or classification of airspace made under this Part, the Executive Director 

must specify: 

(a) the period that the designation or classification is active; or 

(b) the method by which the designation or classification is made active. 

 

(2) Except as provided in paragraph (4), designations and classifications of airspace, and designations 

of reporting points, area QNH zones, and designations made under this Part do not come into force until 

those designations and classifications are: 

(a) entered into the Air Navigation Register (ANR); and 

(b) the details are published in AIP or by NOTAM. 
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(3)  Except as provided in paragraph (5), the Executive Director must ensure that each of the following 

is registered in the ANR: 

(a) a designation of airspace; 

(b) a classification of airspace; 

(c) a designation of a reporting point; and 

(d) a designation of an area QNH zone, 

 

(4) A declaration or classification of airspace for an urgent request that is associated with police 

operations, search and rescue operations, security, or other emergency situations, may be brought into force 

immediately, without the need to publish the information in the AIP or by NOTAM and such NOTAM must 

be issued as soon as practicable after the activation.  

 

(5) A designation or classification of airspace that is of a temporary nature, or will be effective for a 

period of not more than 6 months need not be entered into the ANR. 

71.09.3 Delegation of responsibility for temporary designation or classification of airspace 

 

(1) Notwithstanding any provisions made for the administration of Part 71 as a whole, the Executive 

Director may issue delegations of responsibility for designation or classification of airspace to an 

appropriate person or persons. 

 

(2) Where a delegation has been issued under (1), it may only be used to designate or classify 

airspace: 

 

(a) which may be required to facilitate police operations, search and rescue operations, security, 

or other emergency or non-standard situations; and 

 

(b) which is of a temporary nature, or will be effective for a period of not more than one month; 

and  

(c) which cannot be coordinated within the expected timeframe through the normal airspace 

designation or classification processes.   

 

(3) Delegations issued under (1) will be for a period of time determined by the Executive Director; 

(4) Where a designation or classification of airspace under (2) has been made, the Executive Director 

must be informed as soon as practicable.  

(5)  

(6) The temporary designation or classification of airspace must be removed once it has been 

determined that it is no longer needed or is no longer appropriate. 

 

71.9.4 Review of designated and classified airspace 

 

The Executive Director may, at least every 5 years, review each current airspace designation and 

classification to verify the continuing need for the airspace designation or classification. 
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71.09.5 Withdrawal of designations and change of airspace classification 

 

(1) If the Executive Director is satisfied that a designation, or a classification, that has been made 

under this Part is no longer needed or is no longer appropriate, the Executive Director may withdraw the 

designation or alter the classification. 

 

(2) Except as provided in paragraph (3), the withdrawal of an airspace designation or the change of an 

airspace classification made under paragraph (1) does not come into force: 

 

(a) until that withdrawal or change is entered in the ANR; and  

(b) the details are published in an AIP Supplement or by NOTAM; and 

(c) the details in the Namibia Air Navigation Register are amended. 

(3) The withdrawal or change in the ANR required under paragraph (2)(a) must specify the date that 

the withdrawal of an airspace designation or the change of an airspace classification comes into force. 

 

(4) Paragraph (2)(b) does not apply to an airspace designation or an airspace classification that has 

been in force for a period of not more than 6 months. 

 

71.9.6 Application for designation and promulgation of an air route 

 

(1) The following persons may apply to the Executive Director for a designation and promulgation of 

an air route (ATS route) under this Part: 

 

(a) NCAA-ANS; 

(b) a person who is to provide air traffic services under Part 172; 

(c) any other person as may be determined by the Executive Director. 

 

(2) An applicant for an air route designation must provide the following details: 

 

(a) the name and contact details of the applicant; 

(b) the details of the ATS route including route identifier, reporting points, and minimum 

levels; 

(c) the reason for the designation; 

(d) the period for which the designation or classification is required if the route is temporary; 

and 

(e) any other applicable information required by the Executive Director. 

 

(3) An application for an ATS route designation must be submitted to the Executive Director not less 

than 90 days before the date on which the designation is to come into force unless a shorter period is 

acceptable to the Executive Director. 

 

71.9.7 Procedure for designation of ATS routes  

 

(1) For each designation made under this sub-part, the Executive Director must specify: 

(a) the period that the designation or classification is active; or 

(b) the method by which the designation is made active.

(2) Designations made under this Part do not come into force until those designations and 

classifications are: 

(a) entered into the Air Navigation Register; and 

(b) the details are published in AIP or by NOTAM; and 

(c) the ATS route is depicted on the relevant aeronautical chart.  

 

SUB-PART 10 NAMIBIAN AIR NAVIGATION REGISTER (ANR)  

71.10.1 Namibian Air Navigation Register 

 

(1) The Executive Director must establish and maintain a register called the Namibian Air 

Navigation Register (ANR). 

 

(2) The Executive Director must ensure that the ANR contains the following information: 

(a) a current description of volume portion of airspace that is designated under this Part; 

(b) a current description of the boundary information of each volume of airspace that is 

classified by the Executive Director as a class of airspace under this Part; 

(c) a current description of each volume of airspace within which certain operating rules apply; 

(d) a current description of any special use airspace designated under this Part; 

(e) current information, including the name or designator and coordinates of each reporting 

point designated under this Part; 

(f) the details of each air route designated under this Part; 

(g) the details required by Part 173 for each current instrument flight procedure; 

(h) the details for every right-hand aerodrome traffic circuit for which a determination has been 

issued under Part 91. 
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SUBPART 1 GENERAL  

 

170.01.1   Applicability  

 

(1) This Part prescribes rules governing the certification of a person providing an Air Navigation 

Service (ANS) within Namibia. 

 

(2) This Part applies to a person who wants to provide, or is providing, one or more of the following 

services: 

 

(a) Airspace and air routes management under Part 71 

 

(b) An Aeronautical Telecommunications (or ATEL) service under a certificate issued in 

accordance with Part 171; 

 

(c) A Flight Inspection Service under a certificate issued in accordance with Part 171; 

 

(d) An Air Traffic Service (or ATS) under a certificate issued in accordance with Part 172; 

 

(e) A Flight Procedure Design (or FPD) service under a certificate issued in accordance with 

Part 173; 

 

(f) Aviation Meteorological (MET) service under a certificate issued in accordance with Part 

174; 

 

(g) An Aeronautical Charting service under a certificate issued in accordance with Part 175; 

 

(h) Aeronautical Information Services under a certificate issued in accordance with Part 175; 

 

(i) A Search and Rescue (or SAR) service under a certificate issued in accordance with Part 

179; 

 

(3) This Part sets out certain administrative rules applying to the Executive Director in the 

administration of this Part; 

 

(4) This Part applies to the provision of air navigation services: 

(a) in Namibia; and 

(b) in the airspace over the high seas or undetermined sovereignty administered by Namibia; 

 

(5) This Part does not apply to: 

(a) a person who is providing air navigation services to military aircraft within designated 

military airspaces in the course of their duties, for the Defence Forces of the Republic of 

Namibia (Namibia Defence Forces or NDF); or 

(b) any air navigation services provided to military aircraft within designated military 

airspaces by the Namibia Defence Forces . 

170.01.2  Definitions for this Part  

 

(1)  Definitions pertinent to these regulations are those definitions described under Parts 2, 71, 171, 

172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

 

(2) For the purpose of this Part, reference to ña personò is construed to mean and include an 

individual, an entity, an agency or an organization. 
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(3) For the purpose of this Part:  

(a) ñair navigation servicesò means air navigation services as defined in the Civil Aviation Act 
2016. 

 

(b) ñair navigation services facilityò means any facility used, available for use, or designed for 

use in aid of navigation of aircraft, including air traffic services systems, communications, 

navigation and surveillance systems, aeronautical information  systems, aviation 

meteorological systems and any instruments or devices used or useful as an aid to the safe 

taking off, navigation, and landing of aircraft and any combination of such facilities; 

 

(c) ñair navigation services providerò means an independent entity established for the purpose 

of operating and managing an air navigation service.  

 

(d) ñauthorised personò means any person authorized by the Executive Director in accordance 

with the Civil Aviation Act No. 6, 2016; 

 

(e) ñcertificateò means a certificate/an approval granted by the Executive Director for the 

provision of an air navigation service under Sub-Part 2 of this Part; 

 

SUB-PART 2  CERTIFICATION OF AIR NAVIGATION SERVICE PROVIDER  

170.02.1  Requirements for certification of air navigation services provider 

 

(1) A person may not provide air navigation services unless  

(a) that person holds a certificate issued under this Part; and 

(b) the services are provided in accordance withð 

 

(i) the requirements prescribed under this Part and under Parts 2, 71, 171, 172, 173, 

174, 175 and 179; and 

(ii)  the procedures specified in the ANS providerôs Manual of Procedure (MoP) in 
accordance with this Part. 

(2) An ANS provider may not provide an air navigation service in those portions of airspace and the 

aerodromes determined by the Executive Director in terms of Part 71, except under the authority of and 

in accordance with the provisions of a certificate issued under this Part. 

170.02.2    Application for certification  

 

(1) An application for the issuing of a certificate to provide air navigation services, must be ï 

(a) made to the Executive Director on the appropriate form as prescribed by the Executive 

Director; and 

(b) accompanied by ï 

 

(i) the applicants Manual of Procedure prepared in accordance with this Part; 

(ii)  any  other documentation or evidence of compliance that may be required under Sub-

Part 3; and 

(iii)  the appropriate fees prescribed in Part 187 of the NAM-CARs. 

 

(2) Where an applicant for certification holds a certificate as an ANS provider issued by the 

regulatory authority of another State acceptable to the Executive Director, the applicant may be exempted 

from certain requirements of this Part as may be determined by the Executive Director.  

 

(3) In making a decision regarding exemptions referred to in sub-regulations (2), the Executive 

Director may: 
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(a) require the applicant to provide evidence of equivalent compliance with the requirements of 

this Part; 

(b) contact the regulatory authority of the State that issued the certificate to validate equivalent 

compliance.   

 

(4) An applicant for the issuing of an ANS provider certificate must permit an ANS inspector to carry 

out such safety and regulatory compliance inspections and audits which may be necessary to: 

 

(a) verify the validity of any application made in terms of this Part; and 

(b) determine compliance with the appropriate requirements prescribed in this Part and in 

Parts 2, 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

170.02.3    Issuance of a certificate 

 

(1) The Executive Director must, before issuing a certificate, be satisfied that:  

 

(a) the applicant, and the applicantôs senior person or persons required by 170.05.3, are fit and 

proper persons;  

(b) the granting of the certificate is not contrary to the interests of aviation safety; 

(c) the personnel of the applicant are adequate in number and have the necessary competencies 

to provide the service;  

(d) the Manual of Procedure prepared and submitted with the application contains all the 

relevant information; 

(e) the facilities, services and equipment are established in accordance with the relevant NAM-

CARs; 

(f) the operating procedures make satisfactory provision for the safety of aircraft; 

(g) a safety management system acceptable to the Executive Director is in place; 

(h) a quality management system acceptable to the Executive Director is in place; 

(i) the applicant has approved procedures to meet the requirements of the applicable aviation 

security requirements;  

(j) the applicant has financial capability to provide the service; and 

(k) the applicant has applicable insurance policy for the services to be provided. 

 

(2) The issuance of a certificate to provide an air navigation service is subject to compliance with the 

relevant requirements and standards prescribed under Parts 2, 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179 and any 

other conditions as may be specified or notified by the Executive Director.  

 

(3) Pursuant to sub-regulation (2), an applicant for an ANS provider certificate must permit an 

authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to carry out such safety and regulatory compliance 

inspections and audits which may be necessary to verify the validity of any application made in terms of 

this Part. 

 

(4) The Executive Director may when issuing a certificate, include any conditions as may be deemed 

necessary in the interest of aviation safety.  

 

(5) The Executive Director may decline to grant a certificate to an applicant, and where the Executive 

Director so declines, the Executive Director must notify the applicant in writing, indicating the reasons for 

declining, not later than fourteen days after making that decision. 

 

(6) The Executive Director must ensure, in the interests of aviation safety, that only one certificate for 

the same air navigation service is current at any time. 
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(7) A replacement certificate must be issued by the Executive Director on payment of the appropriate 

fee as prescribed in Part 187, in the event that the original certificate has been lost or destroyed. 

 

170.02.4   Contents of a certificate 

 

A certificate must be granted in a form prescribed by the Executive Director and must include the following 

information: 

(a) the holderôs name and physical and mailing address of its principal place of business; 

(b) the type of services to be provided; and for an air traffic service, the service to be 

provided within a particular airspace or controlled aerodrome  designated to the provider 

by the Executive Director; 

(c) the location of services to be provided; 

(d) conditions of certification as applicable; and 

(e) effective and expiry dates of the certificate. 

170.02.5  Renewal of a certificate 

 

(1)   The holder of a certificate issued under this Part must at least 60 days immediately preceding the 

date on which such certificate expires, apply to the Executive Director for the renewal of the certificate. 

 

(2)   An application for the renewal of an ANS provider certificate must be ï 

(a)  made to the Executive Director in the appropriate form as prescribed by the Executive 

Director; and 

(b)  accompanied by ï 

 

(i) the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187; and 

(iii)  copy of the previous certificate issued under this Part. 

 

(3) The renewal of a certificate is subject to compliance with this Part, the relevant requirements and standards 

prescribed under Parts  71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179 and any other conditions as may be specified or 

notified by the Executive Director. 

170.02.6   Validity of a certificate 

 

(1) A certificate issued under this Part is valid for a period of five years, calculated from the date of 

issuance or renewal thereof. 

 

(2)   The certificate remains in force until it expires, is surrendered, is suspended or is cancelled in 

accordance with this Part.  

170.02.7  Amendment of a certificate 

 

(1) The Executive Director may amend a certificate granted under this Part upon: 

 

(a) application made by a holder of a certificate in a form prescribed by the Executive Director; 

or 

(b) the Executive Directorôs initiative, where the Executive Director deems it necessary. 

 

(2) A holder of a certificate applying to the Executive Director for amendment of the certificate under 

sub regulation (1) (a) must : 

 

(a) attach to the application form and the proposed amendment to the certificate; and  
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(b) pay such fee as may be prescribed under NAM-CARs Part 187. 

 

(3) Where the Executive Director initiates amendments under sub regulation (1)(b) the holder of a 

certificate must make amendments as necessary, in the Manual of Procedure. 

 

(4) The Executive Director may amend or decline the application to amend the certificate applied for, 

and, where the amendment is declined, the Executive Director must within fourteen days of making such 

decision, inform the applicant in writing, giving reasons for declining. 

170.02.8    Display of air navigation service provider certificate 

 

(1) A holder of a certificate issued under this Part, must display the certificate, or a copy of it, in a 

conspicuous place, generally accessible to the public at such holderôs principal place of business. 

 

(2) Where a copy of the certificate is displayed under sub-regulation (1), the holder of the certificate 

must produce the original certificate, if so requested by an inspector or a person authorised by the 

Executive Director. 

170.02.9  Transfer of a certificate 

 

A certificate issued under this Part is not transferable. 

170.02.10 Surrender of a certificate 

 

(1) Subject to sub regulation (2) and any conditions as may be specified by the Executive Director, a 

holder of a certificate may surrender the certificate to the Executive Director at any time. 

 

(2) A holder of a certificate who wishes to surrender the certificate must give the Executive Director 

not less than 180 daysô notice in writing, before the date on which the certificate is to be surrendered. 

 

(3) Upon expiry of the period in sub regulation (2), the service provider may not provide an air 

navigation service unless specifically authorised to do so by the Executive Director. 

170.02.11 Suspension and cancellation of a certificate 

 

(1) Without prejudice to the general powers of the Executive Director under the Act to suspend, 

revoke or impose conditions upon an aviation document the Executive Director may, suspend 

provisionally, pending further investigation, any certificate issued under this Part, if he or she considers 

that: 

(a) a relevant provision of the Civil Aviation Act or any Regulations made under the Act, or a 

condition  in the certificate, has not been or is not being complied with; or 

(b) false or materially incorrect information was given to the Executive Director in the 

application for the certification; or 

(c) it is in the public interest to do so. 

 

(2) The Executive Director, where satisfied that the results of an investigation required in sub-

regulation (1) has shown sufficient ground, may suspend or cancel any certificate issued under this Part. 

 

(3) A holder or any person having the possession or custody of any certificate which has been 

suspended or cancelled, in accordance with this Part must surrender the certificate to the Executive Director 

within seven days from the date of suspension, or cancellation. 

 

(4) Pursuant to sub-regulation (1) (a), if, in the event that an audit directed by the Executive Director 

finds non-compliance with regulatory requirements and/or safety standards, the Executive Director must 

formally notify the ANS provider of the items of non-compliance, through a written notice, specifying a 

time frame within which the matter of non-compliance is to be rectified. 
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(5) If following the written notification, and the end time of the rectification period, in accordance 

with sub-regulation (4), the non-compliances are not addressed, the failure by the holder of the certificate to 

comply with the relevant regulatory requirements or standards may be taken into account in determining 

the need for suspension or cancellation of the certificate. 

(6) For a certificate to be renewed after suspension or cancellation, the ANS provider must satisfy the 

Executive Director, through an audit process, that it has rectified the matters of non-compliance. 

 

(7) The Executive Director may, when considered necessary and in the public interest, designate an 

alternative service provider for a specified period to provide an air navigation service in respect of a 

certificate that has been suspended for the duration of the suspension or cancelled in accordance with this 

Part. 

170.02.12 Variation of a certificate 

 

(1) A holder of an ANS provider certificate who wishes to vary its certificate, must apply to the 

Executive Director for that purpose. 

 

(2) The application must contain, or have with it, a copy of the proposed variation. 

 

(3) The Executive Director may vary or decline to vary the certificate applied for in accordance with 

sub-regulation (1), and, where the variation is declined, the Executive Director must within fourteen days 

of making such decision, inform the applicant in writing, giving reasons for declining 

170.02.13    Register of certificates 

 

(1)   The Executive Director must keep and maintain a register of all ANS provider certificates issued 

under this Part. 

 (2)   The register must contain the following particulars: 

(a) the full name of the holder of the certificate; 

(b) the business address of the holder of the certificate; 

(c) the postal address of the holder of the certificate; 

(d) the date on which the certificate was issued or renewed; 

(e) the type or types of air traffic service in respect of which the certificate was issued; 

(f) the date on which the certificate was surrendered, amended, varied, suspended, or cancelled 

if applicable; and 

(g) the date on which the certificate expires; 

(h) any other particulars as may be deemed necessary by the Executive Director. 

 

(3)   The particulars referred to in sub-regulation (2) must be recorded in the register within seven days 

from the date on which the certificate is issued by the Executive Director. 

 

(4)   Any changes in the particulars referred to in sub-regulation (1) must be entered in the register. 

 

(5) The register must be kept in a safe place at the office of the Executive Director. 

 

(6)   A copy of the register must be furnished by the Executive Director, to any person who requests the 

copy upon payment of the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187. 

170.02.14.1 Notification of organisational changes  

 

A holder of a certificate issued under this Part must notify the Executive Director, in writing, of a change of 

circumstances that materially affects its capacity to provide any of its air navigation services within 7 days 

after the change occurs. 
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170.02.15  Change of name of the holder of a certificate  

 

(1) A holder of a certificate issued under this Part may apply to the Executive Director for: 

(a) change of name on the certificate; or 

(b) an endorsement on the certificate 

 

(2) When applying under sub-regulation (1), the holder of a certificate must submit to the Executive 

Directorð 

(a) the original certificate or a copy thereof;  

(b) a court order, or other legal document verifying the name change; and 

(c) a fee as prescribed under Part 187. 

 

(3) The Executive Director must, where satisfied that the change may be made, re-issue or endorse 

the certificate with the appropriate changes applied for entered thereon, to the holder of the certificate 

and retain a copy thereof. 

 

170.02.16 Change of address of certificate holder 

 

(1) A holder of a certificate issued under this Part must notify the Executive Director of a change in 

the physical and mailing address of the certificate holder within fourteen days of such change. 

 

(2) A person who does not notify the Executive Director of the change in the physical and mailing 

address of the certificate holder within the time frame specified in sub-regulation (1) may not exercise 

the privileges of the certificate. 

 

170.02.17 Limitations on a certified ATEL service provider 

 

(1) An air navigation service provider certificate may only provide services for which it is certified. 

 

(2) An air navigation service provider may not provide a service for which it is certified unless such 

holder has available all the facilities, equipment, tooling, technical data and qualified personnel necessary 

to maintain the equipment in accordance with its manual of procedure and the requirements prescribed in 

this Part and the standards prescribed in Parts 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

170.02.18 Exemptions based on certificate issued by another State 

 

(1) Where an applicant for the provision of air navigation services holds a certificate as an air 

navigation service provider, issued by the regulatory authority of another State acceptable to the 

Executive Director, the applicant may be exempted from certain requirements of this Part 170 and Parts 

171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

 

(2) In making a decision regarding exemptions, the Executive Director may: 

 

(a) require the applicant to provide evidence of equivalent compliance with the requirements of 

this Part and the relevant provisions of Parts 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

(b) contact the regulatory authority of the State that issued the certificate to validate equivalent 

compliance.   

 

 

SUBPART 3 REQUIREMENTS FOR THE MANUAL OF PROCEDURE   

170.03.1    General 
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(1) An ANS provider must, at all times, maintain a manual of procedure (manual) for each service that 

it provides and that complies with the requirements set out in Parts 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179 as 

appropriate. 

 

(2) The Manual of Procedure must be: 

 

(a) Type written and in a format that is easy to revise; 

(b) Include a list of effective pages; 

(c) Organised in a manner that facilitates evaluation and certification process taking into 

account the contents as prescribed in regulation 170.03.2 of this Sub-Part; 

(d) Signed by the service provider; 

 

(3) An ANS provider must: 

 

(a) submit the manual of procedure to the Executive Director for approval; 

(b) keep at least one approved copy of the manual at the principal place of business. 

 

170.03.2  Contents of the Manual of Procedures 

 

(1) The Manual of Procedures must contain all information and instructions necessary to enable the 

personnel of an air navigation service provider to perform their duties. 

 

(2) Each manual of procedure prepared under this Part must include the following particulars as 

appropriate to the services provided: 

 

(a) Services to be provided including the location of each facility and airspace covered 

(b) The hours of service for each service provided; 

(c) The service providerôs organisation structure including the reporting lines, functions, 

duties and responsibilities of operational positions; 

(d) Personnel requirements and their responsibilities; 

(e) The methodology for determining the number of staff; 

(f) Training and performance assessment of staff and how that information is tracked; 

(g) Safety Management System; 

(h) Quality Management System; 

(i) Contingency plans developed for part or total system failure; 

(j) Compliance with the applicable civil aviation security requirements; 

(k) Facilities and equipment and how they are maintained; 

(l) Maintenance and control of documents and records; 

(m) Search and rescue responsibilities and co-ordination, operations, plan and procedures as 

applicable;  

(n) Systems, processes and procedures in the provision of each air navigation service 

including procedures for fault and defect reporting;  

(o) Procedures to be followed for revising the Manual of Procedures; 

(p) Any other information as may be deemed necessary by the service provider or as may be 

requested by the Executive Director. 

170.03.3  Amendment of the Manual of Procedures 

 

(1) For the purpose of maintaining the accuracy of the information in the manual of procedures, theð 

 

(a) holder of a certificate must whenever necessary, amend the manual of procedures; 

(b) Executive Director may direct an ANS provider, in writing, within a reasonable period 

specified in the direction, to amend its manual of procedure in a way specified in the 

direction; 
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(2) Notwithstanding sub-regulation (1) the holder of a certificate must submit the proposed 

amendment to the Executive Director for approval, before the manual is amended. 

 

(3) A holder of a certificate must: 

 

(a) ensure that its manual is amended, as required, so that it continues to provide a current 

description of the ANS providerôs organization, services, and facilities; 

(b) ensure that any amendments made to its manual meet the applicable requirements of this 

Sub-Part; 

(c) comply with the applicable manual amendment procedure; 

(d) provide the Executive Director with a copy of each amendment to its manual, 

immediately after the amendment is incorporated into the manual; 

(e) comply with any direction of the Executive Director may consider necessary in the 

interests of aviation safety. 

 

(4) Replacement pages must be annotated with a vertical line in the outer margin to indicate the 

portion, which has been revised as follows: 

(a) a vertical line beside text or diagram indicates that the item has been amended; 

(b) the specific editorial or typographical changes will not otherwise be marked; 

(c) a vertical line beside a blank space in between text indicates that a previous item has been 

removed; and  

(d) the date of amendment will appear at the foot of the page. 

 

(5) Urgent changes  or  temporary  instructions  must be  notified  by  the  issue  of  Supplementary  

Procedures, which must be deemed to form a part of the main text until either incorporated therein by a 

routine amendment or cancelled.  

 

(6) No changes may be made to the procedures contained in the manual of procedures except by an 

Amendment or Supplementary Procedure.  

 

170.03.4  Formatting and administration of the Manual of Procedure 

 

(1) Each page of the Manual of Procedures must indicate the date of the original document or the date 

of any subsequent amendment and in addition, each page must indicate the following elements: 

 

(a) the title of the manual 

(b) the issuing authority; and 

(c) page number. 

 

(2) The manual of procedure must be reviewed at regular intervals as specified in the manual.  

 

 

170.03.5  Distribution and maintenance of the Manual of Procedure 

 

(1) A holder of a certificate must make available copies of the Manual of procedures to the units 

providing the services. 

 

(2) The person in charge of an ANS unit is responsible for ensuring incorporation of any Amendments 

or Supplementary Procedures thereto which may be issued from time to time. 

 

170.03.6 Stand-alone documents prepared as attachments to the Manual of Procedure  
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(1) The procedures, systems and processes required under regulation 170.03.2 (2) may be published 

as stand-alone documents and such documents are by reference in the Manual of Procedures, to be 

considered as attachments to the Manual of Procedure (e.g. Manual of ATS, SAR Manual, CNS 

maintenance procedures manual, etc.) 

 

(2) The procedures, systems and processes in accordance with sub-regulation (1) must include the 

procedures, systems and processes applicable to the services provided or to be provided under Parts 71, 

171, 172, 173, 174, 175, and 179. 

 

(3) An ANS provider must publish Station Standing Instructions, which are applicable to individual 

units and which contain procedures applicable only at that unit and such SSIs are in accordance with sub-

regulation (1) to be considered as attachments to the Manual of Procedure.  

 

SUB-PART 4 COMPLIANCE WITH STANDARDS  

 

170.04.1    Safety inspections and audits of air navigation facilities, equipment and documents 

 

The Executive Director or an officer, inspector or person authorised by the Executive Director, must carry 

out safety inspections and audits of air navigation facilities, services, documents and records of the air 

navigation service provider which may be necessary to determine compliance with a certificate issued 

under this Part and the requirements specified under Parts 2, 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

170.04.2 Unrestricted access to ANS facilities, equipment and documents by ANS inspectors 

 

(1) An ANS inspector, or any person authorised by the Executive Director, must be provided 

unrestricted access to the facilities, installations, records and documents of the air navigation services 

provider to determine compliance with the requirements of this Part and any requirements made under 

Parts 2, 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

 

(2) Pursuant to the requirements of sub-regulation (1), the holder of an ANS provider certificate must 

permit an authorised officer, inspector or authorised person to have access to its facilities, equipment and 

documents for the purpose of inspections, audits or investigation.  

170.04.3  Resolution of safety concerns 

 

(1) The holder of an air navigation services certificate must following a regulatory inspection or audit, 

submit to the Executive Director for evaluation and acceptance, corrective action plans with time frames 

to address non-conformities identified during the inspections and audits, and must ensure that the 

corrective actions are implemented within the time periods specified in the corrective action plans. 

 

(2) The holder of an air navigation services certificate may when circumstances demand, amend the 

timeframes specified in the corrective action plan and submit the amended corrective action plan to the 

Executive Director for evaluation and acceptance.  

 

(3) An inspector of the Authority must carry out follow-up inspections and/or audits to verify that the 

service provider is implementing the corrective action plans submitted to the Executive Director to ensure 

that non-conformities are being addressed and closed. 

 

(4) The holder of an air navigation services certificate must when requested by an authorised officer, 

inspector or authorised person for the purpose of determining compliance with the regulations and 

resolution of safety concerns, produce within seventy-two hours of such request, any relevant documents 

under his possession. 
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170.04.4  Imposition of operating restrictions, sanctions or conditions 

 

(1) The Executive Director may, on the basis of the results of an inspection or an audit, and where 

recommended by an inspector or authorised person, impose operating restrictions, sanctions or conditions 

on any certificate in the event of non-conformance with the certification requirements or any unresolved 

safety concerns, including a restriction on: 

(a) the type and/or coverage of air navigation service to be provided; or 

(b) the method used for delivery of the service; or 

(c) the periods during which a service is to be provided. 

 

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-regulation (1), the Executive Director may, where a holder 

of an ANS certificate fails to address non-conformities within the time period specified in the corrective 

action plan, carry out enforcement action in accordance with applicable enforcement procedures. 

170.04.5  Establishment of facilities and equipment 

 

(1) An air navigation service provider must establish facilities and equipment that are appropriate to 

the air navigation services which it provides as listed in its Manual of Procedures.  

 

(2) The facilities and equipment required by sub-regulation (1) must be acceptable to the Executive 

Director. 

 

(3) Notwithstanding the generality of sub-regulation (1), an air navigation service provider must:  

 

(a) provide in the designated portion of airspace and at aerodromes,  facilities for the 

provision of air navigation services; and 

(b) adopt and put into operation the appropriate standard systems and operational practices 

and rules required for the provision of services under  Parts 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 

and 179. 

170.04.6  Approval of Facilities and equipment 

 

A person may not install, maintain, contract or operate an air navigation service facility in the designated 

airspaces and at aerodromes without approval of the Executive Director. 

170.04.7  Air navigation services contingency plans 

 

(1) An ANS provider must develop and maintain a contingency plan required under regulation 

170.03.2 (h) for implementation in the event of disruption or potential disruption, of air navigation services 

in the airspace for which the holder of the certificate is responsible. 

 

(2) An ANS provider must liaise with other air navigation service providers in adjacent or contiguous 

airspaces while developing contingency plans. 

 

(3) The contingency plan must includeð  

(a) the actions to be taken by the service providerôs personnel responsible for providing the 

service 

(b) where applicable, alternative arrangements for providing the service; and 

(c) the arrangements for resuming normal operations for the service. 
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(4) Notwithstanding sub-regulation (3), the Contingency plan must be prepared in accordance with 

standards prescribed by the Executive Director. 

 

170.04.8  Safety Management System 

 

(1) An air navigation service provider must establish a safety management system as subject to the 

requirements set out in  Parts 3 and 140 to ensure a systematic approach to managing safety including 

policies, procedures, and practices necessary to safely provide the air navigation services covered by its 

certificate. 

 

(2) The safety management system must be implemented in accordance with the requirements 

prescribed in Parts 171, 172, 174, 175 and 179. 

 

170.04.9    Quality Management System 

 

(1) An air navigation service provider must establish a quality management system that focuses on the 

consistent delivery of each air navigation services it provides in accordance with approved performance 

standards. 

 

(2) The quality management system established under this Part must be acceptable to the Executive 

Director and must comply with standards prescribed under Parts 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179.  

 

(3) The quality management system established under this Part may be integrated with the safety 

management system required under this Part.  

 

 

170.04.10   Quality Assurance System 

 

(1) An ANS provider must establish a quality assurance system for the control, supervision and the 

management of the air navigation service that it provides in accordance with standards prescribed in Parts 

171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179.  

 

(2) Where an ANS provider desires to make any change in the quality assurance system required to be 

established under sub-regulation (1), and, which is significant to the showing of compliance with the 

appropriate requirements prescribed in Parts 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179, the ANS provider must apply 

to the Executive Director for the approval of such change. 

 

(3) An application for the approval of a change in the quality assurance system may be granted by the 

Executive Director if the ANS provider satisfies the Executive Director, upon submission of appropriate 

proposed changes to its manual of procedure that it will, after the implementation of such approved change, 

continue to meet an acceptable level of compliance with the provisions of this Part 170 and the applicable 

standards prescribed in Parts 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

170.04.11 Internal safety inspection and audit programme 

(1) An ANS provider must have in place, a programme for monitoring the performance of the services 

it provides to verify that the services provided comply with the regulatory standards and meet the air 

navigation services objectives. 

 

(2) The programme required under (1) must include: 
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(a) internal safety inspections and audits of each air navigation service facility listed in its 

manual of procedure; 

(b) testing and calibration, as applicable, of each equipment listed in its manual of procedure . 

 

(3) An ANS provider:  

(a) must review its procedures and processes related to each ANS operation through an 

internal audit process using specified procedures; 

(b) may conduct internal audits of its organization through an entity that is external to the 

service provider to ensure independence and objectivity of the audit results; 

(c) must develop and use checklists, questionnaires and where appropriate, confidential 

interviews in conducting internal audit of its services. 

 

(4) In conducting internal safety audits and inspection of its services, an ANS provider must focus on 

any matters, including but not limited to, management functions, staffing, compliance with regulations and 

standards, levels of competency and training. 

170.04.12 Security program 

 

An ANS provider must have, and put into effect, a security program that is acceptable to the Executive 

Director and that sets out the procedures designed to protect its personnel, and any facility and equipment 

that it uses, in providing any of its air navigation services.  

 

SUBPART 5 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR THE PROVISION OF AIR NAVIGATION 

SERVICE  

170.05.1   General  

 

The Executive Director may issue notices, directives, circulars, pamphlets or any other publications relating 

to the provision of air navigation services provided under this Part and Parts 2, 71, 171,172, 173, 174, 175 

and 179. 

170.05.2  ANS Provider Organisation 

 

An ANS provider must, at all times, maintain an appropriate organisation with a sound and effective 

management structure to enable it to provide the air navigation services covered by its certificate under this 

Part and in accordance with requirements prescribed in NAM-CARs Parts 2, 71, 171,172, 173, 174, 175 

and 179.  

170.05.3    Personnel requirements 

 

(1)   The Head: ANS employed, contracted, or otherwise engaged in the manner as contemplated in 

Part 6 of the Act must have the authority within its organisation to ensure that every air navigation 

service listed in its manual of procedure ð  

(i) can be financed; and  

(ii) is provided in accordance with the requirements and standards prescribed by this Part.  

(2) An ANS provider must ensure that ï  

(a) the Head: ANS identified in sub-regulation (1) is the accountable executive to whom 

contractual authority has been granted to ensure that all activities undertaken by ANS are 

carried out in accordance with the applicable requirements prescribed in this subpart, and

who must in addition be vested with the following powers and duties in respect of the 

compliance with such requirements: 

 

(i)  the authority to ensure that all activities undertaken by the organization can be 

resourced and carried out to meet applicable operational requirements; 

(ii)  unrestricted access to work performed or activities undertaken by all other persons as 

employees of, and other persons rendering service under contract with, the ANS 

provider; 

(iii)  full rights of consultation with any such person in respect of compliance by him or her; 

(iv) authority to order cessation of any activity which he considers to be unsafe to the 

operation and /or delivery of air navigation services; 

(v) a duty to establish liaison mechanisms with the Executive Director with a view to 

ascertain compliance with requirements, and interpretations of such requirements, and 

to facilitate liaison between the Executive Director and the ANS units concerned; and 

(vi) powers to report directly to the Executive Director on matters affecting operation and 

delivery of the air navigation services; 

 

(b) a safety officer who is responsible for safety across all ANS services, and who has direct 

access to the accountable executive referred to in paragraph (a) on matters affecting safety 

of air navigation services; and 

 

(c) a quality officer who is responsible for quality control across all ANS services, and who has 

direct access to the accountable executive referred to in paragraph (a) on matters affecting 

quality of air navigation services.  

 

(d) Taking into account the size and complexity of an organisation, the safety officer and 

quality officer functions may be combined.  

 

(3) An ANS provider must engage, employ or contract a senior person or persons who is or are 

ultimately responsible to the accountable executive for the provision and delivery of its functions under 

Parts 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179 as appropriate including the system for safety management 

required under regulation 170.04.8,  read with Part 140.  

 

(4) An ANS provider must  employ, contract, or otherwise engage  sufficient and suitably qualified 

and trained personnel to enable it to provide services in accordance with its manual of procedures 

 

(5) The senior person or persons required by sub-regulation (2) must be able to supervise the 

provision of any air navigation service listed in the service providerôs manual of procedure.  

 

(6) An ANS provider must: 

 

(a) ensure the competence of those personnel who are authorised by the service provider to 

provide the air navigation services, and training and assessment for those services, 

listed in the service providerôs manual of procedures; 

 

(b) define  arrangements  and processes to be followed to ensure an adequate number of 

suitably trained and qualified staff are available in respect of each ANS service it 

provides; 

 

(c) establish arrangements that define the management responsibilities and processes for 

ensuring adequate supervision of staff;  
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(d) establish procedures for assessing and maintaining the competence of personnel who 

are authorised to provide or supervise an air navigation service under this Part 

including a mechanism for ensuring that only trained and competent staff undertake the 

provision of each ANS service it provides;  

 

(e) maintain a record of all authorised personnel, which record must include particulars of 

the scope of their authorisations; 

 

(f) describe and provide its authorised staff with, the scope of their authorisation; and 

(g) maintain the records required in (d) above for a minimum period of five years from the 

date on which the personnel ceases to be an employee of the organisation. 

 

(6) An ANS provider must provide all authorised personnel with written evidence of the scope of their 

authorisation including duties and responsibilities. 

170.05.4  Accommodation of air navigation services facilities 

 

An air navigation service provider must satisfy the Executive Director that ï 

(a)  it has adequate facilities for all services to be performed under its certificate; 

 

(b)  the working environment is appropriate for each task carried out and, in particular, 

complies with requirements covered under its certificate; 

 

(c)  appropriate office accommodation is provided for the administration of the services 

performed including the administration of the organisation's safety, operational and 

planning functions and for maintenance of technical records; 

 

(d)  appropriate storage facilities are provided for, equipment, tools and materials required by 

the organisation. 

170.05.5  Providing air navigation services without a certificate 

 

A person that is not a certified air navigation service provider may not provide any of the air navigation 

services under Parts 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

170.05.6  Provision of unauthorized air navigation service 

 

(1) A person who holds a certificate to provide air navigation services under this Part may not provide 

an air navigation service unless;    

(a) the certificate is valid and is in force; and  

(b) the certificate covers that service. 

170.05.7  Training and Checking Programme 

 

(1) Each air navigation service provider must implement a Training and Checking program to ensure 

that an individual performing a function in connection with any air navigation service is competent and 

holds appropriate qualification to perform the duties which they are assigned.  

 

(2) An individual is considered to be competent as required by sub-regulation (1) if that individual is: 
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(a) licensed where the function can only be performed by the holder of a licence; 

(b) certified where the function can only be performed by the holder of a certificate; 

(c) rated and validated, where the function can only be performed by the holder of an 

appropriate rating and validation; 

(d) endorsed, where the function can only be performed by the holder of an appropriate 

endorsement; 

(e) qualified, where the function can only be performed by the holder of an appropriate 

qualification; 

(f) appropriately trained and assessed to be proficient in the performance of their functions; 

and 

(g) current in the performance of the function; and  

(h) has knowledge and skills in emerging matters identified as essential to task performance. 

 

(3) An ANS provider must develop a comprehensive training and checking program to be approved 

by the Executive Director, that includes, initial, on-job-training, re-currency, proficiency, and specialised 

and management training to ensure that each member of technical personnel maintain the appropriate level 

of qualification. 

 

(4) An air navigation service provider must develop a periodic unit training plan for each ANS unit.  

 

(5) In developing training requirements, an ANS provider must ensure that human factors and human 

performance considerations are applied in the training for, and provision of, ANS services. 

170.05.8  Drug and substance testing and reporting  

 

(1) Any person who performs any function under a certificate issued under this Part directly or by 

contract may be tested for problematic use of psychoactive substances as required under Part 7 of the 

Namibia civil aviation regulations. 

 

(2) A person who: 

(a) refuses to submit to a test as required in sub-regulation (1); or 

(b) refuses to submit to a test to indicate the presence of problematic drugs or substances in the body, 

when requested by an authorised person or the Executive Director;  

(c) refuses to furnish or to authorise the release of the test results requested by an authorised person or 

Executive Director; mustð 

(i) in the case of an individual, be denied any authorisation to perform a function under this 

Part, for a period of up to one year from the date of that refusal or for a period determined 

by the Executive Director; or 

(ii) in the case of a certificate, license, or endorsement, may have such certificate, license, or 

endorsement suspended or revoked 
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170.05.9    Documents and records 

 

(1) An ANS provider must ensure availability of documents and records, (e.g. facility manuals, 

technical standards, procedures manuals, charts and any other documentation), to the ANS units personnel 

as necessary for the provision of the air navigation services listed in its certificate. 

 

(2) An ANS provider must establish a system for records which covers identification, collection, 

indexing, storage, security, maintenance, access and disposal of records necessary for the provision of the 

air navigation services it provides and in the manner prescribed for the Civil Aviation Registry as 

contemplated by section 52 of the Act.   

 

(3) The records system required by sub-regulation (2) must provide an accurate chronicle of activities 

for the purpose of reconstruction of events for investigation, and for safety system analysis.  

 

(4) A person may apply to the Executive Director in the prescribed form for replacement of 

documents issued under this Part or under Parts 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179 if such documents are 

lost or destroyed. 

 

(5) An ANS provider must, at the Executive Directorôs request, make the documents and records, or 

copies, or extracts from them, available for inspection. 

170.05.10 Use and retention of documents and records 

 

(1) A person may notð 

(a) use any certificate issued or required by or under this Part which has been forged, 

altered, cancelled, or suspended, or to which he or she is not entitled; or 

 

(b) forge or alter any certificate issued or required by or under this Part; or 

 

(c) lend any certificate or exemption issued or required by or under this Part to any other 

person; or 

 

(d) make any false representation for the purpose of procuring for themselves or any 

other person the grant, issue, renewal or variation of any such certificate or 

exemption; or 

 

(e) mutilate, alter, render illegible or destroy any records, or any entry made therein, 

required by or under this Part and under Parts 2, 71, 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179 

to be maintained, or knowingly make, or procure or assist in the making of, any false 

entry in any such record, or wilfully omit to make a material entry in such record. 

 

(2) All records required to be maintained by or under this Part and under Parts 2, 71, 171, 172, 173, 

174, 175 and 179 must be kept in a permanent and indelible material. 

170.05.11 Control of documents and records 

 

(1) In addition to the requirements as provided for in sub-regulation 170.05.9, an ANS provider must 

establish and put into effect:  

 

(a) a system for controlling document and records which covers the authorisation, 

standardization, publication, distribution and amendment of all documentation issued by 
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the organisation, or required by the organisation for the air navigation services it 

provides; and  

 

(b) a procedure to identify, collect, index, store, maintain and dispose of the records that are 

necessary for, or a result of the provision of SAR services.   

 

(2) The document control system established by an ANS provider must ensure that: 

 

(a) documentation is reviewed and authorisation of documents and records is made by a 

designated authority appropriate to the providerôs management and safety accountability 

structures; 

(b) that the currency of documents can be readily determined and that only current versions 

are available for operational use; 

(c) current issues of relevant documentation are available to personnel at all locations where 

they need access to such documentation for the provision of the air navigation services.  

(d) operationally obsolete documentation is promptly removed from all points of issue or use; 

(e) changes to documentation are reviewed and approved by appropriate personnel; 

(f) a master copy of relevant documents and records is securely held; 

(g) the current version of each item of documentation can be identified to preclude the use of 

out-of-date editions; and 

(h) documents and records are archived where they have been superseded. 

 

(3) An ANS provider must ensure that all documents that are related to and referenced in the Manual 

of Procedure are indexed in that manual.  

170.05.12 Reports of violations 

 

(1) Any person who knows of a violation of any Regulations, rules, or directives issued under this 

Part, must report it to the Executive Director in a form and manner prescribed by the Executive Director. 

 

(2) The Executive Director may determine the nature and type of investigation or enforcement 

action that need to be taken in the event of a reported violation in accordance with the provisions of Part 

13 and read with part 185. 

170.05.13 Failure to comply with directive 

 

(1) Any person who fails to comply with any direction given to him by the Executive Director or by 

any authorised person under any provision of this Part is deemed for the purposes of this Part to have 

contravened that provision and action may be taken in terms of Part 13 read with Part 185. 

170.05.14 Exemptions from the air navigation services requirements 

 

(1) A person may apply to the Executive Director for an exemption from any regulations made 

under this Part and under Parts 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179. 

 

(2) The Executive Director may issue an exemption from any of the provisions of this Part and 

Parts 171, 172, 173, 174, 175 and 179 in accordance with the requirements prescribed in the Act. 

170.05.15 Discontinuation or disruption of a certified air navigation service 

 

(1) Notwithstanding the provisions of regulation 170.02.10, a holder of an ANS provider certificate 

may not temporarily or otherwise, discontinue or disrupt the provision of an air navigation service for 

which it has been certified, unless it has given the Executive Director at least 180 days written notice. 
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(2) Sub-regulation (2) may not apply if, having regard to the providerôs circumstances: 

(a) it was not reasonably practicable for the provider to give at least 180 daysô notice; and 

(b) the provider gives the notice as soon as reasonably practicable.  

 

SUB-PART 6  TRANSITION  

 

(1) Where an applicant for a certificate in accordance with Sub-Part 2 of this Part, was already 

providing an air navigation service before the commencement of this Part, with the authorisation of the 

Minister responsible for civil aviation, the applicant may be exempted from certain requirements of this 

Part for a specified period as may be determined by the Executive Director. 

 

(2) The Executive Director may in the circumstances mentioned in sub-regulation (1) above, issue a 

temporary authorisation in writing, for the air navigation service provider to continue providing the 

services for a specified period until approval is granted by the Executive Director in accordance with this 

Part.  

 

(3) The Executive Director may withdraw any temporary authorisation issued under this Sub-Part 

upon recommendation by an inspector, where serious non-compliances which compromise safety are 

identified, and the air navigation service provider must immediately cease operations. 

 

(4) The holder of a temporary authorisation which has been withdrawn by the Executive Director 

pursuant to sub-regulation (3) may apply for re-issue of the temporary authorisation as soon as the 

identified non-compliances have been res 
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SUBPART 1:  GENERAL PROVISIONS  

 

171.01.1  Applicability  

 

(1) This Part prescribes the ï 

(a) regulatory requirements and standards for organisations that provide, operate, and maintain 

aeronautical telecommunications (ATEL) used for air traffic services, and aeronautical 

radio-navigation (ANAV) services used for air navigation, conjointly referred to as an 

aeronautical telecommunications (ATEL) service provider;  

 

(b) regulatory requirements and standards for the approval of organisations that provide flight 

inspection services; 

 

(c) operating and technical standards for aeronautical telecommunication services used for air 

traffic services, and aeronautical radio-navigation services used for air navigation; and 

 

(d) operating and technical standards for flight inspection services. 

 

(2) This part applies to: 

(a) A person, including a juristic person, who wishes to become, or is, an ATEL service 

provider; 

(b) A person, including a juristic person, who wishes to become, or is, a provider of flight 

inspection/calibration services. 

 

(3) This Part does not apply to: 

(a) a person, including a juristic person who is providing an ATEL service in the course of his or 

her duties for the Defence Forces of the Republic of Namibia (Defence Forces); or 

 

(b) any ATEL service provided by and for the sole use of the Defence Forces. 

171.01.2 Definitions for this Part  

 

(4) Definitions pertinent to this regulation are contained in Document NAM-CATS-ATEL 

(Aeronautical Telecommunications).  

(5) For this Part: 

(a) a telecommunication or radionavigation service is provided using one or more facilities at 

one or more locations, each facility consisting of: 

(i) one item of equipment; or 

(ii)  items of interconnected equipment; 

at a particular location;  

(b) a service is interrupted if, during its operating hours: 

(i) it is not operating because it has failed or has been suspended; or 

(ii)  it is operating outside its technical specification. 
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(6) In this Part, aeronautical telecommunication service means a service related to the provision of 

any of the following: 

(a) Radio Navigations Aids in accordance with the provisions of Volume I of Annex 10 to the 

Chicago Convention, as adopted in this Part 171; 

(b) Communication Systems, Procedures and Administrative Provisions in accordance with 

Volume II of Annex 10 to the Chicago Convention, as adopted in this Part 171;  

(c) Communication Systems including Digital Data Communication Systems and Voice 

Communication Systems in accordance with the provisions of Volume III of Annex 10 to 

the Chicago Convention, as adopted in this Part 171;; 

(d) Surveillance and Collision Avoidance Systems in accordance with the provisions of Volume 

IV of Annex 10 to the Chicago Convention, as adopted in this Part 171 

(e) Aeronautical Radio Frequency Spectrum Utilization in accordance with the provisions of 

Volume V of Annex 10 to the Chicago Convention, as adopted in this Part 171 

(f) any system that processes or displays air traffic control data. 

 

(4)  In this Part all references to ñRadio Regulationsò are to the Radio Regulations published by the 

International Telecommunication Union (ITU), as amended from time to time by the decisions 

embodied in the Final Acts of World Radio communication Conferences held normally every two 

to three years, also adopted by the appropriate communications authority of Namibia. Further 

information on the ITU processes as they relate to aeronautical radio system frequency use is 

contained in the Handbook on Radio Frequency Spectrum Requirements for Civil Aviation 

including statement of approved ICAO policies (Doc 9718). 

 

(5)  In these regulations, reference to Communication, Navigation and Surveillance services or 

systems must be construed to mean the aeronautical telecommunication services as defined in sub-

regulation (3) above. 

171.01.3  Requirement for certificate 

No person or organisation may install, maintain, repair, modify or calibrate equipment for the use of 

aeronautical telecommunication services used for air navigation or for the provision of air traffic services 

except, under the authority of, and in accordance with the provisions of a certificate issued under Part 170 

of the NAM-CARs and any additional requirements prescribed in this Part. 

171.01.4 Issue of Civil Aviation Technical Standards 

 

(1) The Executive Director may issue Civil Aviation Technical Standards for this Part (NAM-CATS-

ATEL) that provide for the following matters: 

(a) standards, including procedures, systems and documents used to provide an ATEL service; 

(b) standards for facilities and equipment used to provide an ATEL service; 

(c) standards for the training and checking of an ATEL providerôs personnel; 

(d) any matter required or permitted by the regulations to be provided for by the NAM-CATS; 

(e) any matter necessary or convenient to be provided for the effective operation of this Part. 

 

(2) The NAM-CATS are an extension of, and have the same legal status as, regulations in the 

regulatory Part to which it is attached or associated.
